Discussion on India and the World- 

THE PRIME MINISTER (SHRI I. K. 

GUJRAL): Mr. Chairman, Sir, before I .peak 

on the subject, that is, India and 

the World, may I compliment through ou, this 

august House and the other House for the 

remarkable introspection that we have 

manifested in these past two or three days in 

looking at our problems with a great deal of 

genuine candidness? We have, I think, 

collectively risen above ourselves. We have 

come to a stage where we have exhibited a 

capacity that we can, when challenged, -look 

at the situation in a national perspective, and 

therefore, I must compliment this House, 

with all humility. While sitting here, I have 

heard many good speeches. I have Ife^d some 

good speeches in the other -louse also. They 

make me feel that the India of yesterday lives 

today also. It can still produce great minds 

and great ideas and it produces great minds 

and great ideas, even though all great minds 

and great ideas may not be well recognised as 

et. But I think as history perceives and 

proceeds, we will find for ouselves that in 

this particular Session, in which we are 

celebrating the Golden Jubilee of India's 

independence, in a unique way in the 

Parliament, we have exhibited our capacity 

for introspection. I think for everything, 

introspection is the starting point. Therefore, 

may I, Sir, once again, compliment you, and 

through you, this august House for this 

remarkable degree of introspection, 

remarkable degree of objectivity and candour 

with which issues have been discussed and 

examined? 

This morning, Sir, I have been asked to 

speak on India and the World, and when I 

look back half a century and beyond, I feel 

that the world was always present in the 

minds and historical perceptions of India. 

There was no stage in Indian history that I can 

recollect when the world did not exist for us. 

When I look at the mythology of India and 

when I focus my attention on various stages 

of historical growth of India, I see for myself 

that though our apertures might have been 

narrowed sometimes because of geographical 

limitations, all the same, we did look at the 

world with a remarkable degree of 

objectivity, all the time. We were also, at the 

same time, conditioned by the compulsions of 

history and compulsions of geography. There 

was a time when both telecommunication and 

travel were not as facilitative as they are 

today. Therefore, different parts of this sub-

continent looked at the world from a different 

point of view. For instance, from the north of 

the sub-continent, we always talked more in 

terms of Central Asia, Iran, the Arab 

Penisula. 

These were more in our focus. We always 

talked more of these and we took more from 

them and we gave more to them. The culture, 

the languages, the civilisational intentions 

were there till the 'Greeks came. When the 

Greeks came, our aperture got widened for 

the north also. With their entry into our sub-

continent we started perceiving that there was 

a world beyond Iran also and, therefore, that 

world opened to us and a narrow angle of 

Europe as well. To the South of India, the 

South sub-continent, if I may say so, had a 

different approach. They were maritime-

oriented areas of our land. Therefore, the then 

East Asia was focussed on the East. The 

civilizational messages that this India was 

giving and taking were more focussed on 

East towards South East and East Asia. When 

today we look at Thailand, Vietnam, 

Indonesia and any country of the East, they 

are still showing the footprints of the 

civilisational  interaction  that  India  was 
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having in this region. At the same time, when 

we look at a slightly closer period because of 

maritime consciousness I am always reminded 

of the Zamorins of Calicut. The Zamorins of 

Calicut were the first ones in the sub-

continent to see the dangers that were coming 

from the sea. They were the first not only to 

resist but also to push out the Portuguese 

invasions. For nearly a century or so the 

Portuguese came and attacked several times 

and the Zamorins were able to expel them and 

to push them back. But then our technology 

was not in our favour. If our maritime 

technology were in our favour, they would 

have pursued them up to the land where they 

were taking shelter. They never went beyond the 

Gulf and they came back from the Gulf again 

and again. There was difficulty. This 

difficulty came in our way in every era which 

I will address a little later. 

In every era we took from the world and we 

gave to the world. I was just talking about the 

North of India. How were our languages born? 

How did we interact with the religions? How 

did Buddha's message transcend into these 

areas? All these were interactions when the 

world existed for us. There is no phase in 

Indian history when we did not interact with the 

world. We interacted with the Iranian 

languages, the Indo-Iranian languages, if I may 

call them. We interacted with their culture, 

with their music, with their thinking, with 

their efforts. We gave them and we took from 

them and in our own way assimilated them. 

Pandit Nehru often used to remind us of the 

assimilation process of India's civilisation and it 

is the Indian civilisational process that has 

ultimately created what we call today 

"Mushtarqa Tehzeeb"—the Ganga-Jamuna 

Civilisation as we call it. As I mentioned a little 

while ago, the message of Buddha travelled the 

entire breadth of Central Asia. It went right up 

to the borders of Europe and on this side 

through the South up to the other side of Asia 

and the World. India and the world were 

always a two-way 

street. We gave and we took. It was never a 

one-way street. In this style we continued to 

interact with the world. We continued to 

assimilate and, therefore, our civilisational 

growth was there. As I talk of this I am 

reminded of Nehru's "Discovery of India". 

Nehru had discovered India for himself and for 

us. While sitting in the narrow cell of the jail 

Nehru was thinking in a broader concept. He 

was thinking about the foundation of Indian 

civilisation. He was thinking of the broad world 

view of Indian civilisation and was also 

correlating it with the world as it existed at 

that time. All this continued till we reached 

the stage of colonial era. The colonial era did 

many harms to us and one of the harms it did 

was that it distorted our civilisational unity. It 

distorted our languages. It exposed to us a 

new type of dimension which we were not 

used to. We were blindfolded. We were made 

to look only in one direction. We were made 

to feel that as if all those good relationships 

that we built over the centuries in the North 

on one side and in the East on the other did 

not exist any more, as if walls were built-up 

and the walls were there to stop our vision. 

Yet I must say, I must compliment, that our 

resilience withstood that distortion. 

It was civilizational resilience of India 

that we did not get blocked out. The 

might of the Empire sometimes overawed 

us. The might of the Empire sometimes 

induced fear in us. But there was a 

courage and determination. It is 

interesting for me to look at India in the 

context of that determination. After all, 

it was determination that made us 

preserve our civilization while also 

assimilating new influences that were 

coming inside, the new languages that 

were coming from Europe bringing new 

ideas. Then at that time two things, two 

simultaneous        processes, begun— 

assimilation and defiance. It was a 

simulatenous process. We continued to 

assimilate and continued to defy also. If you 

ask me the history of freedom struggle of 

India, I would say that it can 
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be spelt in two words, i.e. assimilation and 

defiance. We assimilated technology, 

whatever we were able to get. We assimilated 

new ideas. We assimilated new languages 

that were coming to us. At the same time, we 

defied. We defied because we refused to get 

overwhelmed. Therefore, I feel that till the 

concluding chapters of the Empire came, we 

had steeled ourselves to these two dual 

approaches—assimilate and defy. Defiance, 

therefore, came in several forms. It came in 

our literature. It came in our politics. 

At this time, I am reminded of Raja 

Rammohan Roy. What was Raja Rammohan 

Roy's contribution? His contribution was 

modernisation and making India look forward 

making peace with the Western ideas, not 

Western imperialism. What was the 

assimilation of Tagore that he gave us? 

Gurudev made us look at the world in a very 

different fashion. Therefore, this is a galaxy of 

the greats that I could go on counting, they 

were there on the eve when there was the 

Empire. We see a new type of assimilation 

process and defiance process taking shape. 

When I think of Gandhiji and when I think of 

Tagore together, I think they were twins in a 

way. They were twins in several senses. They 

were distinct in their style. They had their own 

rhetoric. They had their own way of 

presenting things. They had their own world 

view. And yet there was a unity of approach 

which our country gained a lot from. Each in 

his own unique way brought the world to 

India and gave India to the world. This was a 

new situation, a new situation where we saw 

that not only we got from outside, we gave to 

outside also. That is why we feel that 

whenever we think in terms of Gandiji's 

particularly, we are reminded of the famous 

saying of his 'Windows must be kept open'. I 

must not guote him extensively. But I think 

we all remember how he looked at the world, 

how he looked at the winds of civilization 

coming in. He did not want us to close our 

windows   to   new   ideas,   to   the   new 

thinking that was coming from Europe itself.    

At    that    time,    Sir,    you    will remember 

nationalism was at its height and sometimes  

nationalism can become very exclusive. This 

exclusivity was also resisted by no less a 

person than Gurudev Tagore. At this time, I 

am reminded of his very famous novel, 'Home 

and the World'. I would try to make my small 

effort  to  pronounce  it  in  Bengali.   My 

friends will execusc me if I go wrong. I think  

it  is  'Ghore Baire'.  What  is the message of 

Ghore Bairi? The message of Ghore Baire 

was that basically you must not    let    yourself   

drowned    in    blind nationalism.  Humanism 

and nationalism need   not   be   contradictory,   

they   can coexist. Humanism was the message 

that Gurudev was giving all the time to the 

world. From Tagore to Gandhi we gave the 

same message. When Gandhiji started 

experiments with truth as he close to call it, he 

gave us a new dimension also not only in 

perceptions, not only in ideas but he opened a 

new world for us—the world of Africa. In this 

dark region which was hclplessely   and   

hopelessely   struggling against the colonial 

era, they found a Spokesman  in Gandhiji.  

Gandhiji, as I said sometime ago, was 

physically born in India but politically he was 

born in South Africa   and   his   'Satyagrah'   

experiment' began  there.   It   also  forged  on  

us  an invisible link between the two 

continents. Therefore, a new dimension was 

added to our world view. While India looked 

at the   world,   as   I   said   in   the   past, 

sometimes, at the North towards Central Asia,   

sometimes   at   the   East   towards South East 

and East Asia and later on towards Europe, 

Africa was brought to our thinking by 

Gandhiji. Africa did not exist   within   the   

focus   of   India   till Gandhiji came on the 

scene. Therefore, we were  discovering for 

ourselves that the world was much larger, 

much wider and far more extesive to look at 

and things had changed. Dark Africa became 

alive,   thanks   to   Gandhiji.   Thanks   to 

Gandhiji again we expanded as I said, our 

dimensions and added to our vision. Nehru 

built on where Gandhiji left. He added   more   

and   more,  he  talked   of 
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Spain, Spanish Civil Wax. I remember as a 

student in the university when he decided to 

send a mission to Spain some people were 

cynical; but cynicism is part of politicians' 

fate. I think we all face cynicism all the time 

when we live in the contemporary era and try 

to face new policies. Then we sent a mission 

to Spain during the Civil War. He in a way 

gave a message that we stood on the side of 

those who were victims of Nazism and 

Fascism. Then he sent a mission to China. 

Why did he send Dr. Kotnis to china? Why 

did Dr. Kotnis die there? For what? In the far-

off areas of Yunnan caves Dr. Kotnis died, 

gave his life. Here I am reminded of my 

personal experience with Dr. Kotnis and Sir, 

if you don't mind my narrating the personal 

experience, Dr. Kotnis came to Lahore. A 

public meeting was organised for Dr. Kotnis. 

Dr. Kotnis neither knew Hindi nor Punjabi. I 

was an under-graduate student. It fell to my 

lot to translate him. I think it was one of the 

major experiences of exposure to 

international thinking. There was a new 

vision. Nehru spelt through Dr. Kotnis. A new 

vision of China that we saw for ourselves. 

When Nehru also talked in terms of Soviet 

Union he was exposing us to new areas. 

British Imperialism had physically barred us 

from interaction from beyond Afghanistan. 

He opened it for us. We saw in Soviet Union 

a new era, a new faith, a new vision, a new 

civilisation. It had its own difficulties, its own 

pitfalls. That is not ray purpose in talking 

today. I am talking of the world as it opened 

for us and the world that opened for us then 

stuck; it began from Spain, went to China and 

went into Soviet Union and also expanded 

itself into Vietnam. There was no area in the 

world now where Nehru could not interact, 

wherever he saw the oppressor and the 

oppressed at war with each other; he was 

always clear. Our freedom struggle was very 

clear. I am not talking in terms of Nehru as 

Prime Minister. I am talking of Nehru as a 

President and Leader of the Congress 

movement. I am talking of Nehru at a time 

when he was trying to construct for 

us a vision of the foreign policy that stabilised 

after he became Prime Minister. Every time he 

decided that we could not be neutral, we could 

not be neutral in any struggle which was 

between oppressor and the oppressed. | 

Therefore, the questions of neutrality never 

arose. We were always on the side of those 

who were oppressed by the colonialists, by 

those who practised colour discrimination and 

when Nazism came again a new challenge 

came to us and here again I am reminded of a 

poem by Gurudev Tagore which he wrote 

when China was attacked. If you don't mind 

Sir, permit me to quote whatever clumsy 

translation that I have been able to get hold of, 

of this poem. He cried in anguish, he said "The 

marching armies plant flags on the ashes of 

desolate homes, desecrate the centres of 

culture and shrines of beauty, mark red with 

blood their trail across green meadows and 

populace and markets and so they march to the 

temple of Buddha, the compassionate with 

loud beats of drums—rat-a-tat and earth 

trembles." Our sides were chosen. We did not 

think back and see whether we were on the 

side of Nazis or we were not, whether we 

supported Fascism or not. This message did 

not come from a political party, this message 

did not come from Jawaharlal Nehru, this 

message did not come from Mahatma Gandhi. 

It came from the soul of India that Tagore 

represented. That is why I always feel and I 

repeat that this was a twin, that the soul of 

India was represented both by Gandhiji and 

Tagore at one and the same time, in their own 

rhetoric, in their own way. At the same time, 

one was more lyrical, the other was more 

factual and yet there was a commonality of 

thinking all the same. Therefore, as we 

progressed, as we reached ISth August, 1947, 

our worldview was very clear. What is the 

worldview that we have? We have chosen 

sides. We have chosen sides, to stand with 

those who were still victims of colonisation. 

We have chosen sides, to stand with those who 

were victims of colour discrimination.  We  

have chosen 
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sides,   to   stand   with   those   who   were 
oppressed. We have chosen sides with the 
forces   of  peace.   Therefore,   when   we 
came to 15th August, 1947, the unique thing 
in India was that our international relations 
had already been spelt out in the Indian 
foreign policy. The book on Indian foreign 
policy was not written by Nehru     after     
becoming     the     Prime Minister. Qui 
freedom struggle itself had spelt out that for 
all of us. Therefore, when I look it it, I feel 
that when India was born, India's foreign 
policy was born with it. You ay kindly recall 
the Asia Conference that Nehru had convened 
in 1946. He was. still the Chairman of the 
Interim   Govirnment,   he   was   not   the 
Prime   Minister   of   independent   India. . 
This Conference was held in Delhi. Both 
Gandhiji   an i   Nehruji   addressed   this 
Conference. A galaxy of Indian thinkers at 
that time spoke on the occasion and gave one 
decisive message that freedom of India would 
be complete only after all the remnants of 
colonialism were over.We take pride that in 
these SO years, we have not faltered from that 
line. We have changed scleral Governments 
in  India. But every Government in India 
stood by this   basic   premise   of   Indian   
foreign policy, the basic foreign policy being 
that decolonisation   was  our  cause,   
standing with Black Africa was our cause, 
standing with    the   oppressed    was    our   
cause, t standing with the forces of peace was 
our cause.   We  will  continue  to  plead  and 
fight for all these causes. We, therefore, 
resisted all these forces which at one time or 
the other tried to overwhelm us. This made us 
look at the world very clearly. When the 
Vietnam situation came, it did not   confuse   
us.    When    the    Korean situation   came,   
it   did   not   confute   us because we were 
clear in our perception, in  our  worldview.   
Our  worldview  was very clear. Our 
worldview was outgoing.  It was assimilating. 
It was learning. It was giving. It was helping. 
It was taking help, but   from   defined   areas.   
Our   foreign policy   was   defined    in    
purpose    and defined     in     push.     
Therefore,     India interacted   with   the   
world   in   a   very different   fashion.   We   
did   not   interact 

with those , whom we/ 'Viewed as 

oppressors. We did not joiaf those forces. 

Sometimes we paid a heavy price for that. 

Sometimes, we were also denigrated. 

Sometimes, we were rediculed. Yet we stood 

by our principles, by our foreign policy. That 

is the greatness of the nation and which as an 

Indian I take pride in and I think the whole 

House must be taking pride in it. We take 

pride in that legacy which gave us the 

courage to stand, which gave us the courage 

to define, which gave us the courage to 

construct an independent foreign policy. This 

independent foreign policy was not a foreign 

policy only in terms of rhetoric. Its 

independence was asserted every time in the 

face of tough resistance. 

At the same time, we also felt that 
diplomacy has a purpose. Gandhiji has said 
that the purpose of diplomacy is to transform, 
not to transact. ��������

transforming, not transacting. That was the 
basic premise, of the Gandhian outlook and 
that was our outlook. We never looked for 
profit. We have never looked at where we get 
more benefits. But we wanted to transform. In 
SO years, jf you ask me to tell you in one 
world where the Indian international relations 
have succeeded, I would say we have 
succeeded in defeating the world's outlook, 
we have succeeded in killing those forces of 
oppression and power. The liberation of 
South Africa from colour discrimination is 
one angle that I would like to point out. When 
the British withdrew from Hong Kong, I sent 
one of my colleagues there. We had two 
invitations—one from the British and one 
from the Chinese. We responded to the 
Chinese invitation. The reason was simple. 
This was the liquidation of the last—almost 
the last because one still remains for the next 
2-3 months. But we sent our Minister to sit on 
the table with the Chinese because the 
Chinese were representing at that time the 
liquidation of the imperial rule in that region. 
In the subjugation   of   Hong   Kong,   the   
East

India Company had played a role. All of 
us who know history recall the Opium 
Wars. Opium was transported from India 
to try to sap the morale of that nation. 
And those who tell us now that drugs are 
bad forget that history. Who exported 
drugs for the first time? Who started 
trying to sap the morale of an entire 
nation? Opium Wars were fought and 
that was the time when Hong Kong was 
colonised. Therefore, when 
decolonisation of Hong Kong took place, I 
rejoiced because, I thought, in a way we were 
fulfilling that tryst that the Asia Conference 
had made in the world, "Our freedom will not 
be complete till the entire colonies were 
liberated", and this happened. And as I said, 
and again I repeat, all these years we 
followed one doctrine of Jawahar Lal Nehru, 
that we want to transform, we don't want to 
transact. We are in the business of 
transformation of the world. We are in the 
business of transformation in the favour of 
those who are oppressed. We are in the 
business of international relations in favour of 
those who have been oppressed for centuries 
and centuries. That is. why we stand with the 
developing world. We stand with those whose 
economies are exploited. We don't transact 
business. And transaction is always an easier 
way, but transaction ultimately is very 
expensive. That is why when we stuck on to 
our basic norms of the Indian freedom 
struggle we have never faltered. That is a 
legacy that we take pride in. In this doctrine 
again, Jawahar Lal Nehru built Non-
alignment. Non-alignment was not a camp of 
the neutrals as sometimes people tried to 
confuse us. It is an alliance of all those who 
have been victims of imperial rule. It is an 
alliance of those who have been exploited in 
the past. It is an alliance of those who arc 
demanding a fair deal in the world. We stand 
with lhcm, not because we want their votes, 
not because we count their friendship in terms 
of votes, but we think in terms of ideological 
commitment. That ideological commitment 
is, again as I said, that we all stand against the 
oppressors. We all 
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stand against those who try to exploit in the 
name of new colonialism. Take Cuba, for 
instance. My friend, Mr. Baby, and others 
went to Cuba recently. Why did they go to 
Cuba? Cuba still is showing that spirit of 
defiance. We arc with Cuba. And that is why 
wc are with Cuba—because they arc defying 
in their national interest. They are defying to 
assert their existence. They are trying to assert 
in the face of such massive oppression against 
them. We arc with them. And Indian foreign 
policy will never compromise on these things. 
That is our legacy. Indian foreign policy 
continues therefore and derives a great deal of 
benefit from our past. Non-alignment gave us, 
as I said, friends who shared a colonial past. It 
also gave us friendship with the Soviet Union. 
Our friendship with the Soviet Union has a 
long history. I had the privilege of being 
India's Ambassador there for nearly five 
years. I know the anatomy of our relations. I 
sometimes look back and feel that—although 
there may be criticism today—we should not 
forget that heavy industry in India has been 
built because of Soviet cooperation. Let us not 
forget the fact that the new innovation of 
rupee trade was devised when we didn't have 
any foreign exchange reserves. When India 
became free in 1947—I think perhaps my 
friend, Mr. Pranab Mukherjee, who is an 
economist and I am not, would recall—the 
Indian foreign exchange was of the order of 
about Rs. 200 crores in our kitty. It was Rs. 
200 crores and from there we started building 
it up. Nehru dreamt of greatness. Nehru 
dreamt of Indian industrial base. Nehru 
dreamt of modernising India. Where could he 
look for? Only one side that was available—
the Soviet Union! Soviet Union not only 
helped us in modernising our industry, in 
giving us a heavy industry base, but it made 
us look at the world in a different fashion with 
courage. It has gone under... and I am riot 
going to take your time to talk on that subject. 
But all the same, we feel that our friendship 
with Russia and friendship with all those who 
at one time were part 
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of the Soviet Union, is an abiding friendship. 

This is our world view. This will sustain. And 

that is a two-way traffic again. Today, 

fortunately for us, after fifty years having 

come to that level of development, we can 

also give to ex-Soviet Union something back. 

We in a way are able to help sometimes the 

Russians and the Central Asian States in their 

period of transition, something that we can do 

for them. We shall continue to do that. We 

shall also continue to sustain our friendship, it 

has not fallen with the fall of the Soviet 

Union. Russia and India still share a deep 

commitment against new colonialism, against 

those who try to still exploit the countries of 

Africa in many ways. 

When 15th August came, it came with great 

hopes; it came with a great vision; that has not 

been belied. I think this is a great thing for 

India today when we look at 15th August, 

1947, the mid-night Session and the tryst with 

destiny, it was a difficult time. We passed too 

difficult times; sometimes individually, many 

times collectively, but also we sustained that 

legacy. Therefore, we kept that commitment 

to the world that the pre-frccdom era had 

made. And I repeat, we therefore, saw our 

way in standing with Vietnam. Some of us 

who are sitting in this • House or the other 

one, when Vietnam War was going on, 

remember how much pressure was brought on 

Nehru and later on Indira Gandhi to try to 

change the line. They did not. They stood with 

courage. They paid the price. But, 

commitment was commitment of ideology; 

commitment was commitment of our legacy 

and therefore, we stood with Vietnam; we 

stood with Korea, we stood with China: we 

stood with South Africa. That was India and 

the world. India and the world was very 

different. India wanted a place for itself. Yes, 

but wanted a place not at the cost of letting 

down those who were our friends 

ideologically, historically, perceptibly, 

commitment-wise. We never let down a 

friend. That is our Indian history also. 

Therefore,  our vision was always very 

clear and our vision had an overtone of 

courage. The satyagraha movement of 

Gandhiji had taught us courage. It had made 

us stand up; it had given us the courage to 

defy. That continued, continued and coninues, 

and I repeat, coninues to be the basic format 

of Indian Foreign Policy. The Cold War has 

ended. The Cold War period caused us many 

agonies, many pressures, and I don't want to 

take your time in spelling out the difficulties 

that India passed through. The worst difficulty 

that we faced was that the shadows of Cold 

War came to South Asia and when it came to 

South Asia, we saw that in a way, if I may 

use the word, we were standing alone in the 

entire subcontinent. In the neighbourhood, the 

imperial rulers of the past were able to think 

in terms of Cold War alliances. Smaller 

courages did not withstand their pressure. Our 

courage withstood their pressure. Therefore, 

in the Cold War era also in South Asia our 

task became very onerous. We found it very 

difficult to build good neighbourly 

relationships. Nehru was always in favour of 

having good neighbourly relationships. He 

tried, but the then decision-makers in our 

neighbourhood were not autonomous. 

They did not have independent foreign 

policies. They could not withstand the 

pressures of those who were trying to push 

them in one direction or the other. Tensions in 

this area, may I say, were imposed ones. They 

were not inborn. They were imported. They 

were not inherent here. The situation was 

never inherent here. The situation was 

imposed on us, I repeat. Therefore, when the 

sub-continent was getting sucked into the 

arena of Cold War, Nehru was consistent in 

saying that tensions were being imported and 

imposed causing us difficulties. We were 

exposed to wars because of this; we were 

exposed to buying arms because of this; we 

were exposed to building our arms strength 

because of this; otherwise, our direction 

would have been different, and our 

investments would have gone in a different 

direction. But realism also has 
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to be a part of Foreign Policy and I think 

realims also has to think that when you are 

defying you don't do so in a position of 

weakness. Therefore, Indian Foreign Policy 

and security policy emphasis a great deal on 

security. We have learnt one lesson from 

history and that lesson this august House must 

always keep in mind; historically whenever 

India went down, it did not go down because 

of lack of valour. It went down because of 

lack of technology. There was a time when 

the invaders came from the North with the 

latest technology, we did not have the latest 

technology. Our valour had to succumb 

before the technology. I had made a promise 

on 15th August and I want to repeat it in this 

House. One commitment the Government 

makes is that we shall never let down India en 

the issue of technology, whatever the cost, 

whatever the sacrifice. We shall never allow 

this history to repeat. We do not want to go 

out to attack anybody. We do not go to war 

with anybody. Yet, we will never be weak 

to'let anybody attempt to repeat the history 

that we have gone through. We will never 

allow anybody to do that. In South Asia we 

will -move forward together. Partition was not 

only geographical. Partition was not only 

historical. Partition was also in a way 

partition of ideas, partition of outlook, 

partition of international relations, partition of 

those visions which the freedom struggle was 

building for us. It is a long story and I do not 

want to take more of your time talking at 

length on how we coped with those tensions. 

But the main point that I would like to say is 

that new ideas were presented to us. Some 

countries in our neighbourhood thought in 

terms of strategic partnerships with distant 

countries and strategic partnerships had an 

effect on us. Therefore, I said that the former 

colonisers are now coming in new clothes and 

putting on us a great deal of strain and 

pressure. 

Mr. Chairman, Sir, at the perception level I 

would say this thing that we underwent 

another difficulty. I said a while ago that 

wars were imposed on us 

and we were committed to transforming the 

world polity and we had to transact foreign 

policy anyway. Ultimately, foreign policies 

are the policies of realism. Ultimately, foreign 

policies have to draw a line where national 

interest demands. We had to transact because 

we had to safeguard our security and, 

therefore, we did transact and in transacting 

also we did not give in on any basic 

commitment of Indian policy. We, as I said a 

while ago, did not bargain in terms of 

Vietnam War. In today's context we have not 

transacted in terms of CTBT. We will never 

do it because those are our basic issues on 

which I will come to you in a while. The Cold 

War has ended and, thcrfpre, now India is 

confronted with new challenges and also new 

opportunities. Yesterday I heard with a great 

deal of attention to my friend, Dr. Manmohan 

Singh telling us economic dimensions of post-

cold war era. I respect him. I think, his 

presentation was very good. I could not have 

seen better eloquence and the same ideal 

facility of presentation but one thing I must 

say that in terms of foreign policy 

globalisation has become important but also 

globalisation and rcgionalisation are now 

sleeping in the same bed. You keep that in 

mind all the time. When we keep that in mind, 

our foreign policies have to keep that in mind. 

I am not suggesting that the world has become 

suddenly peaceful. I am not also suggesting 

that those who are flexing muscles in 

diplomacy have ceased to do so. I am not 

suggesting that, similarly, the confrontationist 

stage in the world context has ceased. No, it 

has not. The post-cold war are is still facing us 

with those challenges. These are disturbing 

reports. A while ago I talked about CTBT but 

there are disturbing reports of new finer and 

more target-oriented nuclear weapons being 

fashioned with the help of some critical tests 

to avoid the aims of CTBT. We are being 

asked to sign the CTBT. Those who have 

signed the CTBT are now themselves doing 

what they are not expected to do. Those who 

signed it are doing what they'should 
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not do and we have been blamed and asked 

not to do. The global arms trade seems to be 

escalating. Those who are exporting arms also 

go on lecturing to us not to buy arms. We 

know how pocple buy arms. Tensions are 

generated so that arms are imported. The 

relative international situation has been 

Transformed to a degree, in a sense, there is 

greater regional co-operation. I said, 

therefore, when we talk in terms of 

introspection, we must understand that we 

must give a new look and a new orientation to 

our foreign policy. There are many sunshine 

areas but there are many dark areas as well. In 

sunshine areas we are focussing more and 

more. In a brief narration of our foreign policy 

earlier, I have already talked in terms of 

regional co-operation. SAARC, for instance, 

is a very important area for our co-operation. 

Some people have given the name to my 

foreign policies as 'Gujral Doctrine,' I never 

offered the name, it is offered by some people 

in the media. If it injured somebody's feelings, 

I apologize for that. But the fact is, with the 

doctrine or the viewpoint or something of a 

consensus in this country or the quality of 

relationship that wc should have with our 

neighbours, if I may say so, with a degree of 

satisfaction but not with any degree of ego, 

India has succeeded in the last fifteen or 

sixteen months in transforming the 

relationship with our neighbours. The quality of 

relationship with Bangladesh is very different. 

The quality of relationship with Nepal is very 

different and the quality of relationship with 

Sir Lanka is very differerrt.'Bnutan is always 

a very good friend of ours, so was Maldives. 

Of course, Pakistan continues to be a very 

difficult issue as yet. The most difficult task 

of our foreign policy is vis-a-vis Pakistan. We 

were born in a polarised hostility fifty years 

ago. Hostility has acquired many 

remifications in both the countries and where 

there are major domestic issues in either 

countries. I often recall what Jawahar Lal 

Nehru said in this House on February 3, 1950, 

replying to a debate on foreign policy. He 

said, "India and Pakistan, situated as they  are  

geographically   and" otherwise 

and with their historical background cannot 

carry on for ever as enemies. Millions of 

people live next door to one another and some 

time or other, those millions will have to 

come together, will have to co-operate, will 

have to foster." I endorse this again. This is 

our foreign policy. I have said that India, in 

its own way of looking at things, is ready to 

go more than half way to build peace. I said, 

and I repeat, two things are not possible to 

negotiate—our sovereign dignity, our 

sovereignty and our secularism. These two 

things are not negotiable and Kashmir is a part 

of Indian sovereignty. Therefore, the question 

of negotiation on that docs not arise. We are 

willing to have friendship. The doctrine that 

has been signed by my name has five princip-

les. Those five principles, — if I may read 

them for recollections here, Sir, you kindly 

excuse me for a minute — enunciate the basic 

norms of our foreign policy. Wr respect each 

other's sovereignty. We respect each other's 

borders. We should not let our lands be used 

for any activity against our neighbour. We 

should co-operate economically. We should, 

at the same time, see to it that whenever dif-

ferences arise, wc talk bilaterally about them. 

Of late, there has been a talk about that 

somebody or the other from outside is trying 

to help us out. We have said, wec repeat in all 

humility, all problems between India and its 

neighbours must be sorted out bilaterally and 

no trilateral intervention from outside is al-

lowed. Now, for the last few days, .there have 

been some difficulties on our hol-ders. It is 

unfortunate. India did not initiate this. 

Sir, I was talking about the five principles of 
this  doctrine.   It  has just come to me. I would 
just spell them out, if you don't mind. 

We have attached high priority to the 

improving and strengthening of our relations 

with our neighbours. The policy now stands 

on these five basic principles. Firstly, with 

neighbours like Nepal, Bangladesh,  Bhutan,  

Maldives and Sri 
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Lanka, India docs not- ask for reciprocity, but 
give all it can, In good faith and trust. 
Secondly, no South Asian country would 
allow its territory to be used against any other 
country in the region. Thirdly, none will 
interfere in the internal affairs of another. 
Fourthly, all South Asian countries must 
respect each other's territorial integrity and 
sovereignty. Finally, they will settle all 
disputes through peaceful and bilateral 
negotiations. 

The application of this policy will lead to 

the renaissance of our traditional relationship 

which we want to preserve, which we  want 

to build. This is the approach of India to the 

World. 

Sir, I will not take more of your time to go 

into the details of our relationship with our 

various neighbours, particularly, beyond the 

South. ASEAN has become very important 

for us, particularly, after Burma joining the 

ASEAN. Myanmar has now joined the 

ASEAN. It is our close-door neighbour also. 

That is why in the past two-three years, we  

have emphasised a great deal on our 

relationship with ASEAN. 

Similarly, with Iran and with the Central 

Asian countries, our relationship is extremely 

important. Wc attach a great deal of 

importance to it. 

we  also attach a great deal of importance 

to our relations with China. I had dwelt at 

great length on our relations with Russia. I 

would repeat, these arc building up and we  

arc very keen to preserve that relationship. 

Sir, Mahatma Gandhi's Satyagraha began 

in South Africa. 'In the month of October, I 

propose to go to South Africa. I will be going 

there, as I said, on a pilgrimage because I feel 

that since Gandhiji's Satyagraha began from 

there, this is the year when the Prime 

Minister of India should visit that country. 

With the USA, our relations arc improving 
a great deal. I must say this thing that the 
improvement of our relations with  the  USA  
has reached  a 

stage where we hope, over the coming year, 
there will be four important visits from that 
country. There is a new era which is opening 
before us. We welcome this. One of the visits 
would be by President Clinton. Then, the 
Secretary of State is also likely to visit. Two 
of their Deputies arc planning to come to 
India; starting in the next few days. 

Sir, I have been invited to go and meet Mr. 

Clinton. We have made two things very clear. 

If these visits or this meeting with President 

Clinton is in the context of bilateral 

relationship welcome . But we do not want 

any impression being given of any 

intervention in our relationship with Pakistan. 

Therefore, once that message is received and 

responded to, perhaps, we can come together 

and I can go and meet President Clinton. we  

are very keen to build our relationship with 

them. 

I am reminded by my friend that two more 
dimensions have been added recently to 
India's foreign Policy. One is the Indian 
Ocean Rim. The Indian Ocean Rim is an 
association of 14 countries which extends 
from Australia, to countries touching the 
Indian Ocean, up to Mauritius. A new 
relationship is taking birth. Secondly, wc 
have also seen another new relationship 
emerging. It is called the BIST—Bangladesh, 
India, Sri Lanka and Thailand. New co-
operation. Agreement has been reached. 

Sir, before I conclude, I would only say 

this thing. India—I repeat—always had a 

world view. India, today, continues to have a 

world view. India would continue to interact 

with the world, give to the world and take 

from the world. Before I sit down, may I 

recall a very interesting couplet of Iqbal? 

“��� ����� ��
 घ��� � ���

This will be our policy. India would continue 

to pay homage to the legacy that we have 

inherited. Thank you, Sir. 
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SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE (WEST 
BENGAL): Mr. Chairman, Sir, 1 
congratulate the Prime Minister for placing 
India's foreign policy in a proper perspective. 
Our foreign policy, as he has very correctly 
pointed out, was formulated by two mighty 
minds, Mahatma Gandhi and Pt. Jawaharlal 
Nehru in the context of India's cherished 
values over centuries. We had the idea that 
the universe is one. 

I was really delighted when he was quoting 
Tagorc's broad humanism. But, even long 
before Tagorc, almost 500 years ago, a poet 
from a small village told the universe in a 
very plain and simple language the sublimcst 
form of humanism, "Man is , above all, and 
nothing is above man." 

Sunaha Manush. Bhai Sobar 
Uparc Manus Satya Tahar Puarc 
Nai 

First I translated the Bengali version, and, 

thereafter, I quote it. That is the concept we 

had, and that concept got reflected in our 

foreign policy. 

Therefore, there was no wonder when 

Jawaharlal Ji refused to have the hospitality 

of a Fascist leader. There was no wonder 

when Tagorc delivered his famous letter from 

lake Balcntinc (in Switzerland), he wrote 

great thinkers of the world of those days in 

utter anguish. When xenophobia took its 

ugliest form in Nazi Germany, when Einstein 

was driven out of Germany and when books 

of Nobel laureate, Thomas Mann were burnt 

in the streets of Berlin simply because he was 

a Jew, Tagorc wrote to his friends all over the 

world, "What is happening? Where is the 

conscience of the world? Why arc the 

intellectuals silent? Why arc they not 

protesting?" Ultimately, he got a response 

from one of his friends, He wrote back "Why 

arc you unnecessarily agitated, Tagorc? After 

all, the course of history of human civilisation 

has never been directed by any Timur Lung 

or Chcngis Khan: it has always been 

influenced cither by Ashoka or by Buddha or 

by a prophet. In India 

you have a person like that tod;iy. Therefore, 
neither the brown shirts of Hitler nor the 
black shirts of Mussoloni are going to 
determine the course of Contemporary 
history: a man who has no shirt, Mahatma 
Gandhi, is going to influence the course of 
history." 

That is the context in which India's foreign 

policy was formulated. For the last 50 years 

there has been a broad national consensus by 

and large, and almost identically every 

political party and every opinion builder has 

contributed to this idea. In that context, 

particularly in the philosophical context 

which outlined our foreign policy, wc shall 

have to review from where wc started, where 

wc have reached and where wc want to go 

from now. 

Two years ago, when wc celebrated the 

50th Anniversary of the United Nations, wc 

had to remind ourselves the commitment 

which the World Organisation had made to 

the people of the world that the war worn 

nations wanted to convert the sword into 

ploughshare in the foundry of the United 

Nations. Unfortunately, it did not happen. 

Sword has not been converted into 

ploughshare. Rather swords have multiplied 

in the most lethal form. I am happy that the 

Prime Minister has referred to the subcritical 

tests of sophisticated nuclear weapons. Why 

did wc oppose this attitude? In the approach 

of nuclear arms test ban wc do not like to see 

two types of States—'have' States and 'have 

not' States. The concept of deterrent is not at 

all relevant. More than four decades ago, 

when Pandit Ji came out with the idea of the 

standstill arrangement, if that was listened to, 

perhaps the accumulation of the nuclear 

weapons — I am not talking of other lethal 

weapons which have accumulated over the 

years — could' have been avoided. Last year 

— this year's figure I do not have — every 

hour $80 million was being spent only to 

manufacture the most sophisticated lethal 

weapons, not the conventional weapons. If 

you take the conventional weapons into 

account, they 
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will be manifold. Therefore, this world is 

really unequal, where in some parts of the 

world, out of every three children, two die 

because of starvation or malnutrition and in 

the other part of the world in every hour $80 

million arc being spent to manufacture the 

most sophisticated lethal weapons. What has 

been the number of tests conducted by those, 

who are asking us to join the Comprehensive 

Test Ban Treaty? Overboard, underground 

and in the seas 2,047 test have taken place till 

today before the signing of the C.T.B.T. Of 

that, 1,032 are accounted for by the United 

States of America alone, followed by Russia 

— 750, followed by France — 210 U.K. and 

China arc sharing 45 each. And all these five 

are permanent members of the United Nations 

Security Council! They arc the international 

policemen on behalf of the United Nations to 

protect peace. They themselves have 

monopolised the nuclear weapons tests from 

1945 till last year before the signing of the 

C.T.B.T. Therefore, the foreign policy in the 

global perspective, which is to be looked at 

shows that our task is yet unfinished. It is 

true. Since the dawn of Indian civilization, we 

did not compartmentalise the mankind. We 

always had a global view. All the inscriptions 

written around the Parliament House remind 

us what the concept was what the philosophy 

was what the idea of the great Indian seers 

was. Therefore, these arc nothing new to us. 

But, in the material world the task which is 

lying ahead and where wc shall have to take 

note of the hard reality is that these issues arc 

yet to be resolved. 

I am happy that the Prime Minister drew 

our attention to a very important aspect as to 

what is going to be the world scenario. In that 

context when wc talk of the United Nations 

reforms, to my mind, Mr. Chairman, Sir, it 

doesn't mean whether India should have a 

seat in the Security Council, in the permanent 

category or not. It is important, but it is not 

that important. There are many other issues 

which are very vital to India, vital 

to    the    world,    vital    to    the    other 

developing countries of the world. How arc  

we going to address those  issues? Which are 

those issues? If we go through the    Charter   

of   the   United    Nations, Chapter 9 deals 

with development, deals with   the   economic   

development.   The United Nations has 

assumed to itself the role of a catalyst for 

development.  But what has happened? In the 

last 50 years its major  role  has  been just 

doing the policing job.  That  is  important.   

Peacekeeping  is  an  important job.   But  why 

development in the back scat? But the country 

looked beyond in the post-cold war era  want  

to  know  this.   When  we entered into the 

post-cold war era, what were the economic 

scenarios which were emerging? Surely it was 

not  helpful  to developing   countries.   Today   

wc   have talked   about   the   days   of   

balance   of power which have gone. Now, the 

days of balance of payments have come. For 

whom? Globalisation for whom? These arc the 

serious issues which we have to think of. 

These are the part of the future foreign policy 

formulations which wc arc going to have. 

Now, a new organisation has  been   built   up,   

the   World   Trade Organisation which is 

going to look into trade, not only trade, many 

other areas, textiles, trade-related investments, 

trade-related intellectual property rights, many 

other issues. That is good. But what is the 

ground reality? The ground reality in the  last  

15 years,   15  per cent  of the world's  trade  is  

accounted  for  by  the transnational        

companies        amongst themselves.     Where     

do     we     stand? Yesterday,  I gave some 

figures of the share of world trade of 49 least 

of the less developed countries. I am not going 

to repeat that. But the basic point which is 

emerging is that the United Nations which is 

the representative body of both the developing 

and developed countries having  185  members 

— what   type  of reforms should we have? We 

are told that an organisation like the UNCTAD 

has lost    its    relevance.     Why    was    the 

UNCTAD created? The UNCTAD was created 

to ensure that there is a need to transfer  of  

technology  from  developed 
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countries to developing countries. The 

UNCTAD was to provide the necessary 

assistance to the developing countries. The 

UNCTAD was created to strengthen and 

empower the developing countries. Have 

these objectives been fulfilled? If not, then, 

why is this question? The United Nations is 

having serious constraints on its budget. 

Therefore, what is the simplistic formula they 

are having? Take two rich countries as 

members of security council in the permanent 

category, Germany and Japan and let them 

bear the expenses of the U.N. Do we really 

want the Security Council to be a club of the 

rich nations, a club of G-7 nations? 

Otherwise, what are the rationalities? The 

whole of Latin America, the whole of Africa, 

the second largest populous country of the 

world, the largest functional democracy of 

the world are not to be accommodated 

because they can't foot the bill so far as 

financial resources are concerned. Is this the 

type of reform we are going to advocate? we 

are trying to have. What role are you going to 

assign to the United Nations in the next 50 

years after its completion of the first 50 

years? What are the challenges we are going 

to have today in our international relations? It 

is true that with the end of the cold war it has 

been possible for us to save the mankind from 

this scourge of direct conflagration, direct 

conflict. But what about cross-border 

terrorism? Is it not going to pose a serious 

menace? Is it not going to be the severest 

attack on human rights? How are we going to 

deal with terrorism, cross-border terrorism? 

What role are you going to assign to the 

United Nations? Is it just a matter between 

the countries? But is is not so. Mr. Chairman, 

Sir, I am afraid if the world body keeps its 

eyes shut to this serious problem, what will 

Happen? What has happened in the case of 

the League of Nations? They turned a blind 

eye to the growing threat of war. You know 

what happened to the League of Nations. 

Therefore, to my mind, on these two major 

issues — to bring developmental agenda   

from   the   backburner   of   the 

United Nations and also to bring the serious 
menace of terrorism in the agenda of UN 
should be the focal points of India's foreign 
policy for the next few years. Ours is a policy 
of continuation. We will have to take it to the 
logical conclusion. 

During the last Delhi Summit of SAARC 

we thought of converting this region, SAPTA 

into SAFTA, the South-Asian Free Trade 

Area. What are we going to do? Mr. 

Chairman, Sir, in this area I must say 

candidly that certain issues have to be 

addressed very boldly and very clearly. We 

cannot keep everything under carpet. In cold 

diplomacy hardly there is any room for 

romanticism. India is a big country, we 

cannot help it. Simply we cannot reduce our 

size to satisfy the imaginative apprehension 

of somebody. We have never behaved as a 

big brother. We have no intention to do so in 

future. But India is a big country. That will 

have to be agreed to. How is it that India 

baiting or India supporting has become some 

of the countries fashionable game? We will 

have to deal with it. We will have to tell them 

very clearly, we don't expect reciprocity. We 

don't want equality. Whatever economic 

concessions we are giving to them, we cannot 

expect any reciprocity from them. We don't 

want it. But surely we expect from them that 

their land should not be used for subversive 

activities on our borders. There cannot be any 

compromise. We must expect that kind of 

reciprocity. I am also for total duty free 

import and export from the SAARC 

countries. Our economy is not going to 

collapse. Even Dr. Manmohan Singh had 

extended duty concessions to a large number 

of items to Sri Lanka and Bangladesh; actually 

there is no duty in Bhutan. The same is the 

story with Nepal. We can extend it to 

Pakistan. But at the same time, this issue 

cannot be kept under the carpet for an 

indefinite period. When are we going to get 

the Most Favoured Nation treatment from 

Pakistan which is a contractual obligation on 

their part? Even the  World Trade 
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Organisation is going to complete two years. 

I am not speaking about old GATT which 

was there for forty-five years. We cannot 

simply defer this issue. These issues arc to be 

answered. Yes, if you want some more time, 

we can allow that. We have given them time. 

But wc cannot convert this region into 

SAFTA and one country cannot create a 

situation in which all others will have to be in 

almost a helpless situation. I am happy to 

note that certain major initiatives which were 

taken during our time, particularly in the 

context of our relationships with our close 

neighbours, have been taken to their logical 

conclusions. For instance, signing of the 

Mahakali River Basin Development 

Agreement, formalisation of the tripartite 

agreement between India, Iran and 

Turkmenistan, reduction of forces in the 

border areas of China—a major initiative was 

taken with China during the visit of the 

former Prime Minister the late Shri Rajiv 

Gandhi. During the visit of Shri P.V. 

Narasimha Rao, wc signed the agreement 

between India and China for maintenance of 

peace and tranquillity in the border areas, as a 

consequence to which we were able to defuse 

tension in the border areas substantially by 

removing our forces from explosive positions 

which were almost described as eye-ball to 

eye-ball positions, and the logical conclusion 

in those areas was the reduction of forces in 

the border areas. I agree that the substantive 

issues cannot be resolved overnight. It will 

take time. But even the long march begin 

with a small step. So, if we can deal with the 

peripheral issues, it is good. But the basic 

question about which I would like to 

comment is that you cannot consider certain 

issues as core issues, and take a position that 

if these core issues are not resolved, you 

cannot make any movement. This approach is 

simply not acceptable. Core issues are there, 

core issues could be resolved in course of 

time. You have problems, we have problems. 

But at the same time, the other issues cannot 

be deferred. When we gave a corridor to 

Bangladesh through Tin   Bigha,   when  we  

entered   into  an 

agreement with them on the sharing of 
the Ganges water at Farakka point, 
surely the question of transit was to be 
taken with them. I am not talking or 
reciprocity. I am talking of the 
advantages which will come to both these 
countries if we convert this region into 
South Asian Free Trade Area. These arc 
the imperatives, these are the issues 
which are required to be addressed to. 
We cannot simply keep them under the 
carpet. Unless we address ourselves to 
those issues, I am afraid, the basic issue 
for which we shall have to approach 
collectively, will not be focused in various 
international fora. I do not want that 
they will give us some economic 
concessions, duty-free entry of our goods 
in their countries. But surely, I would 
expect that in the international fora, we 
talk in a common language and we share 
common perceptions. These are the 
requirements which we should have. The 
ASEAN today is speaking in one 
language. Even in respect of the 
permanent membership of the Security 
Council, can we expect—let us be very 
frank and ask ourselves 
honestly—support of the SAARC countries, 
even the majority of the SAARC countries 
when we stake our claim for permanent 
membership of the Security Council? What 
has happen the experience in the last election 
for the non-permanent seat? 

We shall have to address, at least, these 

issues ourselves.We have to keep these issues 

at the back of our mind when determining the 

future course of action. 

Mr. Chairman, Sir, another issue to which I 

would like to draw your attention is that 

basically, as I understand it, the foreign policy 

of any country is to protect its national 

interests. What are our national interests? Our 

national interest is, of course, maintaining 

peace. Our national interest is expansion of 

trade. Our national interest is availability of 

the technologies. How are we going to deal 

with these problems? We are advised to 

remove duties, to cut down the duties and 

tariff barriers, to allow uninterrupted 
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flow of goods and services. What about 

uninterrupted flow of service providers, the 

movement of labour, the movement of work 

force? Why docs this question of P-3 visas 

come? Why docs this question of restrictions 

come? We arc told that the restriction was 

necessary because too much of immigration 

would threaten the cultural and ethnic identity 

of the developed countries. Their population 

is small in number. Therefore, if 

uninterrupted migration takes place, the flow 

of labourforcc or technicians takes place, their 

ethnic identity, cultural identity will be 

challenged. This is what we are told. In 1996 

one hundred and twenty-five million people 

did not live in their own countries. But all of 

them did not go to the developed countries as 

has been projected. Out of 125 million people, 

65 million people migrated from one 

developing country to another developing 

country. We are told—of course, not 

officially—that about 10 million people are 

coming to India from different countries 

every year. India is a big country. People will 

come. We may not want them. But, 

sometimes, we cannot prevent. Over the years 

people had come. What does out history tell 

us? Our history tells us that with the inflow of 

people our culture has not been impoverished; 

our culture has not been destroyed; our 

culture has been enriched. We have the 

largest composite culture, the largest 

pluralistic society, where there is cohesion 

despite differences in ethnicity, in religion, in 

customs, in social usages. The underlying 

unity in diversity has been very beautifully 

projected by Tagore in one of his poems. Now 

over the centuries, over the ages, different 

kinds of people had come, settled in India, 

considered India as their own land and 

become the sons of India. That has 

strengthened us. But the rich countries do not 

want this. They want restriction this is 

nothing but a new concept of xenophobia. 

What is the world community going to do 

about it? What is the world body going to do 

about it? We are told that multilateralism is 

going to be the order of the day.  But what is 

happening? In practice, not 

multilateralism, but rcgionlism is going to be 

the -order of the day. Yesterday I quoted 

some figures and pointed out that nearly 50% 

of the enhanced world trade took place among 

three powerful economic blocs—ASEAN, 

European Union and NAFTA. Therefore, the 

question is: What advantages arc we going to 

have? These things, to my mind, should take 

priority in the coming five years or ten years 

or 15 years, if we want to give SAFTA a real 

start. The South Asain Free Trade Area, I 

feel, has immense potentiality because we 

have a market. We have natural resources. 

Wc have technicians. We have all the 

ingradients of industrialisation. Wc have to 

come out of the shadows of the past. It has 

been clearly established that religion can 

never be the basic foundation of a State; 

otherwise there was no rationality of the 

creation of Bangladesh, there was no 

rationality of having so many States 

belonging to the Arab world itself. But the 

nation-State, the sovereignty each one should 

have the five ingredients which the Prime 

Minister basically has pointed out are the 

guiding principles of the foreign policy. 

Those five principles of Panchshcel are non-

interference in each others internal matters, 

respect of . border, respect of sovereignty, 

bilateral discussions and so on. Therefore, to 

my mind, if wc want to have a successful 

foreign policy which we had earlier we must 

think. Situation has changed. Those were the 

days of cold war. Those were the days of 

building up the economy from colonial 

exploitation of centuries. We worked for 

common purpose of peace we share our 

experience with most of the countries. But 

when we are entering into a new phase which 

is not less dangerous, let us not have the 

illusion that somebody is coming to help us 

with free hand or going to give us something 

out of charity. The industrialised countries 

today are going to face a very serious problem 

internally. Their basic problem is their serious 

fiscal imbalance. In each industrialised 

country today demographically "Older people 

are 
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more in number as compared to younger 

people and the cost of social security is 

increasing enormously. To compensate that 

they have to levy fresh taxes. But it is totally 

unacceptable to the electorate. Therefore, they 

have to find a new way to transfer their 

problems to others. It has happened. There is 

nothing new. Wc saw it. When the first oil 

crisis came, the whole world was told how 

cruel and how merciless the OPEC countries 

were, the oil exporting countries were, 

because they were extracting their pound of 

flesh from the industrialised countries. A Debt 

Commission was set up by the 

Commonwealth under the Chairmanship of 

Lord Liverpool. When they came out with 

some recommendations then it was found that 

nearly 80 per cent of the surplus of oil 

exporting countries went to the industrialised 

countries either as bank deposits or as export 

earning. The industrial countries are trying to 

pass on their problems to developing 

countries. There is a new development. We 

shall have to remain alert. We are talking of 

technology transfer. Rich countries do not 

want to transfer their technology. But what 

are the predicaments? One is environment and 

another is labour standards. Third one is the 

surveillance on "dual use" technology. So far 

as labour standards are concerned, they want 

that this problem has to be resolved not in 

ILO but in WTO why because ILO has no 

sanctioning power but WTO has got the 

sanctioning power. Is it equity? Is it Justice? 

Therefore, it has to be resolved in WTO, not 

in ILO. Then the other area is environment. 

When Mrs. Gandhi talked in Stockholm in 

1972,' the world did not listen to her. Even the 

mandates of Rio have not yet been fulfilled. 

But it is to be resolved now in WTO as WTO 

has power to impose trade sanction. This 

approach is lately detrimental to the 

developing nations. But it has to be brought 

within ...(Interruptions)... Mr. Chairman, I am 

sorry, I have taken a little more time. It has to 

be resolved in the trade bodies. Therefore, 

these problems are coming and these are 

brought  within  the  domain  of  money, 
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finance and trade. For these we shall have to 

take to aggressive diplomacy. Many of the 

developing countries understand it, they 

conceptualise it, but when the question of 

putting into action of taking a stand, comes, 

from our experience in the last five to six 

years we have seen how they are collapsing 

one by one. Therefore, we have to take up 

this issue with others and work out a strategy 

if we want to have a dynamic foreign policy 

for which we are committed. Thank you, Mr. 

Chairman, for giving me this opportunity. 
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DR. BIPLAB DASGUPTA: (West 

Bengal): Sir, at the very outset, let me 

congratulate the Prime Minister for pitching 

the debate on external relations at a very, 

very high level. He looked at the history, at 

our culture, at our ethical issues and he then 

tried to project our vision of the world and of 

India within it in his speech. I really 

appreciate the way he put it. I also liked the 

way he tried 10 identify two major strengths 

of India's relationship with the rest of the 

world. One was assimilation, the other 

defiance. Since both the Prime Minister and 

Pranab Babu have quoted Tagorc, if I don't 

quote Tagore that would not be proper. 

SHRI PRANAB MUKHERJEE: You will 

have to quote...(Interruptions)... 
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DR. BIPLAB DASGUPTA: But, I am not 

quoting. I am just mentioning one poem by 

Tagore, "Bharat Tirtha"— Pranab Babu must 

have read it—where he discribed India as the 

great ocean of humanity. He said that the 

Shakas had come, the Pathans had come, the 

Mughals had come, even the Britishers had 

come. They all left their own imprints on our 

culture, but we assimilated all of them and 

established our own culture, our own outlook, 

our own vision. I think that should be the 

corner-stone of whatever we talk about when 

wc discuss our Foreign Policy. Now, in my 

speech I will try to divide my time into two 

parts. First, I would try to analyse the last fifty 

years of Indian Foreign Policy. I would try 

slightly to amend what the Prime Minister has 

said for discussing this. I will talk about 

dependence and defiance. There had been 

periods in Indian foreign policy where we had 

defied the mighty powers in the world. We 

had been very assertive, very courageous. 

There were also other periods where we had 

been dependent, had been subservient and 

had been mute. I would like to look into those 

aspects first. 

While we were so assertive at certain 

points, we were not so assertive at certain 

points. What is the explanation? Out of that 

experience I would like to derive certain 

points which can then be taken as the basis 

for our foreign policy in the future. Now, Sir, 

if you look at the first period of Indian foreign 

policy from 1947—52, we had no foreign 

policy at that time. We had just emerged from 

the darkness of colonial era. Our leaders were 

still trying to find their feet. In the United 

Nations, if you look at the voting record, our 

Government voted always with the West 

during that period except for one or two cases 

where it did not. It even voted for the United 

Nations' action against North Korea at (hat 

time and many other things into the details of 

which I am not going. In the first period, as I 

understand, India was still trying to come to 

grips with our domestic problems 

and all that, it did not really have a proper 

foreign policy. Our economic policy, trade 

policy and foreign policy were guided 

through Britain in a sense. That is a way of a 

triangle relating through UK with the rest of 

the world. That was the way it operated. 

The second period from 1953—60 was, 

probably, the golden era of Indian foreign 

policy. We were very, very active, there was 

not a single issue in the world in which India 

did not have a say or voice, whether it was 

Vietnam or Korea or even Congo later, 

whatever the issue was, India had a certain 

voice. India had played a certain role in the 

international commissions, in the peace 

keeping forces and all that. That was also the 

time when we had the historic visit by Chou 

En Lai, announcement of the Panchashccl, 

Bandung Conference of 1955, the Afro-Asian 

Solidarity Conference at Bandung which 

made a tremendous impact. In 1956 we 

criticised the West for attacking Egypt during 

the Suez crisis. In 1960, we condemned the 

West for its complicity in the murder of 

Patric Lumumba and on other issues also we 

had an independent position. We did not act 

alone. We had formed a group with 

Yugoslavia, with Egypt, with Indonesia, with 

Ghana. It was the non-aligned group which 

succeeded in isolating even Pakistan among 

the Muslim countries in the world. Today we 

are largely isolated but in those days Pakistan 

was isolated. I remember, I went to North 

Africa in the late 60's and I travelled by land 

from Meliliah in Morocco to Cairo in Egypt. I 

had met many Arabs who were so hospitable 

because I was an Indian. They talked about 

Nehru. That was the kind of appreciation we 

got from the rest of the world. When we 

eventually became independent, they 

immediately accepted our leadership of the 

non-alignment movement and in the United 

Nations, our policies, our views were very 

important ones on the question of war. 

On the question of peace and on the 

question of non-alignment, which was 

certainly developed by us. The point is 
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how it was possible in the 50's to have such 

an active foreign policy. I would say, it was 

largely because of the mood of optimism in 

the country at that time. The Second Five Year 

Plan talked about industrialisation and there 

was emphasis' on modernisation and 

secularism. There were steel plants, and 

refineries were built and Nehru made an 

interesting statement at that time. 'Factories 

are the temples of modern India.' You may 

remember. It was this whole idea of self-

reliance that boosted our image outside. 

Certainly it made our foreign policy very 

vibrant, very active, very vigorous during that 

period. 

When we come to the third period, that is 

from 1961—70, I would rather like to say 

that there was no foreign policy. The biggest 

issue of the period was Vietnam. India had no 

policy on Vietnam. Speeches were made by 

the African leaders, Nyerere, Kaunda and 

Latin American leaders. India was silent. I 

remember, in the late 60s, our new Prime 

Minister, Shrimati Indira Gandhi, went to 

London to attend the Commonwealth 

Conference. She was not even noticed by the 

press because India had no foreign policy. 

One more disastrous thing happened at that 

time. That was, we snapped our trade ties 

with Vietnam and Cuba. The justifcation 

given by the Government at that time was, 

"In any case, our trade with Vietnam is not 

much, with Cuba it is not much." But, thai 

was not the important point. The important 

point was, we sacrificed our policy of Non-

Alignment at that particular time largely 

because the Americans pressurised us to 

cease trade ties with Vietnam and Cuba, even 

though for a short while. And also there was 

a time when we had a war with Pakistan and 

a war with China where we depended on the 

United States for military support and some 

surveillance by the United States on the 

border or India with China. All these things 

happened during that period. What is the 

explanation? The explanation was, 'This third  

period  was  the  worst   period   in 

economic terms.' We had a succession of bad 

years of harvest culminating in the 1967 

Bihar famine. Sir, 15% of the food 

requirement of the country had to come from 

the United States under P.L. 480 Scheme. We 

had to wait for the cargo, for maize and 

wheat to arrive from the United States. The 

Americans forced on us a devaluation that 

nobody in India wanted. We were a country 

without any sense of self-esteem. We were a 

country which depended on foreign support 

for surviving and so we could not have any 

foreign policy. There was no foreign policy 

during that period. 

Then we come to the next period from 1970 

to 1980. Again, it is a period of vigorous 

foreign policy, not as vigorous as in 1950s. 

But, certainly, a vigorous foreign policy 

compared with the 1960s. In 1971 we signed a 

Friendship Treaty with the Soviet Union. We 

had the Bangladesh War. The Seventh Fleet 

came to the Indian Ocean and tried to frighten 

us. We were not frightened and we succeeded 

in defying the United States during that 

period. G-77 was formed during that period. 

We demanded renegotiation with the world 

trade structure. We had this new concept of 

new international economic order in 1975. We 

were one of the promoters of the concept of 

new international economic order that world 

trade should be ' restructured, should not be 

monopolised by the West. Even in the United 

Nations, our rule, alongwith the role of some 

of the other countries of the third world, was 

so strong that the United States, at one stage 

said, 'We opt out of the United Nations. We 

will not allow New York to become the 

headquarters of the United Nations.' In fact, 

they withdrew from the UNESCO and PLO at 

that time. This was a period, although there 

was a time of emergency and a new 

Government came in 1977, during which we 

had reasonably a good, vigorous and active 

foreign policy. I will give you a very simple 

explanation for this in terms of green 

revolution. In the  mid-60s  we   had   his  

miracle  rice, 
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miracle wheat, produced in this country. 

Production increased. For the first time, we 

became self-sufficient in food. This food self-

sufficiency was transmitted into our foreign 

policy. India no longer depended on maize or 

wheat coming from the West. We had surplus 

food. This certainly had a certain impact" on our 

foreign policy. 

Then we have the next period from 1981 to 

19%. I would not say it was a period of 

passive foreign policy. I would not say that it 

was as passive as it was in the 60s. But, still, no 

fresh initiative was taken. The G-77 was virtually 

dead. New international economic order was 

not talked about. There was little resistance to 

GATT, the negotiations which were going on 

in the West in the 8th round, particularly, after 

1991..The Dunkel draft was accepted without 

much opposition from us. 

The non-aligned movement was eroded. 

This, I would say, was partly because of the 

role of the Soviet Union. They changed their 

priorities. They were more interested in having 

friendship with the United States. This was 

also one of the factors. Then, the Soviet Union 

disintegrated. The Cold War ended. But the 

ending of Cold War may not be a good thing. 

It is not as if. the ending of Cold War is a 

good thing. The Cold War ended only in one 

sense. It was not resolved in a fair manner. It 

was resolved in a way which resulted in the 

destruction of one of the Super Powers. We 

are now in a world where we are having a 

single Super Power which can impose its will 

on others. It cannot be termed as a good 

situation. 

I remember what happened during that 

period. I must mention here one incident which 

hurt me, as an Indian. It does not matter which 

party was in power. It is not important. Our 

Prime Minister went to the United States. He 

met President Clinton. Then they had a joint 

press conference. I still vividly remember the 

half-an-hour programme on the television. 

The press was there. The press 

asked many questions, all directed to 

President Ginton. Not a single question about 

India, and our Prime Minister was standing 

there. We all felt humiliated. We all felt very 

humiliated. That, in a way, typified our 

position in the world during that period, when 

we had to face that kind of a humiliation, 

when the American press was not interested 

in India. It was because India did not have a 

proper foreign policy. 

One reason, again, I would say, was this. If 

you look at the 80's or the early 90's our rate of 

growth was not bad, as per Indian standards. It 

was higher than V the so-called Hindu rate of 

growth. The I economy, I must say, was not as 

bad as it was in the 60's. But it was a dependent 

growth. It was only a dependent growth. In 

1981, we, for the first time, took a loan from the 

International Monetary Fund. From 1985 

onwards/ we had started taking loans from 

private banks, from international private banks. 

By the early 90's, we reached a situation where 

both these loans had to be repaid and, in a way, 

there was a cirsis. These economic issues had a 

certain bearing on the way things were 

happening on the external front. 

Then, I come to the last two years; the last year 

6r so. From 1996, we have seen Mr. Gujral, first 

as the External Affairs Minister, and then as the 

Prime Minister, taking a very active position on 

our foreign policy. The Gujral Doctrine and all 

that has been discussed. I am happy that we have 

been able to improve the relations with our 

neighbours. There was a time in the 80's when 

our relations with each and every neighbour of 

ours were not good. We had a quarrel with 

Bangladesh, with Pakistan, with Neptal, with 

Bhutan; with everybody. We are now in a better 

situation today where we have good relations 

with everyone of our neighbours. We also defied 

the United Stales on the CTBT. It is also an I    

important aspect of our policy. 
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At the same time, Sir, I have a certain 

uneasiness about a number of things. One is, 

we have an independent foreign policy and a 

subservient economic policy. This cannot 

continue for long. If you continue with the kind 

of economic policy that we have, depending on 

the West, depending on the World Bank, 

depending on the International Monetary 

Fund, this kind of a policy cannot continue for 

ever. It is bound to influence our foreign policy. 

Therefore, while our Prime Minister is 

pursuing an active foreign policy, I would 

request him to have a look at our economic 

policy; the international part of it. We have 

some change in it. Our Prime Minister made a 

very interesting statement. He said that the 

former colonisers are now in a new role, 

putting pressure on us. This is a very 

important statement made by him. This is 

what one should be worried about. 

I now come to the question as to what should 

be our foreign policy in future. Certainly, we 

are a big country. But we are also a poor 

country. Because we are a big country, we get a 

certain amount of respect. Nobody can ignore 

us. We are not just a small country like Bhutan, 

for example. But at the same time, we are a 

poor country. Our economic clout is very little. 

We are among the poorest countries in the 

world. We are at the bottom, among the 20 

poorest countries of the world, out of 130 or 

140 countries, according to the World 

Development Report. We are the third largest 

debtor country in the world. We have the largest 

illiterate population in the world. Therefore, 

we cannot say that because we are a big 

country, we must be given our due importance 

and all that. We have to earn this through our 

economic policy. Our economic policy should 

be based on self-reliance. Even though Japan 

is a powerful country, it gives importance to 

food production because it does not want to 

depend on any other country for food. Japan 

can buy food from other countries. It has 

sufficient money for this. But Japan does not 

want to sacrifice its policy 

of self-sufficiency, particularly in relation to 

food. U.S. has shut in capacity in oil. It can 

import oil from the Middle East anytime. 

Why does it not rely on that? It does not want 

to do it because it wants to have sufficient oil 

in reserves so that if there is an oil war 

situation, it can take care of itself without 

relying on others. Why do the European 

nations give so much of subsidy to 

agriculturists? The industrialised countries are 

giving so much subsidy. Why? They arc even 

turning products which would be very costly 

in economic terms into very cheap products. 

American wheat is the cheapest because the 

farmers there get so much of subsidy. But the 

question is: why do they give so much of 

subsidy? It is largely because they do not 

want to rely on anybody else. Now we should 

take some lesson from this. 

The second lesson that we should take is 

that unless we establish a regional bloc, 

nobody will listen to us. You know there are 

regional blocs, economic blocs and political 

blocs, There is the European Union. America 

has a bloc the NAFTA. They have several 

other blocs. The ASEAN has formed a bloc. 

We did not take an initiative to form an 

economic and political bloc in the past. 

Obviously, there were some moves here and 

there like the SAARC, about sports, culture, 

this and that. They are not important. The 

important thing was to have a strong economic 

bloc of which India could be the leader, then, 

on that basis, on the basis of some strength, 

we could bargain with the rest of the world. 

We have not done that. 

I have listened to Prof. Vijay Kumar 

Malhotra. I know there was some resistance 

from some quarters on the Bangladesh 

Treaty. This had a tremendous influence on 

Bangladesh politically also because the 

regime has been strengthened and the 

obscurantist forces and communal forces 

have been cornered in Bangladesh. 
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We must have good relations with Pakistan 
also. If we do not have good relations with 
Pakistan, we cannot have a regional bloc. 

SHRI N.K.P. SALVE (Maharashtra): At 
what cost? 

DR. BIPLAB   DASGUPTA:   I   am 
coming to the cost. 

Take the example of Western Europe. When I 

went to England in 1963,1 found that no British 

landlady would ever let her room to a German 

because they were at war. During that war, two 

crore Russians died, two crore Germans died 

and another 2 crore Europeans died. So many 

people died in the War. Despite this, we find 

that they all went in for a Common Market. They 

could rise above that. The Common Market has 

become so formidable that they are now 

challenging even the United States 

. 

 What I am saying is that, well, there were 
some historical factors. All these things are 
there in our memory. If Europeans can forget 
that, why can't we? Certainly there will be 
differences. There will always be differences. 
They will remain even after forming a union. 
But the point is that we must rise above these 
things and have a regional bloc. Unless we 
have a regional bloc, nobody will give us any 
importance. Certainly nobody is bothered about 
giving us a seat on the Security Council. 

 

The same thing is about China. Something 

happened in 1962. Should we live in 1962? 

Should we not go beyond this? There is the 

Chinese market. Americans are trying to take 

advantage of the huge Chinese market, but we 

are not taking advantage of it because of what 

happened in 1962. 

 

Similarly, we should form a broad alliance of 

non-aligned countries which together can force 

the western countries to renegotiate the World 

Trade Organisation Treaty. This Treaty should be 

renegotiated. We cannot do it on our own.   We   

must   take   the   support   of 
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whoever can support us and will be supporting 
us in the world. There are African countries and 
Latin-American countries. We should take their 
support and renegotiate it. 

Fifthly,  Sir,  the  United  Nations  has 

 

been eroded. The World Bank is taking 

over. Pranab Babu has given the example 

of the UNCTAD. Now they are trying to 

liquidate the UNCTAD. The United  

Nations Environment Programme was set 

up in 1970s. There was no money. The 

World Bank did not bother about world 

environment earlier. It came on the scene 

in late 1980s. It has taken over the world 

environment issue. A global environment 

facility has been launched by the World 

Bank with the support of the UNEP. It is 

now the leader. There is the Economic 

and Social Council of the United Nations. 

When the United Nations was formed, 

the idea was that the Economic and 

Social Council would be acting like the 

Security Council. All the economic issues 

should be brought before the Economic 

and Social Council. It will decide. The 

World Bank will report to the Economic 

and Social Council; the I.M.F. will report 

to the Economic and Social Council. That 

was the idea. But, since then the 

Economic and Social Council has been 

completely ignored. Now, all the money 

has been going to the World Bank and 

the I.M.F. The U.N. institutions are 

being denigrated and are being reduced 

to a laughing stock. This is the situation 

we  are facing.  We  should also try to

  

correct this situation. All kinds of pressures 

are being exerted. We must not certainly 

succumb to any pressure. 

These are some of the major points I thought 

should be taken into account in developing our 

foreign policy. I do not want to elaborate on this 

any further. Somebody else from my party will also 

speak. I will end by just mentioning another 

poet of West Bengal, a very insignificant poet 

perhaps compared to Tagore. We should 

remember what he said and try to reach that 

position. He I    said, "A time will come when 

India will 
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again take the prime position in the court of 

the world." With this vision and with this 

wish, I conclude. 
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I quote: 

"In view of the grave danger of widespread 

and devastating war, which overshadows the 

world, the Congress desires to state afresh 

the policy of the Indian people in regard to 

foreign relations and war. The people of 

India desire to live in peace and friendship 

with their neighbours and with all other 

countries. For this purpose we should 

remove all causes of conflict between them; 

striving for their own freedom and 

independence as a nation. They desire to 

respect the freedom of others and to build 

up their strength on the basis of 

international cooperation and goodwill. 

Such cooperation must be founded on a 

world order.  A free 

India will gladly associate itself with such 

an order and stand for disarmament and 

collective security. But, world cooperation 

is impossible of achievement so long as the 

roots of international conflict remain and 

one nation dominates over another and 

imperialism holds sway. In order, 

therefore, to establish world peace on an 

enduring basis, imperialism and exploitation 

of one people by another, must end." 
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"If there is anything that Asia wants to tell 

the world, it is that there is going to be no 

dictation in the future. There will be no 

yes-men in Asia nor in Africa, I hope. We 

had enough of that in the past. We value 

the friendship of the great countries, but we 

can only sit with them as brothers."

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SHRI K. M. SAIFULLAH (Andhra 
Pradesh): Madam Vice-Chairperson, in order 
to enhance our relationship and prestige in 
the eyes of the world, our foreign policy must 
be moulded in such a way that we will have a 
reciprocity in export and import policy. All 
things such as stability and image of the 
country should be there. Unless stability and 
image of the country are there, however 
smooth our foreign policy may be, other 
countries are not going to accept it. First 
of all, we must be stable and we must have   
some   image   in   the   world.   Our 
foreign policy must be made in such a 

way that other people should think that all* 

Indians are living happily with peace and 

tranquillity. 

With regard to stability—all politicians and 

stalwarts must be aware—whether we are in the 

Opposition or in the ruling party, we must 

adjust for five years by sitting either on the 

Opposition benches or on the Tresury 

benches—the world should know that the 

Government is stable. Only then will the 

investor come to India and invest. Unless 

foreign investors know that there is a stable 

Government in India, nobody will choose to 

come to India to invest and encourage 
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industry and other things. Madam, unless 
there is an improvement in industrial 
production and all such other things, the 
country will not prosper. All the elite, hon. 
Members of Parliament and stalwarts must 
know this with regard to stability of the 
country. 

Coming to the point of the image of the 

country, I would like to submit that not only 

we should have an image in India, we should 

also have it throughout the world. We know 

that in the world there are so many different 

countries belonging to different religions. We 

must have an image and that image should 

tell the world that India is a linguistic State in 

which Hindu, Muslim, Sikh and other 

religions live with safety. Unless a secular 

outlook is there, unless stability is there, other 

countries will not satisfy themselves about 

our existence here. With regard to image, I 

would like to submit that last year I had been 

to Indonesia along with a parliamentary 

delegation. I was very happy that Indonesia is 

a country where you have 88% Muslim 

population. In Indonesia, there is a place 

called Bali. I visited that place. Though there 

is a large Muslim population in Indonesia, in 

Bali, 88 per cent of the population is Hindu. I 

was happy to see in Bali the statues of Hindu 

gods and goddesses in the main 

thoroughfares. I felt very happy. I took along 

with me one BJP Member from the Lok 

Sabha, Mr. Paswan. Both of us saw these 

statutes. We were very happy to see that 

Hindus and Muslims were living together 

happily. 

But Madam, this is not the case in 

Pakistan."Pakistan is not co-operating with 

us. It is not allowing the other people to live 

peacefully. When one sees such a thing in 

Indonesia, it gives a very good image of 

Indonesia, that Hindus and Muslims are 

living happily. When one sees such a thing, 

naturally, the other countries would come 

forward to have business transactions with 

that country. There would be foreign 

investment in that country when people 

find"that there is political stability. That kind 

of an image we should have. 

I would say that the foreign policy of our 

Prime Minister, Shri I.K. Gujral, is perfect. 

The allegation that we are going slowly is 

one which cannot be sustained. The person 

who is at the helm of affairs must have a 

proper attitude. There is no need to be 

aggressive in your talk. There must be 

aggressiveness in action. One must be 

aggressive in action. There is no use of 

talking aggressively. There must be 

aggressiveness in action, when the country is 

threatened internally and externally. The 

policy should be such that when the time 

comes, we are able to act. 

Madam, India is not a place where only 

one community is living. It is a place where 

there are so many communities-Hindus, 

Muslims, Sikhs and others. All these 

communities, together, fought for freedom. 

As far as Kashmir is concerned, there is no 

question of any compromise. Kashmir is a 

part of India. All people, irrespective of their 

caste, community and religion, would stand 

together to see that Kashmir remains with us. 

There is no question of any compromise. 

Finally, I would say that the foreign policy 

should be such that we do not compromise 

with any foreign power, with any other 

country. 

With these words, I conclude my speech.

(Rajasthan): Madam Vicc-Chairman, it is very 
difficult to speak after a very learned 
speaker, Shri Som Pal Chaturvedi. 
(Interruptions) I have got the impression that I 
have borrowed this title but you have earned 
it. 

My submission is that the subject is very 

vast. It is very difficult to speak on every 

aspect but I would like to speak only on a few 

aspects of the foreign policy. There is nothing 

foreign in a foreign policy. Therefore, I would 

like to submit that the foreign policy is our 

home policy. Home policy which is projected 

into the international field is called foreign 

policy, therefore, foreign policy, as I 

submitted, is not foreign to us. It gets evolved 

from our history, from our freedom struggle, 

from our heritage and other things. History is 

never pre-planned. You cannot programme it. 

Therefore, it is inevitable that it grows out of 

our history, it grows out of our inheritance, it 

grows out of our freedom struggle.   I  would  

like  to  suggest   that 

foreign policy in the Congress Party, because 

that was the only party then which fought for 

India's freedom struggle, got the signal from 

the Brusscl's Congress, when the Congress 

nominated Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru to 

participate in the Brusscl's Conference around 

1930 and Mr. Krishna Mcnon joined him 

there. It was a Congress for the oppressed 

nationalities. That was the first project of 

Congress interest in international affairs. 

Thereafter, when Panditji came back from 

Brussels, it is very interesting to know, that 

he appointed Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia as the 

first Chairman of the Foreign Affairs 

Department, and many of his followers must 

be feeling envious of it, but Lohia and 

Jawaharlal Nehru together formulated the 

Congress policy at that time and we all 

shared that wisdom. Thereafter, in the Quit 

India Movement of 1942, a long resolution 

was passed. I would like to refer to only a 

few lines of that resolution which refers to the 

foreign policy of the Congress Party: "Our 

nationalism is based on the most intense 

internationalism". This was mentioned in that 

and thereafter, just before Independence, the 

Asian Relations Conferrence was called by 

Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru at the time of the 

crisis in Indonesia. Our leaders then, Biju 

Patnaik and others, played a very prominent 

role in that crisis. 

 

He took Sheharyar and Hatta out of 

Indonesia in his own plane. The conference 

was convened at Old Fort. In that conference, 

Panditji had said, I quote - "For too long have 

we of Asia been petitioners in the Western 

Courts and Chancelleries. Now we propose to 

stand on our own". That was a call of the 

First Asian Relations Conference. Only a 

month after, Jawahar Lalji, in a broadcast to 

the nation, said, "We are of Asia and peoples 

of Asia are nearer and closer to us than 

others." That was a clear reflection of what 

would be our priorities as soon as we became 

free. Efforts  to   establish   an   Asian   

identity 
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were made through this Asian Relations 

Conference. Panditji viewed that at that time. I 

am talking chronologically. At that time, the 

Policy of Neutrality, Mr. Dulles of America 

said, is highly immoral. Therefore, they 

condemned India to be an immoral country. 

Then, on the very soil, while addressing the 

U.S. Congress, Panditji said, "Where freedom 

is a menace or justice is threatened or 

aggression takes place, we cannot and shall 

not be neutral." That was the justification of 

Panditjit at the U.S. Congress. What neutrality 

means is, what Non-Alignment means is, 

wherever there is injustice, India will stand up 

against that injustice. That is the basis of our 

foreign policy. Sir, thereafter, we have seen all 

these efforts of establishing Non-Aligned 

Movement, all our efforts for South African 

brethern, efforts regarding Korea and Sri 

Lanka, wherever it took place. You might have 

remembered what our one honourable member 

and old friend has said just now about Nepal. 

We are part of the revolution in Nepal. We 

should not talk such things about our friends. 

We ecouraged Nepal for democracy. We 

supported Nepal for democracy and gave 

shelter to Nepal revolutionaries in our country. 

Therefore, they are our brother. We have a 

common heritage of freedom movement. 

Therefore, I submit that such remarks harm 

our friends and brothers who have participated 

in the freedom movement of our country. At 

that time, Madam, Panditji, at the Asian 

Relations Conference said, "We are no more 

petitioners. We have decided to chalk out our 

own policy. We have decided to play our own 

role in the world affairs and therefore, we 

chalked out a foreign policy which was a 

projection of our own policy." During our 

freedom struggle, Gandhiji said, "Our freedom 

struggle is not a struggle for India. Our 

freedom struggle is a struggle for making other 

countries free, other suffering humanity free." 

Therefore, our freedom movement was a part 

of the freedom movement of the world, that is 

the basis of our foreigh policy, that must be 

understood by OS 

Therefore, what else can we do? This is the 

history of the past fifty years. I am not going 

to narrate all those incidents or those proud 

anecdotes or quotations. I would only submit 

that now we "should build up this foreign 

policy on the experience of the past fifty 

years. These past fifty years were dominated 

by Europe and America. Let us start playing 

our role so that in the next fifty years, we are 

able to fight for the resurgence of Asia, 

Africa and Latin America. So far, the 

Western countries have been using the world 

fora like the League of Nations and the 

United Nations to their advantage and against 

the oppressed people. We should not allow 

this to continue. We should use these 

international organisations as instruments for 

peace, instruments for development, and 

instruments for the well-being of the peace-

loving people of the world. 

What kind of a world we visualise in the 

next fifty years? It will be one which is based 

on our foreign policy which, in turn, would 

be based on our home policy. It is a world 

where there would be no exploitation. 

Madam, peace is indivisible. Development 

is indivisible. Democracy is indivisible. 

Therefore, we should work for it and see that 

in the next fifty years, India plays a pivotal 

role in the resurgence of Asia, Africa and 

Latin America. We shall, in no case, allow 

the exploitation of man by man; exploitation 

of nation by nation. These world fora, these 

world bodies, and their various offshoots, 

should be used for eradication of poverty and 

establishment of an egalitarian society. 

We aim at establishing a new world order. 

We have been hearing for long as to what 

should be the new world order. But in the 

next fifty years, we shall be able to achieve 

this aim, as the leader of Asia, as the leader of 

Africa, as the leader of Latin America. 

Madam, sometimes, one feels cynical 

when one talks of this Special Session. 
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People have raised doubts about the use-
fulness of this Special Session. What we have 
seen in the last two days is not very 
encouraging. Some people think that this is 
the time for raising slognas or coining 
slogans. Somebody is saying, somebody is 
committing himself, that he would not go 
into the well. Some people are saying that we 
should launch a Satyagraha. Some others are 
saying that we have to launch another 
freedom struggle. Some people are talking of 
ending criminalisa-tion. 

These are not the days for slogans. For 

God's sake, let us not do that now. We have 

been raising slogans all the time. We got our 

freedom not by raising slogans. A mighty 

power was made to quit because of the 

mighty power of the people. Therefore, my 

submission is, no more slogans now. In the 

next fifty years, we should sincerely do the 

kind of practical work which would eradicate 

poverty and lead to the establishment of a 

new world order in the true sense of the term. 

Some people think that this is the occasion 

for highlighting their respective party 

manifestos. It is highly illogical. This was not 

the purpose for which this Special Session 

was called. This Special Session was not 

called for anybody's image-building or for 

any party's image-building. This Special 

Session was called for introspection so that 

whatever good things we have done, we 

remember it; we feel proud about it; and 

whatever mistakes we have committed, we 

decide that we shall not repeat the same. That 

should be our commitment. From that point 

of view, from what I have seen during these 

two days of this Special Session, I am a 'ittie 

disappointed. 

I would say, Madam, that if we want this 

Special Session to be purposeful, we should 

not go for any propaganda in favour of an 

individual, or a party, or a Minister. This is not 

an occasion where one toes one's party line. 

We must do some heart-searching. On the 

other hand, if everybody is toeing his party 

line, if everybody is talking about his party 

man- 

ifesto, if everybody is trying to build up his 

image, if everybody is talking about the 

policy of his party, or his Government,- or his 

Ministry, it is not fair. As I said, this Special 

Session was not called for anybody's image-

building or to hear any Minister's explanation 

or anybody's policy/l just got a feeling. Once 

I heard Acharya Narendra Dev in the BHU. It 

was way back in 1952 or 1953. It has come 

true now. Addressing a conference, he said, 

"Unfortunately, our nation is a nation of 

talkers." That was in 1953. But it has come 

true now. This is the tragedy. Acharya 

Narendra Dev was the father of Indian 

socialism. Nobody can have that much claim 

about socialism as Acharya Narendra Dev. He 

professed it at that time. Perhaps, he thought 

that we would continue to talk another fifty 

years. That is why I am reminding what 

Acharya Narendra Dev had said, "Our nation 

has become a nation of talkers." Let us stop 

talking. Let us stop slogan-mongering. 

Somebody talks about satyagrah. 

Somebody else says that we shall not go 

to the well. They do not know ............. (Time 

bell rings) 

I will take only two minutes more. I am 

concluding. 

Somebody says that we will not go to the 

well. A decade back a conference of Speakers 

and a conference of Ministers of 

Parliamentary Affairs passed resolutions that 

no Member of Parliament and no Member of 

Legislative Assembly would go to the well, 

We are committing now, after ten years, that 

we shall not go to the well. Do not throw 

democracy into the well. My submission is 

this. This is a hypocritical thing. We should 

not repeat these things. 

Who can start a satyagrah? Where is 
another Gandhi who will start a Satyagrah? 

Who will give a call for quit India? Is there 
anybody who can give a call for Quit India? 

SOME HON. MEMBER: Quit corruption. 
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SHRI BHUVNESH CHATURVEDI: Yes, 

that is why I am saying this. I am presuming that 

you will understand me. (Interruptions) 

Madam, I had a lot to talk, to do plain-
speaking, but, since there is not time, I will 
conclude. 

Madam Vice-Chairman, let us not fail the 

people. We have failed them. But democracy in 

this country will not fail. The leaders will fail. 

That is the curse. The countrymen will fail these 

leaders. But they will not fail democracy. They 

will strengthen this country. Our friends from the 

BJP have spoken about it. Iqbal said-

This is the inner strength of this country. 

Despite the leadership, this country will survive. 

That is my submission. 

Thank you very much. 

SHRI R.K. KUMAR (Tamil Nadu): Madam 

Vice-Chairman, out of the present population of 

98 crores, soon, to touch ,1 billion, only 245 

citizens of this country have the privilege of being 

Members of this august House. Out of these 

245, only of few have the privilege of participating 

in debate during this commemorative session to 

celebrate the 50th year of the Independence of our 

country. I consider myself to be doubly privileged 

to be a Member of this House as well getting an 

opportunity to participate in this debate. I 

consider myself triply privileged because I am 

speaking once again when you are presiding over 

the House. I am not saying this to extract a few 

minutes more from you, Madam, because I 

never exceed my time. I stick to my points. I 

have the disadvantage of speaking at number ten I 

should not be repetitive. I should confine myself 

to-a few points which others have not 

touched. 

My point is that we Tamilians, including my 

friend, Shri Duraisamy, are proud 

of our heritage, literature etc. We are proud of 

our Purananuru, Agananuru, Thirukkural etc. In 

the Sangam Tamil era, one anciet sage, 

Poongunranar, said: 

"Yadhum oorey, Yavarun Kelir" It 

means all the villages in the world are my 

villages and all the citizens of the world are 

my relatives. Madam, if we had a world 

order on those lines, there would have 

been no barriers, there would have been no 

boundaries, there would have been no 

restrictions; and, hence, there would have 

been no need for any foreign policy and 

any Foreign Ministry, because for any 

country or for any citizen nothing would 

have been foreign and nothing would have 

been external. But, also that is not the 

situation. The situation is the nations are 

divided on geographical basis; the nations 

are divided on political basis; the nations 

are divided on ethnical and various other 

basis. Hence, the foreign policy forms a 

very important aspect. And hence we are 

discussing that issue today. 

What is a foreign policy? In my opinion, it is 

the sum total of what one country decides to do 

in relation to other countries in respect of certain 

events and issues. Again, can a foreign policy be 

independent of a country's domestic economic 

policies, a country's industrial policies or trade 

policies? No. It is not possible. All these 

domestic policies mostly decide the foreign 

policy of a nation. Foreign policy cannot ignore 

domestic conditions, domestic requirements, 

geographical situations, heritage etc. etc. 

Viewed in that context, the question is whether 

in the last fifty years of our independence has 

India been following a correct foreign policy? 

Again, correct foreign policy cannot be restricted to 

one period of time. It has to keep on changing, 

because changes do occur domestically. Changes 

also occur in other countries. 
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The first Prime Minister of India, Pandit 

Jawaharlal Nehru was the architect of our 

foreign policy whether it be the Panchsheel or 

the Non-Aligned Movement. He gave it to us. 

His ideology and his vision proved to be right. 

Being a proponent of the Non-aligned 

Movement, India can be proud of its past 

when it took an independent stand on many 

issue. Had we belonged to one bloc or the other 

before the end of the cold war, we would 

certainly have suffered. Decolonisation of Goa, 

liberation of Bangladesh, the Pokharan test, 

launching of satellite vehicles, the Agni tests 

and the economic reforms intiated in 1991 

were a few instances in which India's impact 

was felt globally. Support to the struggle against 

Apartheid is another feather in the cap of 

India's foreign policy. 

In the morning while the hon. Prime 

Minister initiated this discussion, he felt proud 

that India's foreign policy has been consistently 

for support to the oppressed. He also said it 

was not merely to transact. He actually used 

the word "«l^i4l 3?ft 3iT H?f ? l" He said our 

aim was to transform nations, not to transact 

business. A little later he said "we now have 

also to transact business. Then he said India's 

policy was to support the oppressed in their 

struggle. He said about India's support to the 

oppressed in Vietnam, India's support to the 

oppressed in Korea, India's support to the 

oppressed in China and lately in South 

Africa. 

Madam, with a deep sense of sorrow and 

regret I would like to point our whether this 

support in the struggle of the oppressed was to 

be restricted to such distant lands like Korea, 

Vietnam, China and South Africa. Could it 

not be extended to Sri Lanka; What is 

happening in Sri Lanka? There the innocent 

Sri Lanka Tamilians are doubly oppressed. 

While I am referring to Sri Lanka Tamilians, I 

am not referring to the LITE or other terrorist 

organisations. I am referring to the genuine 

Sri Lankan Tamils, who are doubly 

oppressed, because on the  one  hand  they  

have  to  face  the 

onslaught of the military of Sri Lanka, on the 

other side they have to bear the onslaught of 

the terrorists like the LTTE. So, what has 

happened? The policy of sending the I.P.K.F. 

proved to be futile, because when it started in 

the form of an Indo-Sri Lanka Accord, on the 

very first day our Prime Minister, late Rajiv 

Gandhi, was attacked with a rifle butt by a Sri 

Lankan military man and it ended in his 

unfortunate assassination by the LTTE. It 

started by one oppressor — the Sri Lankan 

military - and it ended in assassination by 

another oppressor - the LTTE. 

In between Sri Lankan tamilians are 

suffering. The so-called foreign policy of India's 

support to the oppressed is not forthcoming 

towards these Sri Lankan Tamilians, who are 

after all connected with India. They have 

their origin in India. They went there 

generations back. 

Madam, now coming to another area, the 

Hon. Prime Minister had mentioned about 

Myanmar, that is Burma joining ASEAN. 

What is happening? Is India supporting the 

oppressed in Myanmar? What is happening to 

Madam Sukyi who is suffering for the cause of 

democracy in Myanmar? Madam, I will come 

closer to home. In a neighbouring country ~ 

for deliberate reasons I do not want to name 

the  country  -  there  is  a  struggle  for 

democracy against a monarch. Their leader is 

struggling for democracy in a Gand-hian way. 

He is not the LTTE man or the EPRLF man or 

anything of that sort. He is struggling in a 

Gandhian way, in ahimsa way, but I am 

ashamed, he has been arrested and put in the 

Tihar jail. I received a representation. I do not 

know; some Parliamentarians wanted to keep 

a vigil on the 14th August in Tihar jail as to   

what   would   happend,   whether  he would 

be released or not. But what I want to point 

our is if the foreign policy of India is aimed at 

supporting the oppressed, why should it not be 

extended to the three unfortunate people like 

the Sri Lankan Tamilians, the Myanmar 

people who are oppressed there and also to 

our 
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neighbouring people where there is a peaceful 
struggle for democracy against'a monarch? 

Madam, now I come to the foreign policy 

linked with the economic policy. I will finish 

within my allotted time. You don't have to 

press the time-bell. 

THE   VICE   CHAIRMAN, (MISS 
SAROJ KHAPARDE): Time allotted to your 
party is 16 minutes. 

SHRI R.K. KUMAR: I don't think I have 
taken that much time. 

THE VICE CHAIRMAN (MISS SAROJ 
KHAPARDE): I am just reminding you. 

SHRI R.K. KUMAR: I will restrict myself. I 

will never speak beyond my allotted time. I 

stick to the points which have not been covered 

by others. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (MISS SAROJ 
KHAPARDE): Thank you. 

SHRI R.K. KUMAR: Now, I will come to 

the foreign policy linked with domestic economic 

policy. In 1991 at the SAARC conference, the 

then Prime Minister, Shri Chandra Shekharji 

expressed a desire and a dream of cooperation 

between the SAARC countries. I distinctly 

remember it. He said, "why should Bombay not 

become another Singapore; Why should Karachi 

not become another Hong Kong? Why should we 

have trade barriers within the SAARC countries; 

I do not know what the Government of India is 

going to do in that direction. No doubt there is talk 

of globalisation, liberalisation, etc., but how are 

we going to achieve the dream of Mumbai 

becoming another Singapore and Karachi 

becoming another Hong Kong? 

With the economic liberalisation and 

globalisation, the floodgate has been opened to 

the multinationals. They aire coming into this 

country. Recently I read a report that in Europe 

multinationals have become very powerful. The 

Governments' policies are decided by multina-

tionals. So, when these multinationals are 

coming into this country whether we will be able 

to utilise their links for some other benefit to 

the country. I do not know how seriously it 

will be tried. Somebody expressed a grievance 

that we are not getting a permanent seat in the 

Security Council. May be, if we have too many 

multinationals here, then, we may be able to get a 

permanent seat in the Security Council. 

Madam, I want to say one more thing. In the 

21st century the competition is going to be very 

cruel. The world is going to be highly competitive 

and technology ridden. The rich and powerful 

countries will adopt all measures to stop India and 

other developing countries from achieving 

excellence in a new space age technology. India 

should be prepared not to be bullied out in such a 

vital area. I am saying this because today what is 

happening is our country is becoming dumping 

yard for polluting industries. I know about 

these industries personally. I have a list of 

industries which are being closed in developed 

countries and that technology is being passed on 

to this country. Some companies have already 

started functioning in this country. Madam, my 

question is whether India's future foreign policy 

will have the courage to say we would rather 

die of hunger than die of pollution. No doubt 

we need food, clothing and shelter for 

everybody. For that we have toTeduce 

unemployment. To reduce unemployment we want 

more industries. But the question is whether our 

foreign policy and the economic policy will have 

the courage to say we would rather die of hunger 

than die of pollution. 

Madam, I also suggest closer economic 

cooperation between India and China. Recently, I 

happened to go to China on a Parliamentary 

Delegation and see for myself the tremendous 

economic development taking place in that 

country. But when we checked up the joint 

ventures between the two countries, that is, 

China's joint ventures in India and India's venturers 

in China, they are very, very little and very few. 

We have a neighbour 
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very near to us which has a vast market, 

which is getting technology and which has 
the capital. We should have closer economic 
cooperation with China. 

 

Before concluding, I would like to point 

out that whatever policy we may have, the 

policy may be good, bad or worse, on paper, 

who implements the policy? They policy is 

not implemented either by the External 

Affairs Minister or the Prime Minister or the 

Cabinet Ministers sitting here. It is the 

diplomatic missions abroad who have to 

implement the policy. They have to improve 

the trade relations. But in that respect, I 

should say, the performance of our diplomatic 

missions, whether they are Embassies or High 

Commission or Trade Representatives, is 

awefully below standards. We have seen all 

over the world how the diplomatic missions 

function. I am sorry to say that most of the 

time is spent in wining the dining and no con-

structive work is done by them. Otherwise, in 

seventies, we were exporting more than 

Korea, more than Singapore and more than 

Hong Kong. Today, they have superseded us 

many, many times and our exports have gone 

down. It has been stated in The Times of India 

of today, that is, 28th August, 1997, that in 

America, many people, 70 per cent of the 

industrialists, do not know about the 

economic liberlisation. I wonder what our 

diplomatic missions are doing abroad. So, I 

would end my submission with only one 

thing, how these Ambassadors should 

function, again, our great sage, Thiruval-luar 

has said: Thoga Cholli thooratha Meeki 

Nagacholli Narri Payapathar Thoothu. 

A good ambassador is one who sifts the 

irrelevant and useless information and 

furnishes the relevant and useful information 

to the King for the bettermend of the nation. 

He is called a good Ambassador. I appeal to 

all our diplomatic missions, I appeal to the 

Prime Minsiter to improve the working of the 

diplomatic missions. 

With these words, I thank you, once again. I 
have not extracted any extra minutes from 
you. I have finished my spech within the time 
allotted to me. Thank you. 
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SHRI S.M. KRISHNA (Karnataka) Mr. 
Vice-Chairman, Sir, it is a privilege given 
only to a few to address this august House and 
through the nation on this commemorative 
session of the Golden Jubilee Celebrations. 
The millennium is going to end after three 
springs, yet another perhaps more exciting 
millennium will unfold itself with all the 
challenges and opportunities. Each generation 
of India has been summoned to give testimony 
to its national unity and commitment. We are 
standing at this golden threshold when each 
one of us, the 970 million Indians re-dedicate 
ourselves to the same cause to uphold the. 
soverignty of our country. The Prime Minister 
set the right tone and tenor, to the debate, it is 
a discourse. He talked of transformation and 
he did not fail to mention transactions. While 
the theme of the Prime Ministers' Address was 
wrapped up in sweet sounding ethical and 
moral capsules, the former Foreign Minister, 
Shri Pranab Mukherjee went into the nitty-
gritties of foreign policy and he talked about 
the transactions that have taken place during 
the last 50 years and more. The Indian foreign 
policy was not evolved 50 years ago. It was 
evolved much, much earlier. I am inclined to 
agree with the whole lot of speakers who 
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said that it is part of our heritage. Vasudeva 

Kutumbakam that was part of the Hindu 

culture, the Hindu concept and we 

adumbrated that concept into our foreign 

capsule. I was amazed at some of the 

observations made by one distinguished 

Member to my right-when-he attacked our 

policy towards China and he went back to the 

60s and asked us how and why we failed. Shri 

Bhuvnesh Chaturvedi, a distinguishged 

colleague of mine, has already answered it 

partly and he said that history cannot be 

tailor—made. We hive to adjust ourselves to 

historical forces, historical compulsions, 

geograpical compulsions, ideological 

compulsions. Now I would like to remind the 

hon. Member that even the mightiest of the 

mighty nations while dealing with other 

countries, regardless of their size, regardless 

of their population, have beaten the dust. To 

quote one example, in the early 60s, when 

cold war was at its peak, John Kennedy was 

the President of the United States of America, 

who saw a red rag in Cuba, a tiny little island 

which is about 90 miles off the Florida, coast 

near Miami when he was in the election 

campaign, which was fought between Nixon 

and Kennedy. Which was on the basis as to 

who is going to be more aggressive off 

communism and then. Mr. Kennedy tried to 

plunge Cuba into a political turmoil when he 

sent paratroopers camouflaging as cuban 

nationals to sabotage Cuba. Russia came to. 

Cuba's help and Kennedy had to beat a retreat 

which is now part of history known as the 

Bay of Pigs invasion. Now. what does that 

show? Even the mightiest of nations dealing 

with one of the smallest countries in the 

world, sometimes because of various 

compulsions political, a political, economical, 

geographical, idealogical and various other 

compulsions, had to retreat and they retreated 

and John Kennedy in a manly way went 

before the American people and said, "I take 

total moral responsibility in this catastrophe. 

We need leaders like that with character who 

can own up their mistake. A few months 

[28 AUGUST 
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later again another mighty country, 
Soviet Russia had to beat a retreat, again 
with reference to Cuba. They were trying 
to transport their missiles into Cuba and 
John Kennedy as President gave an 
ultimatum to Soviet Russia and Nikita 
Khrushchev was the leader of Soviet 
Russia and when the hot-line got busy, 
Nikita Khrushchev representing another 
super power had to withdraw the missiles 
and thereby world peace was maintained. 
Sir, I may tell my friend from the BJP—
all the time we do not win and in foreign 
policy in particular, as it is in politics, 
there are no permanant friends, there are 
no permanent enemies, but there are 
permanent interest and it is this permanent 
interest which we have to safeguard, 
which we have to preserve. Pandit 
Jawaharlal Nahru and Mahatma Gandhi 
were the authors of our foreign policy. 
They had sown the seeds of foreign 
policy. In the 1942 session of the Indian 
National Congress a draft written by 
Mahatma Gandhi and Jawaharlal Nehru 
was debated and it was accepted. It 
contained three major postulates. The 
first postulate was fought against 
colonialism, it had to continue till the 
colonial powers or those colonies which 
were being oppressed by the colonial 
powers were freed. The second postulate 
was that there should not be interference 
in each other's affairs and the third -ojie 
was that they had to cooperate with each 
other for economic and other 
developments. A point has been made 
that the United Nations Organisation is 
being reorganised. Well, the entire 
country has complimented the present 
Government for continuing the policy of 
the previous Government, the Congress 
Government, in refusing to sign on the 
dotted lines as far as the CTBT is 
concerned. I am personally very pleased 
that today the Prime Minister made the 
point very clear that he is going to meet 
President Clinton only if it is to disfcnss 
bilateral relations between the United 
States of America and India. To that 
extent, he stands vindicated and the 
whole country is with him, the entire 
House is with him. We may not have the 

economic muscle that the USA might 
have, or Japan might have, but we have a 
whole civilisation behind us. 

Now, what is so great about getting the 
permanent  membership  in  the  Security 
Council?  My mind goes  back  to those 
decades  when   China   with   the   
highest population in the world was kept 
out of the  United Nations.   Did China  
bother about beiong excluded from it? No. 
On the other hand, China tried to develop 
its economic muscle and a day came when 
all  other  nations   which   could   not   be 
swayed by a particular bloc of nations 
gathered together in support of China's 
entry into the United Nations. Let me 
make a point here. We were sponsoring 
China's    membership    of    the    United 
Nations even before 1960. It goes to the 
credit    of    India,    to    the    credit    of 
Jawaharlalji and it has to be said that even 
after the Chinese invasion of India, we did 
continue our fight to get China its rightful 
place in the comity of nations and in     
particular     the     United     Nations 
Organisation.    Today    India    can     be 
punished because we are not signing on 
the dotted lines, we arc not dcvotailing the 
USA policy.  But a time will soon come, 
if not today perhaps in the next 
millennium, when India will be requested 
to join the Security Council provided in 
the meantime we utilise this opportunity, 
this   time,   to   develop   our   economic 
strength. Economic strength reflects our 
political strength. Political strength has a 
defined, postive message to convey to the 
outside   world.   A   country   which   has 
stability, a country which is economically 
healthy, which is progressive, which is 
developed, cannot be marginalised for a 
long time. 

We have some problems with our 
neighbours, more particularly with 
Pakistan. Well, there was a doctrine. I am 
glad that the Prime Minister has 
disowned it and said that he did not want 
that to be called after his name, the 
Gujral doctrine. Well, when Panch Shccl 
was    pronounced,    it    was    easy    for 
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Jawaharlal Nehru to have given his consent to 
be called as the Nehru Doctrine. 

 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI AJIT 
P.K. JOGI): Mr. Krishna, you have to 
conclude. 

SHRI S.M. KRISHNA: Sir, please give mc 

a few more minutes. 

 

For all practical purposes, this is my 

maiden speech. It was the Nehru doctrine. 

But Nehru was allergic to naming of 

doctrines in the name of individuals because 

he was against hegemonising foreign policy. 

The foreign policy cannot be the private 

preserve of an individual. When Madam 

Gandhi met Mr. Bhutto in Shimla and reached 

that agreement, what did we term that? We 

termed it as the Shimla Agreement. I am glad 

that the Prime Minister has already conceded 

that it is not the Gujaral Doctrine, it is India's 

Doctrine. What is India's Doctrine? It is 

India's Doctrine or Non-alignment. And what 

is Non-alignment? Non-alignment is to have 

friendly relations with every other country 

and, more particularly, with countries by 

which we are surrounded and with which we 

should have more trade relations. If there are 

smaller nations we should be more 

magnanimous, we should be generous enough 

to help them grow so that their economic 

muscle can also become stronger along with 

our economic muscle. Very soon the Prime 

Minister is going to the United States. The 

United States is a very difficult country to 

deal with. The President of the United States 

is the most powerful person in the world 

today. But there is the saddest thing that has 

happened in this century. The brightest thing 

was the Russian Revolution, which inspired 

umpteen nations to become free. Nehru was 

inspired by the Russian Revolution Many of 

us read about the Russian Revolution and we 

were inspired. But it was much too tragic that 

the disintegration of Soviet Russia took place 

around the end of the 20th century. This 

is a very sad development. There again, 

history cannot be tailored, history cannot be 

written, history can only be made. Russia has 

become weak now and America is all-

powerful. I would only quote what John 

Kennedy said to the American people and I 

would only call the Prime Minister's attention 

to this when he goes to meet President 

Clinton or when he goes to have a bilateral 

dialogue with Mr. Sharif, the Prime Minister 

of Pakistan. Kennedy said, "Let us never 

negotiate out of fear but let us never fear to 

negotiate". 

Thank you very much. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI AJIT P. 
K. JOGI): Shri N. Rajendran. I think 
arrangements for translation from Tamil have 
been made. 

*SHRI N. RAJENDRAN (Tamil Nadu): 

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, in the entire world, 

India stands 7th in area and second in 

population. India has been the cradle of 

civilization and the pioneer of maritime trade. 

It was India which had town planning before 

any other nation in the ancient times. 

Mohanjadharo and Harappa arc examples of 

this. 

In the international arena, India has carved 
a nicche for itself in the fields of culture, 
civilisation and tradition. We find unity in 
diversity. This is our strength. With diverse 
elements such as religions, languages and 
communities, it goes to our credit that we 
have maintained our unity. 

Budhism founded by Lord Budha on our 

soil has taken roots in several countries. Our 

struggle for independence is something 

different. We didn't wage a war to get 

independence. Our fore fathers got it through 

ahinsa, non-violence. Counties like the USA 

and France could not get indcpcndcce 

through non-violence. 

Sir, while boasting about our past glory, 

we have to address ourselves to the problems  

the  nation  is facing.   Poverty 

*English translation of the original speech in 
Tamil. 
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and illiteracy are the two major problems. 

Even 50 years after independence, we could 

not solve these problems. These problems are 

the obstacles to our progress. We are under 

pressure by super powers to sign international 

treaties. This is an insult to our self respect. 

We should realise that developed nations are 

trying to brow beat us. It is true that we are in 

debt trap. It is our unfortunate fate. 

 

Today, we are endeavouring for a 

permanent seat in the UN Security Council. 

Last time we lost it to Japan. That was 

unfortunate. At least this time we should 

make it. We may have to face Indonasia, a 

tiny nation, for a seat in UN Security Council. 

We should bury our differences and try to get 

this seat for India. The United States is 

indirectly trying to scuttle our move. If we 

succeed in this, our glory will increase 

manifold in the international arena. 

 

The problem with our neighbour, Pakistan 

should be, as far as possible, settled 

amicably. No other nation should be allowed 

to mediate. 

Sir, agriculture does not get importance in 

our country. In the USA, England, Germany 

and Japan, insecticides are produced from 

plants. We should also set up agro industries 

in the rural areas. This will provide 

employment for the youth. An insecticide 

known as azarticktin is produced from neem. 

This can be exported at the rate of Rs. 2000 

per gram. 

Farmers are migrating to urban areas 

because, the prices of fertilizer, seeds and 

insecticides have gone up. They also don't get 

enough price for their produce. The profit is 

shared by traders and middlemen. Farmers 

are in a pathetic situation. We should extend 

all possible help to our farmers as is given in 

foreign countries. 

I hope the centre will endeavour to do this. 
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DR. B.B. DUTTA (Nominated): Madam 

Deputy Chairman, we are having this 

commemorative session for stocktaking for 

introspection, what we had dreamt of fifty 

years ago, what we have done during these 

fifty years, where we go from here and how 

we go about it. This is how I understand these 

proceedings. 

Madam, today's Discussion is on "India 
and the World." Well, during the late 19th 
century and the 20th century, 

particularly in the first part of the 20th 

century, India had a galaxy of talent, 

poets, litterateurs, statesmen and 

scientists. Many hon. Members who have 

spoken before me, have quoted from 

their poems and from their writings about 

what they were thinking about India. 

They had a great dream that when the 

freedom struggle was over, when India 

becomes free, a great Indian society will 

emerge, a great Indian society, which will 

be able to solve the ancient hostilities and 

bury the bitter prejudices; a great Indian 

society, which will be able to demolish all 

barriers and blinding walls that sustain 

antagonism among human groups; a great 

Indian society, which will be able to 

foster an atmosphere of creativity, that 

will assist in the emergence of a new 

social order. And what is more, our 

leaders believed that the new India in its 

economic modernisation and 

development process will always have a 

spiritual base. This is where we had leaders 

like Mahatma Gandhi, Nehru speaking in that 

language. 

Madam, in this context I would just like to 

read one paragraph from the speech delivered 

by late Jawaharlal Nehru on 22nd September, 

1946. He addressed the Provisional 

Government. Freedom was yet to come. I 

quote: 

"We hope to develop close and direct 

contacts with other nations and to co-

operate with them in the furtherance of 

world peace and freedom. The world, in 

spite of its rivalries and inner conflicts, 

moves inevitably towards closer co-

operation and build up a world 

commonwealth. It is for this one world 

that free India will work, a world in which 

there will be co-operation among all the 

freed peoples and no class or group 

exploits another, which had, in the past, 

led to conflicts and wars and which may 

again lead to disaster on an even vaster 

scale. Peace and freedom are indivisible. 

The denial of freedom anywhere must 

endanger freedom elsewhere and lead to 

conflicts and wars." 
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This is a statement on the corner stones of 

India's foreign policy. Nehru was the architect of 

our foreign policy since 1928. He was guiding 

the debates of the Congress Party on foreign 

policy. He had been drafting its resolutions. He 

framed a remarkable foreign policy for us. We 

need not change it as far as its basic premises 

and its basic goals are concerned. That is the 

doctrine that remains untouched even today and 

we need not tamper with it. 

Madam, when freedom came, it came with 

partition. A good part of our dream was shattered. 

In spite of that, great leaders like Nehru and 

others wanted to rebuild it. They did not 

abandon their faith in the coming up of the great 

Indian society, the society to which* Dr. Das-

gupta referred; it is a society, as Rabin-dranath 

Tagore said, where the Shaks, the Huns, the 

Mughals, the Pathans, the Hindus, the Christians 

all formed part of it. The heritage of our ancient 

civilisation had been greatly enriched by the 

arrival of so many streams of people from di-

verse directions. New India has to build a society 

taking all of them into her bosom. 

Now, as far as the policy is concerned, our foreign 

policy amply reflects that inspite of the partition that 

came out of the untenable two-nation theory and the 

Hindu-Muslim conflicts, we refused to abandon that 

dream. The effort to see that we can stay together as 

an ideal society, as a secular, socialist and 

democratic society. Transcending the barriers of 

religion, caste and creed was on we are right on 

the road to global unity. But the question , today is 

this: Is our foreign policy reflect-' ing adequatly 

this determination of fulfilling a dream? This 

determination has to be translated into action in 

our day-today functioning. Situations in the world 

have changed and will change. They do not 

remain constant. We do have turns and twists in 

our foreign policy to meet the changing situations. 

Nehru in his life time had to do it, but he never 

abandoned the major premise and the policy goals. 

We are talking about it today and it seems that 

we hold the same position. - 
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Our foreign policy and our defence policy are two 

aspects of the same policy. When we are 

conducting our foreign policy and our defence 

policy we should not forget that they go hand in 

hand. I for one feel that we have been lacking in 

both. Today, what is happening? Today, before us 

what are the problems? There has been a lot of 

discussion about our neighbourhood policies, the 

"Gujral Doctrine" and all that. I think it has been 

well understood that the so called "Gujral Doc-

trine" is nothing but a tactical move in the light 

of the Nehruvian policy to deal with a particular 

situation. Perhaps, it is better not to call it a 

doctrine. But whatever it is, as far as our 

neighbours are concerned, the Prime Minister 

has taken initiatives in the right direction and the 

credit goes to him. But the important point again 

is that we cannot ignore certain realities, certain 

objective facts while we deal with our neighbours. 

One neighbouring country has to be particularly 

singled out, that is, Pakistan because it is in a 

different category altogether. As far as other 

neighbouring countries are concerned, yes, we 

have done well. But I want to draw the attention 

of the House to submit a very important fact. I 

come from the North-East. When the Government 

said that we had improved our relations with 

Bangladesh, we welcomed it. When the 

Bangladesh Government said that they have seen 

to it that the ISI and training camps of insurgent 

groups that were set up there were not there, 

yes, we welcomed it. It is a very good 

development. But I tell you, in spite of the best 

intention of the Prime Minister of Bangladesh 

and her Government, till today there are those 

subversive elements. Only the other day just 

before the 15th August, we got an authentic 

proof of their existence and they were trying to 

operate within the Indian territory from inside the 

border of Bangladesh to disrupt our Independence 

Day celebrations. So, I tell you we should not be 

carried away by such a statement. The hand of 

cooperation extended by Bangladesh to India and 

by India to Bangladesh is welcome. But there 

are more beyond it 
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and beneath it. Our foreign office must train 

their eyes to see it. The other day the Prime 

Minister made a memorable statement that 

Bangladesh and India have agreed to share 

their sufferings. It is a very inspiring 

statement. He further said that Bangladesh is 

our younger brother and we are their elder 

brother. When Bangladesh is in trouble, we 

should try to take the larger share of 

sufferings. This is « the right spirit. In this 

way the Gujral initiative has succeeded. We 

have now very good relations with 

Bangladesh. Things have improved. But we 

should not be carried away by such a 

exuberance because a man sitting in the 

North-East knows what it is. His heart is full 

of anguish. Take, for instance, Bhutan bor-

dering Assam. We all know that groups of 

militants, extremists come from across the 

border and kill people in the most cruel 

manner and then take refuge in Bhutan. The 

Government of India is finding it difficult to 

tackle it. I appreciate the difficulty in dealing 

with the situation inside Bhutan. It is not a 

question of Bhutan being a very small 

country and that it is not a power. But still it 

is a problem for us. In spite of Mahakali 

Basin Treaty with Nepal, there are some 

irritants. By and large, India and Nepal are 

the heirs of a great heritage. There is no 

reason why we should fall apart. We should 

have the farsight and vision that in spite of 

irritants we should work together and build 

and nurture our relations on objective 

realities. 

" The   Vice-Chairman   (SHRI   SANATAN 

BISI) in the Chair. 

So, what I want to say is that we should 

not be carried away by all this because I find 

in the prevailing literature, in the papers and 

in various magazines today, there is an 

euphoria going on that the 'Gujral Doctrine' 

has done what we could not do in fifty years. 

This is not the way to read the situation. 

Gujral Ji has done very well and we give 

credit to him for doing that. We wish him 

well and we want that he should carry on that 

work. Similar  euphoria  Was  expressed   

about 

Pakistan . Now, what is happening there? 

When we are having a golden jubilee session   

here,   their  forces   are  fighting against us. 

The other day, only three, four  days   back,   a   

number  of  Indian soldiers have been killed, 

including one Maj. Devender Singh.' They are 

dying for maintaining the freedom of this 

country, for maintaining the unity and 

integrity of this country. A kind of war is 

going on, and that war is not a proxy war. I 

refuse to agree that it is a proxy war. A proxy 

war is a war when Pakistanis are able to fight 

against us with the help of some of the poeple 

of Kashmir. The people of Kashmir are not the 

wilful partners in that game. It is a war being 

fought by Pakistan by recruiting mercenaries 

from the neighbouring countries and infiltrat-

ing them into India with the help of the 

Pakistani Army and terrorising Kashmiri 

youths to join theni. This is the kind of war 

that Pakistan is indulging in. In spite of that, 

two Prime Minister met at Male during   

SAARC   Conference   and   two rounds of 

Secretary-level talks have taken place. The 

third round will take place in the month of 

September i.e. next month. It is all right. But 

the question is that we should not forget the 

character of the policy in Pakistan, the 

characters of the ruling class in Pakistan and 

we should not refuse to take lessons from 

history. We should   not   be   found   wanting  

in   our defence preparedness. We should not 

be found wanting in dealing with those who 

are helping Pakistan, by taking the right type 

of steps at the right time. Here is a mystery. 

Our relationship with China is supposed to be 

improving. Our relationship with U.S.A. is 

claimed to be improving. But the United 

States _oi America continues  to help  

Pakistan  with  arms. China continues to help 

Pakistan. How is China helping Pakistan? 

China is helping Pakistan not with 

developmental projects but with missiles, for 

building up a missile factory to see that 

Pakistan has got at least parity, if not 

superiority, with India. So, whatever be the 

inner conditions of Pakistan—the conditions 

inside Pakistan are not very good only in the 

month of January this year when Benazir 

Bhutto's 
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Government was dismissed and the caretaker 

Prime Minister, Shri Malik Meraj Khalid, 

took over, he made a very, very frank 

statement. He is a very honest man. He was 

anguised with the situation prevailing in 

Pakistan. He said, as a caretaker Prime 

Minister, "Pakistan is a failed State. Pakistan 

is having a kind of rule that they cannot give 

security, to the minorities. Non-Muslim 

minorities can not dare to open their mouths 

to express their feelings. The Muslim 

Minorities are also being tortured and 

hounded out. So,  he prophesied,  the 

Pakistani State 

will disintegrate". That was the statement 

made by no less a person than the caretaker 

Prime Minister of Pakistan where no census 

could be done after 1971 to hide the face of 

the ruling community. What has happened? A 

group of people who have captured power in 

Pakistan, they may allow one Prime Minister 

to come when the other Prime Minister goes, 

dictates its policy. It is their policy that we 

have to contend with. We have no quarrel 

with the people of Pakistan. The people of 

Pakistan are like us. They carry the same 

blood as we do. They speak the same 

language as we do and we were one. We do 

not know about the future. But in future again, 

we may be one. This is the kind of Situations 

which the Government, the leaders who 

dream of great India, have to contend with. 

Now, as the torch-bearer of those people, who 

formulated that grand policy for India, it is 

our duty to see that we are able to deal with 

that kind of force. We should not forget that 

with the fall of Sahi dynasty in Afghanistan in 

the first part of the last millennium, we lost 

something, we lost our control over the 

strategic passes and became vulnerable to 

invasions with partition when had to part with 

some territory to Pakistan, had Pakistan 

follow the policy which Mr. Jinnah 

announced in his first speech that the Hindus, 

Muslims and all people would live together 

the picture would have been different. But it 

did not happen. Mr. Jinnah was the creator of 

Pakistan. But Mr. Jinnah was not heeded. His 

far  sighted statement showing the path 
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was not accepted. The result was that there 

were expulsions of non-Muslims from that 

country. The same process in a different way 

happened in the North-East, in the area called 

East Pakistan. This kind of expulsion trying to 

make a homogenous Islamic State, trying to 

bring in Shariat and making it a theocratic 

State has indeed posed a very great danger to 

India. It is not for the Hindus that I am 

speaking. It has posed a great ' danger to the 

people of India, to the people of Kashmir, to 

the Hindus, to the Muslims, to the 

descendents of the Mug-hals who built up a 

nice culture. It is to that culture and to that 

heritage that it has posed a great danger. It has 

to be dealth with accordingly. Mr. Vice-Chair-

man, I don't find any determination on the 

part of those who are ruling the country and 

are responsible for framing our defence 

policy. I suspect they are suffering from what 

may be called blurring of vision. I can walls 

we are unprepared at times to meet the 

challenges. India being a large country, being 

a regional power by its very size, population 

and everything, it has to play we are not 

supposed to remain content with a regional 

role only as we have the potential to become a 

superpower. If China is threatening to become 

a superpower, a pre-eminent superpower in 

the near future, why doesn't India? I think we 

should behave that way. We have to be 

powerful so that we can do good to the world. 

It is our duty to protect those values, that 

heritage, and to protect all the Indians from 

the onslaught that is taking place in Kashmir 

and other places today. What is our defence 

preparedness? I must be frank on this solemn 

occasion when we are celebrating the golden 

jubilee of our independence. What do the 

people of India expect from those who are 

ruling the country? They expect the leaders 

will open their heart. They will share their 

thoughts with the people. I am one of those 

Members of Parliament who don't have the 

experience of sitting in those chairs and 

formulating policies. Those who sit on them 

owe if to the people of India today share  their 

ex- 
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periences. If you are finding any obstruction 

anywhere in the completion of your guided 

missile system development programme, tell 

the people of India from where those 

pressures are coming. Why have we not been 

able,to complete our guided missile system 

development programme? Only yesterday the 

Defence Minister made a statement that Agni 

Project is on. What do you mean by "Agni 

missile is on"? It was on and off and off and 

on. We want to know how many tests have 

been carried out. There are five missile 

programmes in that package. What happened to 

the other programmes? When we took out a 

model of Prithvi there was hue and cry. The 

other day Pakistan tested their own missiles 

and besides they are in possession of Kill 

missiles. There are authentic proofs that 

Pakistan can hit Delhi any time, if there is a 

conflict. What is our defence preparedness? I 

don't know. Our mantra is Kashmir is an 

integral part of India. By uttering a mantra you 

cannot keep it an integral part of India. Both 

the Houses of Parliament in an unanimous 

Resolution stated that the portion lying in 

Occupied Kashmir should be feed and 

brought to our control. Yes, people of 

Kashmir should be first united. Wherever 

there is a division, there are problems all over. 

Along the line of partition in the sub* 

continent there are troubled areas.These 

problems should be solved first All our efforts, 

our policies, should be directed towards that 

end and we should not merely sit like a lame 

duck. We have to follow a vigorous policy. We 

must have adequate defence preparedness and 

get out of the chaos we have created by not 

signing CTBT and yet not going nuclear; but 

signing chemical weapons conventions and 

tending to sign land mines bar. 

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, regarding CTBT, 

the Prime Minister spoke in the morning. Yes, 

we should courage not to sign the CTBT. We 

said that our option was open. I met many 

people in many circles. Nobody understands 

today what we mean by the expression "our 

option is 

open". 1 want to put a question. When the 

CTBT comes into force, what will we do? It 

will become an international law. Then your 

nuclear arsenals and whatever you have will be 

thrown open for inspection. You cannot resist it. 

You cannot go against the world order or 

international law. Look, those people who have 

defied CTBT negotiations and entered into a 

nuclear club, are being favoured. America is 

favouring china because China has become a 

great nuclear power. Where are we? We do 

not know. If the leaders have something in 

their mind, they should come out with facts and 

logic to convince people and say "Yes, even 

without signing CTBT we know what will 

happen when it becomes a force. We will take 

care of that." Many people ask questions. 

Should we live under the shadow of nuclear 

threat always? Now America by the 2nd July 

test in Nevada has made it clear that she is 

refining her nuclear arsenals. They are making 

further improvement and Mr. Clinton was the 

first man to put his signatures on the CTBT 

document with lot of fanfare. Is it the kind of 

morality we are tolerating? Had Pandit Nehru 

been alive today, I am sure he would have 

thundered, he would have come out against this 

kind of duplicity being played on the 

humanity. I find that the voice of India has 

become weak. We are not speaking in that 

tone, in that temper. We lack courage and 

conviction. 

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, Shri Gujral has 

written an article in the January-March issue 

of 'World Focus'. I have a copy of that article 

with me. In this article he said, "one super 

power has become an 'unimpeded authority' 

of strength and military power". A nation 

may be militarily top in the world but if we 

decide that we shall impede your effort to 

dominate, we can do it. In Vietnam a small 

number of people did it. Cuba has done it. 

Great people of small countries have done it. 

Nehru's India did it. Yes, when India became 

free, we did it. Gujralji is our Prime Minister. 

He is an intellectual also. There is no doubt 

about it. Had he written this article only 
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in the capacity of an intellectual, I would not 

have minded it. He is a Prime Minister as we'l 

as our External Affairs Minister. He is the 

second person who is Prime Minister-cum-

External Affairs Minister like Pandit Nehru. I 

wish he had not written it. I find in various 

circles there were adverse reaction to such 

expression and ripples have been created 

because of that sentence. People suspect that 

there is a tone of surrender, at the highest 

power centre in the country. There is a tone of 

acceptance—'Yes, they are the great boss and 

they will dictate.' In India today if you go 

anywhere this suspicion is there that those 

who are very powerful they can dictate and 

they are dictating. I would like to give one 

example. A culture has developed in India 

today that anything coming from the West, 

anything coming from the World Bank or 

coming from the United Nations, is excellent. 

Whatever is there in India, it is bad. Instead of 

trying to improve it, rectify it follow what is 

coming from the rich west. In the field of 

elementary education—I am giving an 

example of that culture—the World Bank has 

given us a loan of Rs. 2,500 crores. There is a 

DPEP programme. It is after the JOM-TIEN 

Conference, 1990—Education for all World 

Conference. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI 

SANATAN BISI): Please conclude. 

DR. B.B. DUTTA: Kindly give me five 

minutes more. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI 

SANATAN BISI): I cannot give you five 

minutes. There are many speakers. 

DR. B.B. DUTTA: They say it is only for 

primary education. They set up their own 

DPEP parallel administration, parallel 

processes and everything. They will handle the 

curricula, teaching, learning and everything. 

They will handle the problem. These are very 

critical areas. It may be a very small thing. My 

question is, in the Constituent Assembly, 

when there was a debate on Article 45 for 

introducing compulsory elementary education 

upto the age of 14, Dr. Ambedkar 

a man of eminence clarified the Provision. 

When an amendment was moved, that you 

cannot give education from class six to 

fourteen, you try to restrict it to class ten. Dr. 

Ambedkar retorted, "I have put it deliberately 

because it is from class ten to fourteen that the 

boys and girk become child labourers. I want 

to see free India, see to it that child labour is 

not born at this stage." Now when the World 

Bank comes in we forget our Constitutional 

commitment which the parliament has thrice 

endorssed. We forget our own policies. Here is 

a new culuture of greed; now that so much of 

foreign exchange so much of money, is coming 

in. No thought is given. Take what you get. 

That is why I tell you today, I have attended 

many seminars, panel discussions and other 

exercises conducted by the Lai Bahadur 

Shashtri Foundation. There is a movement de-

veloping, a document has been circulated in the 

House by them that people today believe that 

the political parties in India are not having the 

capacity to govern this country, to deal with 

criminalisation, to deal with corruption, to deal 

with 100 per cent literacy question. They are 

not capable; therefore, people demand empow-

erment and share in the governance right from 

villages upwards. That movement is afoot. All 

the ideas have been convincingly presented in 

a document which has been circulated to the 

Members of Parliament. There is no time, 

otherwise, I myself would have elaborated on 

it. I have seen university students and college 

students have their own picture of how they 

would like to see the Rajya Sabha, how they 

would like to see the Rajya Sabha, how they 

would like to see the Lok Sabha behaving, 

how they would like to see the State 

Government behaving, how they would like to 

see the Panchayati Raj functioning. They are 

asking searching questions. So I tell you, Mr. 

Vice-Chairman, I have spoken these words only 

in self-criticism. I am not against anybody or 

for anybody or any party and all that. I think 

we must make a resolution in this Fiftieth Year 

of Independence and it will be a fitting tribute 

to 
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those who gave their everything for our well-

being. It is becuase of their sacrifices we are 

here today. I think we should adopt a 

resolution at the end of this session, to the 

effect that we shall have universal education 

with correct policies. There is a lot of 

faultines in the policies, it is because of factor 

like this that we are unable to move forward, 

we should go in for land reforms take hard 

decisions for * population control; we should 

build our defence, we shall have a forthright 

foreign policy to deal with the kind of situa-

tion we are facing. Thank you. 
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SHRI M.A. BABY (KERALA): Sir, I 
am privileged to speak on this very 
discussion—India and the 
World—initiated   by   the   hon.    Prime 
Minister. 

My learned colleague, Dr. Dutta, in his 

speech made certain critical  observations. 

about an article written by the hon. 

Prime Minister. The way he had 

described the military strength of the 

United States of America has been a 

subject of criticism. I do not want to go 

into the merits of the observation made 

by the hon. Prime Minister and the 

criticism my respected colleague has 

made, but I hope my colleague has heard 

the speech made by the Prime Minister 

today on the floor of the House. While 

initiating the debate he has compensated, 

if at all he has made certain unnecessary 

formulations in his article. He has more 

than compensated it by making an 

extraordinarily courageous and insightful 

speech.   

Sir, I had my apprehensions about the 
results of the entrre exercise in the four days 
earmarked for discussing the various issues, 
but I would also like to take this opportunity 
to state that the speech made by our Prime 
Minister today has allayed my apprehensions. 
In an unequivocal way he has stated our 
foreign policy perceptions. It will go down as 
a very important contribution made by this 
government. It was a very elaborate and 
comprehensive presentation. 

Sir, it was very interesting for me to come 

across an article written by Pandit Jawaharlal 

Nehru, not as the Prime Minister, but as the 

leader of the Congress Party, was back in 

1939. The title of that article is also India and 

the World, the topic .which we have been 

discussing today. I do not know whether that 

article has Influenced any one of us to suggest 

that this can be a topic for discussion. But, 

when we discuss such a topic, it is quite 

justifiable that time and again we make 

references to the perceptions upheld by Pt. 

Jawaharlal Nehru and the perceptions upheld 

by him

with regard to our world view. The view how 
India should emerge was not his perception. He 
had articulated those views, but, as has been 
lightly pointed out by many hon. Members og 
this House, this is the view developed by the 
Indian freedom struggle, the inbuilt strength 
of the struggle in which knowlingly or 
unknowingly great people made their 
contributions. 

Mahatma Gandhi to Khudi Ram Bose, 

Bhagat Singh, Netaji Subas Chandra 

Bose and many unknown soldiers. So, I 

bow By head. in honour of their 

remarkable contribution which has given 

us a perception. Now, let me come 

quickly to the question raised by Vishnu 

Kant Shastriji whether there is any 

relevance for the so-called non-aligned 

policy to be purused even today because 

there are no two blocs. I beg to 

respectfuly differ with my honourable 

colleague because the Non-Aligned 

Movement and the non-aligned 

perception was not a perception of 

neutriaUty from these two blocs. These 

were the words used by the Prime 

Minister also. It is not a policy of 

neutrality. The non-aligned policy was 

not to align ourselves either with the 

American bloc or with the countervailing 

force which was then existing like the 

Soviet Union and other socialist 

countries. It was also very much against 

the forces of colonialism and the forces of 

imperialism. Those forces have not 

disappeared even today. In the very 

eminent formulation of our Prime 

Minister again, the colonial forces are 

trying to come back again in different 

clothes. Therefore, rejuvenating, 

creating, modifying and updating the 

tradition of the Non-Aligned Movement 

is very much relevant and necessary 

today and more than any other time. This 

is what I am submitting.   

Sir, remembering a formulation made by 

the President of a country which considers 

itself to be an indispensable country in the 

world—the formulation he has made ns that 

the only indispensable   country   in   the    

world   is   this 

country, that is, the United States of 

America—I differentiate between the people 

of the United States of America and its 

administration—if you look at the tradition of 

that country, it is great country with many 

great people, writers, thinkers. But we have to 

differentiate between the people and Pentagon, 

the administration. They have been 

maintaining a position of their jndispensability 

and their invincibility today. This is also their 

feeling. Therefore, they are trying to be not 

only indispensable and invincible, but visibly 

and invisibly they are trying to penetrate 

everywhere and trying to dictate terms. I need 

not say anything more than what Dr. Dutta has 

stated, that Vietnam and Cuba and India have 

shown many a time that it is not an invincible 

country or it is not an indispensable country. 

 

But what is our world view when we discuss 

"India and the World". We do not consider 

any country as a big country, population-wise, 

military strength-wise, economic strength-

wise. Some may categorise some countries as 

big and small countries. But for us there is no 

big and small country. Every country is 

required on this planet. Every human being 

should have a place on this beautiful planet. In 

our country when we discuss the problems of 

our countrymen, we don't differentiate 

between people living in some parts of the 

country and people living in some other parts 

of the country belonging to some religion, 

belonging to either sex. The philosophical 

perception which has been developed has a 

tradition of over 7,000 years. Therefore, we 

are proud of some of the lofty ideals which 

have been perfected by many other thinkers 

later on. You find tr""ir origin in our own 

tradition. Many refe.v ces have been made to 

Vasudaiva Kutumbakam. There is a concept 

Loka samasta sukhino bhavanthu; Great 

socialist ideals, great ideals of equality, great 

ideals of dignity and  respect for 
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every nation and every human being have 

been fine-tuned and perfected today by great 

thinkers. We can trace back their origin to the 

ancient vision of our country. I don't say that 

our country is the only repository of 

civilizations. Rather, there are other equally 

great civilizations. So, I would like to leave it 

at that. Today when we discuss about the 

problems of India and the world, we should 

not confine ourselves to the issues related to 

foreign policy alone. As has been rightly 

pointed out by Bhuvnesh Chaturvedi Ji, even 

the foreign policy originates from the 

domestic policy. But if we try to bring the 

problems of the world in a wide-angled lens, 

then we will realise that the most important 

and acute problem of the world today is the 

problem faced by the developing world due to 

imperialism and colonial exploitation to 

which these countries were subjected to for 

centuries. All the problems of the Asian 

countries or the African countries or the 

Latin-American countries, the so-called third-

world or the South, are not the natural 

problems of these geographical areas. But 

these are the problems which have been 

existing due to the century-old exploitation by 

the developed world. Today, the developed 

world is ordering us what we should do. 

Therefore, to sum up, the crux of the problem 

which comes up when we discuss the foreign 

policy issues, is the fact that even today, the 

rich countries continue to exploit the poor 

countries. I do not call India a poor country. 

They are exploiting us because we are a rich 

country with natural resources, with human 

resources. So, rich countries belonging to the 

third-world, are made to suffer poverty 

because of the exploitation through new 

means, through invisible means, through trade 

contracts and trade relations which continue 

even today. So, exploitation at that level, 

exploitation by the rich countries of other 

countries and exploitation in every country of 

the poor by the rich, these are the two basic 

problems which we have to address ourselves 

to when we discuss the foreign policy issues. 

Alongwith this, I feel that 

mindless and unscientific exploitation of this 

planet by people is also posing an equally 

grave threat to the sustenance of humanity.    

Therefore,     whenever    we discuss      

development,      we      discuss sustainable 

development because nature cannot   be   

exploited   without   thinking about the future. 

This is a very wide subject. But I leave it at 

that. We had Rio Summit. But some are not 

signing the Bio-diversity Convention.  I do not 

want to elaborate it due to paucity of time.  

Along with this,  we  also face a major       

problem       of       oppression, discrimination     

and     exploitation     of women. When we try 

to tackle the major problems of humanity, the 

exploitation of the rich countries, the 

exploitation of the poor   by   the   rich   in   

every   country, wherever   exploitation    is   

allowed   or wherever   it   is   possible,   

mindless   and unscientific exploitation of 

nature by man without     thinking     the     

future     and discrimination     and     

exploitation     of women, these constitute 

major problems of the people today. These ate 

the issues which should be raised in the world 

fora by a country like India and they should try 

to bring in certain consensus. But I don't think 

that alone is sufficient. There are basic 

changes required in our society. Here  I  would  

like  to  point  to  some criticism made by 

some of my friends about what has happened 

in U.S.S.R. and   East    Europe,    the    

question   of democracy   and   the   fact   that   

it   has collapsed,   and   about   an   

observation European countries which 

experimented with their own socialist practices. 

There were {inadequacies and aberrations in 

them. I don't have any hesitation to admit, so 

far as democracy is concerned, that most of 

those socialist practices,  most of those 

socialist experiments, could not come out with   

anything   most   creditable.   After having 

made this self-criticism, I would like   to   add   

what   our   concept   of democracy is. In a 

country like ours we have every right to be 

proud of what has been     practised     in     the     

form     of parliamentary democracy, despite 

all its inadequacies,  shortages and aberrations 

like the 25th June, 1975 episode. Whcr. 
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we claim credit for creating a democracy, 

whatever democracy we follow or we practise 

here, the real sense of democracy means the 

education of the people. People should be 

literate. People should be politically and 

ideologically equipped to take a correct 

decision when they go to the polling booths. 

We describe parliamentary institutions as 

temples of democracy. I would like to say that 

we should call every polling booth as a temple 

of democracy. We should remember what sort 

of ungly scenes are taking place there. If the 

people are to make the right choice with regard 

to the candidate or with regard to the political 

party, they should have the ideological and 

political equipment, that is, education. Without 

that, the practice of democracy is only an 

illusion. In spite of all the deficiencies in the 

erstwhile USSR and other countries, they 

were- able to ensure a democratic atmosphere 

for the people in those countries by improving 

the living conditions, by ensuring total literacy 

and education, etc. Again I make this sharp 

self-criticism that in the political area more 

remained to be achieved in those countries. 

Now I will come to a few other points. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI 

SANATAN BISI): Your time is already over. 

 

SHRI M.A. BABY: Sir, I hope you would 

be as indulgent towards me as you were 

towards my colleagues. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI 

SANATAN BISI): Quite all right. There 

should be no repetition. 

 

SHRI M.A. BABY: I will be very brief. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI 

SANATAN BISI): The Prime Minister has 

already mentioned your name and your 

activities. 

SHRI M.A. BABY: Sir, a question was 

raised about the relevance of NAM. Those who 

are questioning the relevance of NAM are 

expanding the NATO. Has 

being made by my hon. colleague that it was 

the copying of.the U.S.S.R. pattern in India 

which has led to problems. First of all, we 

have to realise that India has gained 

tremendously from the help of the former 

Soviet Union and other East anyone put the 

question whether NATO has any relevance 

today, after the dismantling of USSR, after 

the collapse of USSR? and What has 

happened in East Europe? These are some of 

the issues about which we should be very 

careful. 

If India is to play a rightful role which a 

country like India should play at international 

level, it is very important to strengthen our 

foreign policy. We have to strengthen our 

country economically. Not only that, whatever 

economic achievement we have been able to 

realise within this country should be 

distributed in an equitable manner. The 

strength of the country means the strength of 

the Indian people. Here I would like to make 

a reference to my State of Kerala. In the State 

of Kerala a new experiment is taking place in 

two areas. One is people's planning to convert 

the Ninth Plan as people's Plan. People are 

involved at the grass-roots level. They hold 

meetings and they decide what kind of 

developmental activities should take place in 

their villages. Similarly, there is a State-level 

advisory committee where all the former Chief 

Ministers including Shri A.K. Antony and 

Shri K. Karunakaran are members. They are 

Vice-Chairmen. The first Chief Minsiter of 

Kerala is the Chairman of the State-level 

advisory committee. There is no politics at all 

in 

this. 

Whatever problems are there, we are willing 

to discuss them across the table and sort out 

those problems. 

SHRI H. HANUMANTHAPPA: Have you 

included our party also? 

SHRI M.A. BABY: We don't want any 

differentiation between your party and our 

party. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI 

SANATAN BISI): Please conclude. 
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SHRI M.A. BABY: I am concluding. 

These are my concluding observations. 

Similarly in the poverty eradication 

programme, the real poor people are 

being identified and they are empowered 

to take up activities to eradicate poverty. 

This is known as Alleppey model. It is a 

place from where Shri Vayalar Ravi 

comes. The success of the Alleppey 

model has got them an international 

award from UNESCO. Here we have 

been discussing about empowerment of 

women and about reservation for women 

which we have not been able to achieved 

even during the 50th year of our 

independence. The alleppey model of 

poverty eradication is basically conducted 

by women. I would like to submit that in 

order to create a new world—India is a 

part of the world and India is different 

from the world also—free from 

exploitation and oppression by one nation 

or the other, we have to involve the 

people at every level. Our foreign policy 

perception, our anti-imperialist 

perception and our perception of Non-aligned 

Movement should be made a part of the 

understanding of the people at all levels. I hope 

in this 50th year of independence, there will be a 

national endeavour towards this. Thank you.

SHRI YERRA NARAYANASWAMY 

(Andhra Pradesh): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, 

thank you for giving me this opportunity to 

speak in this Special Session on the occasion 

of the 50th year of our independence in this 

August House. 

Sir, in the early '50s and '60s, just after 

independence, India was a major player on 

the world political scene. The role of India 

was not due to its military prowess 

or economic strength but due to fertile ideas 

and initiatives which came from our 

leadership. Jawaharlal Nehru was one of the 

founders of the Non-aligned Movement. It 

was this concept which gave a voice to the 

countries which were outside the sphere of 

influence of super powers and this idea was 

relevant till recently. Sir, gradually there has 

been a decline in the role and the profile of 

India in the international arena. Some 

observers say that with the fall of the Soviet 

Union, India naturally has a smaller role to 

play. But, this means that moral force and 

diplomacy have no role. 

 

In the present context, India's international 

activity is limited to SAARC. There is no 

doubt that relations with neighbours should 

take an important place in our diplomacy. But 

such neighbourhood diplomacy should not 

thwart or reduce our diplomatic presence 

overseas. 

 

The main thrust of India's efforts recently 

has been to secure a place in the Security 

Council of the United Nations. We have 

received scant support in the face of 

ambitions of Japan, Germany and other 

economic giants. We can never compete with 

the 'cheque book diplomacy' of such 

countries. What is required is to launch a 

medium-term initiative to regain the goodwill 

and presence in foreign countries. It is my 

feeling that our diplomacy is mainly USA-

focused or Euro-centric." There is no dobut 

that Europe and the U.S.A. are vital to our 

interests. But, for very little investment, we 

would be reaping immense goodwill if we 

continue to maintain links with Latin 

America, Africa and other under-developed 

Asian countries. Some of our most successful 

programmes have been in this area. For 

example, the following programmes of the 

Ministry of External Affairs have served to 

establish links with foreign countries: 

Student scholarships. 

Training     facilities     for     foreign 

diplomats. 
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People-to-people contacts through 
mutual visits. 

Activating our embassies in such 
countries to develop cultural and 
educational relationships. 

The best returns for these efforts have been 

the goodwill generated through such 

programmes. Incidentally, I learnt that while 

diplomats from foreign countries appreciate 

the training, the level of hospitality should be 

improved. We should increase our efforts and 

turn our attention to the third world countries. 

I am aware that there is no Non-Aliened 

Movement or such international for a 

presently. But, goodwill generated quitely 

through patient efforts will help to keep 

India's role alive. 

Sir, we should also encourage for the 

establishment of Area-Studies 

Programmes in our universities and such 

programmes should be funded properly. I 

understand that only the Jawaharlal Nehru 

University and Delhi University are given 

such attention. There are excellent 

universities around the country and they 

should be asked to set up Area-Studies 

Programmes which would result in better 

knowledge of other countries and also 

frequent and regular exchange of scholars and 

others. The Government should at least select 

ten universities immediately around the 

country to establish or help to establish such 

Area-Studies Programmes, which are sorely 

lacking at present. 

Sir, I sense a feeling of drift in our foreign 

policy establishment. Having got used to 

super-power rivalry and movements like 

Non-Alignment, which defined our role 

easily, now they are without focus. Our 

present situation calls for fresh initiatives and 

not nostalgic feelings for the past. A great 

wise man said, "Change is the only constant." 

We cannot expect matters to remain 

standstill. Things change and we should be 

prepared for it. 

The foreign policy establishment should 

shed its patronising air towards the academic 

world. Incidentally, in countries 

with vast foreign policy establishments, 

academic figures dominate their affairs. In 

India, they have no role at all. This situation 

should change and we should encourage 

experts to contribute their knowledge and 

experience. India should never aim for a 

'shuttle diplomacy'. We should aim for long-

term goodwill and respect. 

•SHRI N. THALAVAI SUNDARAM 

(Tamil Nadu): Mr. Vicc-Chairman, Sir, I am 

thankful to you for giving me this 

opportunity to speak on "India and the 

World" during this special session 

commemorating the 50th year of our 

independence. As we celebrate the golden 

jubilee of our independence, we realise that 

the cooperation, the unity is lacking amongst 

us. 

Sir, when we look at Kerala, we are jealous 

of their unity. Though belonging to different 

political parties, they speak in one voice 

when it comes to projecting the problems of 

their state. Be it any issue, whether relating to 

rubber or railways, I find Members from 

Kerala, particularly Mr. Baby and Mr. 

Vayalar Ravi, putting up a united fight for 

their state. It is my wish that such unity, 

cooperation shounu be in all other states. 

Sir, we all should feel that we are Indians. 

This feeling is a must. Even in this august 

House, we find a microcosm of India. 

Representatives of all the states are here, in 

this hallowed House. When we meet here, we 

wish each other and exchange pleasantries. 

On the floor of the House, we make our 

points and register our grievances and 

complaints. There is nothing wrong in it. But 

we should think whether such debates would 

benefit the nation. I see the Hon'ble Members 

from West Bengal raising matters pertaining 

to their states effectively and lucidly. That 

should be the spirit.Such should be the 

motivation. We ought to have unity. Then 

alone we can walk head and shoulder above 

as a nation in the international arena. 

'English translation of the original speech in 

Tamil. 
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Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, in Tamil Nadu, we 

are fa'cing a lot of problems. Our fishermen 

are being repeatedly killed by Sri va when 

they go for fishing. We have raised this matter 

on the floor of the House several times and 

have brought it to the notice of the centre. The 

Hon'ble Minister from Tamil Nadu sitting 

across, used to demand justice for our 

fishermen before joining the Council of 

Ministers. I would appeal to the Minister to 

take up the matter with the Hon'ble Prime 

Minister and find a solution to this problem. 

Sir, I am reminded of a few wonderful 

lines from the poetry of Pavendar 

Bharathidhasan. While singing in praise of 

Thirukkural, a grand treatise on high morals, 

Pavender sings: I quote: 

I read Kural and read it again I shed the 

erring trend, My heart turned pure: My 

soul in full rejoice I read about 

righteousness And about the cycle of 

deeds: I read about happiness And also 

about wisdom That made me wipe The 

miseries of the world. 

 

That is how happiness can be achieved. We 

have several political parties in our country. 

But we see the ruling parties and the 

opposition parties accusing each other. I am 

not finding fault with this. We should rather 

try to find solution to in the larger interest of 

the people. 

Sir, we have talented. people in our 

country. Our doctors and engineers have gone 

. abroad and have earned laurels. They are 

going abroad because they earn more, there. 

We should try to use their talents by 

recognising their worth. 

In China, capital punishment is given for 

various crimes. That is why rate of crime is 

low there. In 1996 capital punishment was 

awarded to 6100 persons and 4367 have been 

executed. But in India, capital punishment is 

given seldom. That is why murder, burglary 

and rape are on the increase in India. 

THE , VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI 
SANATAN BISI): Please conclude. 

SHRI N. THALAVAI SUNDARAM: I am 

concluding. Sir, There are many rivers in 

India. There are perennial rivers like Ganga 

and Cauvery. But unless all the major rivers 

are linked, we will keep suffering for the 

want of water. So, we should take up linking 

of major rivers in the country in the larger 

interest of the nation. As I conclude, Once 

again I thank the Chair and the General 

Secretary of my party. 

SHRI K. RAHMAN KHAN (Andhra 

Pradesh): Thank you, Mr. Vice-Chairman, 

Sir, for having given me an opportunity to 

participate in the debate which we are having 

on 'India and the World.' Before I express my 

views, I would like to salute the freedom 

fighters and also our leaders who had given 

freedom to us. This year we are celebrating 

the 50th year of our independence. We must 

remember on this day, when we are 

discussing 'India and the World,' the sound 

foreign policy given by Mahatma Gandhi, his 

ideals followed by Jawaharlal Nehru, Lal 

Bahadur Shastri, Indira Gandhi, Rajiv Gandhi 

and the contribution of the Congress Party. 

We should remember today that whatever 

sound foreign policy we have today is the 

contribution of the Congress, not only of the 

Congress which ruled this country for fifty 

years, but of the Congress which got the 

freedom to our nation. While doing so, We 

have this session called for introspection. No 

doubt, there is unanimity that our foreign 

policy is sound. We have achieved, we 

have^played our role in the world but we 

have some pitfalls also. 

(THE   DEPUTY   CHAIRMAN   in   the 

Chair) 

We have not been above to exhibit our, role as 

a great nation which we should have done it. 

From the beginning till the Rajiv Gandhi era, 

we were taken seriously in the world. We used 

to play a role on various international issues. 

We used to be considered as the leader of the 
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| third world. We used to be considered as the 

champions of the oppressed and the 

 small nations. But, today, because of our 

Viternal contradictions, because of our 

internal dissents, we have not been able: to 

play that role. We have to play that role. 

Madam, today, the hon. Prime Minister 

analysed our foreign policy. He has set a trend 

as to what should be our foreign policy and 

also what should be our role in future. He has 

rightly said that we should develop good 

neighbourly relations. Unfortunately, Pakistan 

has adopted a confrontationist attitude right 

from the beginning and it continues to do so. 

But, we should not give up our efforts. On this 

occasion, I would like to mention in this 

august House that Pakistan is using religion to 

bring up the Kashmir issue and is projecting it 

as an Islamic issue among 40 odd Islamic 

coun tries. This is where we have failed. We 

have failed in countering the anti-India 

propaganda carried on by Pakistan among the 

various countries in the world; particularly, 

among the Islamic countries. We have not 

done what we should have done. It is a sad 

commentary. Why should we feel hesitant? 

Why should we feel apologetic? We have to 

tell the whole world that this is not an Islamic 

issue; this is not a religious issue. For this, we 

have to establish people-to-people contacts. I 

would say that our missions have failed in this 

regard. Our missions have totally failed to 

remove this misconception. 

 

I would appeal to my entire Muslim 

brethren. India has the largest number of 

Muslims, next only to Indonesia. We have 

respectability here. We enjoy equal rights. 

We are equal citizens. I would like to know as 

to what we have done to counter the anti-

India propaganda by Pakistan? What have our 

missions done? We have not done anything. 

Pakistan has been misleading the world, 

saying that the Muslims have not been given 

equal rights, whereas, the position is, we 

enjoy equal rights. We enjoy everything here. 

But Pakistan is trying to mislead. We have 

not been able to correct this. We 

have not been able to counter this misre-

presentation. This point we have to take up. 

We have to involve ourselves in this. 

Now, how do we project our nation before 

the world? Yes: today, we are interdependent. 

We have to develop. We cannot ignore'the 

other nations. We cannot ignore the countries 

which are developed. But we have to 

strengthen ourselves. We have to develop our 

resources. We have to speak from a position 

of strength. This position of strength we can 

get by setting our house in order. 

See the economic situation. Madam, 

tourism is one of the best areas where we can 

develop further. There is a great potential in 

this sector. But we have not done anything in 

this field of tourism. We have reached just 

two million. We are celebrating the arrival of 

the two millionth tourist to this country. We 

are happy that we have reached the two-

million-mark. But take a small country like 

Tunisia. Tunisia which is a small country, 

with a population of just SO lakhs, attracts 

three million tourists. Therefore, we have to 

do a lot in this area. This is how we have to 

project ourselves. 

We have to give to the world. Today, a 
person is respected when he gives. A person 
who asks is not respected. This is there even 
in our society. The giver is respected. Why is 
America respected today? The whole world is 
afraid of America. We talk so much about 
America. It has developed its strength. 

Madam, our culture is not to exploit 

anybody. That is not our culture, as the Prime 

Minister rightly said. We are not going to 

exploit any nation. We are going to give. 

That strength of giving we have not 

developed. On this occasion, we have to 

introspect as to how we can do it. 

Madam, today, we are celebrating the fifty 

years of our Independence. In another two 

years, we will have the 200th birth 

anniversary of Tipu Su'tan, one of the greatest 

martyrs. It was he who started    our    fight    

for    freedom    two 
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hundred years ago. He developed a small 

kingdom. He forged relations with all the 

countries in the world. He brought silk from 

China. Today, silk is one of the nerves of our 

economic activity. He forged relations with 

France. He established relations with Persia; 

as I said, with all the countries in the world. 

He gave his life in the battlefield, knowing 

fully well that he was fighting a losing battle. 

On the 50th Anniversary we have to 

remember him. We have to salute him. I request 

the Human Resource Development Minister 

to constitute a committee to commemorate the 

200th Death Anniversary of Tipu Sultan, 

which falls in 1999. On this occasion, we have 

to salute the freedom fighters. We have to 

salute those people who have built this 

nation. We have to salute those people who 

have given us the sound foreign policy. 

Madam, today, we should not forget the 
Middle East. We have to strengthen our 
relations with the Middle East countries. We 
have to evolve a policy on the Middle East. We 
have to cultivate them. They are our 
immediate neighbours. They will be very 
useful. When we arc developing, we can help 
all other countries. 

I would like to mention one last thing. We 

have to correct the activities of our missions. 

As my learned friend, Mr. Kumar, said, there 

is something lacking in our missions. They 

have to be aggressive in projecting India. They 

have to be aggressive in projecting the foreign 

policy of India. They have to be aggressive in 

projecting our economy. We are lacking in 

that. Even internally, we are depending too 

much on the bureaucracy. The bureaucracy is 

also equally responsible for what is done. 

This is so externally also. What are our 

missions doing? I am not criticising them. But 

they have to become very active. We project 

our country through our diplomatic missions. I 

am sure we will be able to improve on this.

SHRI VAYALAR RAVI (Kerala): Madam 

Deputy Chairperson, we are at the fag end of 

a very elaborate and a very valuable 

discussion. The hon. Prime Minister and Shri 

Pranab Mukherjee have efficiently reviewed 

the evolution of Indian foreign policy and the 

future perspective. Madam, in this 

connection, I want to mention one or two 

issues. For over 50 years we have passed 

through many crises in the world. But all the 

time our Governments and our leaders and 

Pandit Nehru stood with the oppressed nations. 

It has been mentioned that when the Suez 

Canal crisis came up, he had 

expressed our solidarity with another country. 

He had used a famous sentence, "It is a naked 

aggression." Thereafter we could see the 

emergence of the Non-Aligned Movement and 

the emergence of the Third World. Whenever 

there was a crisis, they faced it with courage. 

When the world leaders were expected to 

travel to attend conferences at Belgrade and 

Bandung, we know how imperialist forces 

wanted to annihilate the leaders by causing an 

aircraft accident or by causing an explosion in 

the aircraft. When India and other countries 

gave leadership to the NAM and saw the 

emergence of the Third World and ensured 

unity in the Afro-Asian countries, the 

imperialist forces wanted to break that unity. 

So, we had passed through different stages. 

After 50 years, where do we live? What is our 

goal? Now, there is no Soviet Union. Shri 

Pranab Mukherjee has spoken about the role 

played by the Soviet Union, The Prime 

Minister also explained the role played by the 

Soviet Union in our support. The Soviet 

Union was a balancing force against the 

imperialist aggression all the time. Today, the 

role of India as well as the Non-Aligned 

Movement is more important. This has also 

awakened Afro-Asian unity. Today, what is 

happening? The basic question I am raising 

before this nation is: Can we play this role 

where this sub-continent has become an area 

of tension? This areas has become an area of 

tension. We can play a role by giving leadership 

to the Non-Aligned Movement, to the Third 

World and to the Afro-Asian countries. 

Many friends were accusing the 

Government or were finding fault with the 

Government on the treaty with Bangladesh. I 

believe that it is one of the major steps 

towards normalisation of relations between the 

two countries. 

Madam, Kashmir is an issue. How long can 

we continue this issue? This issue must be 

settled. So far this issue has remained an area 

of tension. A cry for war will begin again and 

there will be more and more stockpiling of 

arms. Where are we going to use these arms? 
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Some of our friends very often talk of atomic 
weapons. Where are we going to drop those atomic 
weapons? Where are I we going to use them? So, 
this kind of thinking makes a retardation, not a prog-
ress. 

 

 

Madam, I believe that the people of Pakistan are 

different from the Government of Pakistan. Many 

people understand the concern of the people of 

Pakistan, but they fail to understand the 

Government. They fail to demarcate between these 

two institutions. One is the people and the other is 

the Government. The Government in Pakistan is 

controlled by the elite group. Naturally they want to 

keep the Kashmir issue a live issue all the time for 

their political purposes. Are we going to be a prey 

to that trap? Are we falling into that trap? They want 

that this tension should continue to exist between 

the two countries. Unfortunately, we are also 

falling into that trap and I believe, we must stop 

this. Madam, a time has come when this country 

must have an open debate on the Kashmir issue. 

All political parties must have a debate to find 

out ways and means to solve this problem. We 

are a sovereign country. Our sovereignty exists. 

But what is the situation beyond the Line of 

Control? It is a fiction that our sovereignty exists 

beyond the Line of Control. A time has come 

when we should have' a laudable thinking on this 

issue and this House also must debate this issue 

and we must evolve a consensus on this issue. 

Of course, there may be political differences. 'But 

those political differences will not stand in the 

way of settlement of this issue and we will make 

the Indian sub-continent free of tension. 

Lastly, in the morning, it has been said that 

multilateral issues and a multilateral society are 

emerging. But this is a wishful thinking. There is a 

trade block which is coming to India. The basic 

issue in that trade block is the racial combination, 

the NAFTA the European Union and the racial 

combination of superiority and exploitation on the 

pattern of Sourth Africa.  This is  a matter 

which should be 
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looked into and India has a great role to 

play in the whole thing. 

In many countries, in many parts of the world, 

apart from NRIs, there are people of Indian 

origin. A large number of people of the Indian 

origin are scattered all over the world. They have 

been living there for the last one or two 

centuries. They have born and brought up in those 

countries but they are of Indian origin. There is 

also a racial conflict. We don't want to get 

involved in their internal affairs because we 

believe in the philosophy of Panchsheel which 

taught us peaceful co-existence. Some of my 

friends have expressed the views that the 

philosophy of Panchsheel was a wrong 

philosophy. I would like to inform them that it was 

the most relevant philosophy at that time and it is 

the most relevant philosophy even today and 

even for the future world. Pandit Jawaharlal 

Nehru and the leaders of the third-world in those 

days had initiated this philosophy of Panchsheel 

for peaceful co-existence. This was the crux of 

that slogan and the Government of India and 

the people of India must take the friendship 

with the people of the Indian origin into 

account. I conclude with one sentence. Let us 

keep this sub continent free from a war cry, let 

us make this sub continent an area of peace, let us 

make the people of this sub continent realise that 

the people of India and the people of Pakistan are 

one, they are brothers. We should not give an 

impression that we are on a war path. We 

should give an impression that we are on the 

process of development, we are on the process 

of peaceful co-existence. We should make the 

people of Pakistan understand that they are our 

brothers. With this, I conclude my speech. 

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Shri V. P. 

Duraisamy. Mr. Duraisamy, do you really want 

to speak because you have been speaking 

everyday? 

SHRI V.P. DURAISAMY (Tamil Nadu): I 

have been speaking for the last two days. 

Madam, I am under the impression that I am 

going to wind up. 
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THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, no. 

There is Mr. Sharief-Ud-Din-Shariq, who is 

the last speaker. 

SHRI V.P. DURAISAMY: Madam, though 

I am a loan Member of the D.M.K. party, I 

have not been singled out. I will not take 

more than five minutes. If we have to assess 

the progress made by us as a nation during 

the last fifty years, we must compare 

ourselves with the rest of the world and see 

where we stand. It really pains us to know 

that more than nine crores children do not 

attend schools in India. Probably, India would 

be the only nation to enter into the 21st 

century with half of its population illiterate. 

We must remember that the population of a 

nation becomes a burden if its people arc 

illiterate. With such a percentage of illiteracy, 

we cannot keep pace with the world. Every 

third depressed person in the world is an 

Indian. Every fourth child labourer in the 

world is from India. One-third of those who 

don't get protected drinking water in the 

world are Indians. It is shocking to note that 

nearly 50% of the blind persons in the entire 

globe is in India. Out of the 1.60 crores of 

people who are afflicted by T.B., 1.27 crores 

are Indians. The list is endless. I don't think 

we have any reason to be satisfied with our 

progress. 

Indian economy is based on agriculture. It 

is the farmers' and agricultural labourers' 

sweat and toil which have saved the day. It is 

the farmers who have brought us pride in the 

international arena. India is number one in the 

world in food production. India is second in 

vegetable production. But the Governments at 

the Centre have not cared to look into the 

genuine problems of the farmers. We call 

ourselves as a champion of developing 

countries. We talk of self-reliance and self-

sufficiency. We should remember one thing. 

Our country may be economically strong but 

we are unable to provide a decent living to all 

its citizens. Since the end of the so-called 

golden age, that is, from 1948 to 1973, the 

U.S., England and many other 

countries have gone backward in providing a 
decent living to their citizens. India is 
economically much stronger than Switzerland 
and will become further strong in the future. 
But it is Switzerland which provides a decent 
existence to all its citizens. More than one-
third of our population is living below the 
poverty line. 

Sir, this is an era where we talk of a global 

village. Though we have an ancient 

civilisation and a celebrated culture, we 

cannot remain in isolation from the 

happenings in the world. After the fall of the 

USSR, the United States have been behaving 

like a big brother in the international arena. 

During the 1971 Indo-Pakistan war, it was the 

erstwhile USSR, a time-tested friend, that 

stood like a rock by us against the US support 

for Pakistan. Today the situation is different. 

The US interest is looming large against the 

interest of developing nations like India in 

every international treaty. The GATT and the 

CTBT are just two examples. The United 

States intend to become the World's 

unrivalled nuclear-weapon State. The CTBT 

in its present form is highly discriminatory 

and weighs heavily in favour of the nuclear-

weapon powers. The sensational GUARDIAN 

report on the United States' massive secret 

programme for building a new generation of 

nuclear weapons gives a startling indication 

about the real intention of Uncle Sam. It is 

learnt that two nuclear operated ships of the 

US were brought to the Gujarat shore for 

being broken. Of the total number of ships 

broken in Asia, 90% is broken on Gujarat 

shore. The hon. Minister for Environment had 

stated in the other House that under the new 

policy it was not necessary to obtain 

permission of the Government. It is a 

dangerous policy. Why should we make India 

a dumping ground for hazardous nuclear 

waste of other countries? We need to evolve a 

clear policy on this. 

While the other nations are secretly 

increasing their nuclear weapon power, 
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we are not inclined to use it even for 

developing our infrastructure and economy. 

The proposed Koodankulam atomic power 

project in Tamil Nadu with USSR's assistance 

has been hanging fire for several years. This 

2,000-megawatt project could not be executed 

due to the disintegration of USSR. People of 

that area have some apprehension because of 

the Chernobyl and Bhopal gas tragedies. The 

Government should look into the safety aspect 

of the project and do the needful. 

 

But for a few spells, generally we have been 

having good relations with our neighbours. It 

seems that the statement of the late Bhutto 

that Pakistan has declared a thousand years 

war with India, keeps ringing in the ears of the 

Pakistani leaders off and on. At a time when 

the bilateral talks are going on, it is sad that 

Pakistan opened a heavy firing on the Line of 

Control. It seems that they have forgotten the 

bitter experience of the past. This only 

confirms the activities of ISI on the Indian 

soil. But we are in a sound position to give a 

fitting reply. But it will be good if both the 

nations avoid further confrontation. While 

concluding, I would like to quote a couplet in 

Tamil which means a Government is that which 

can bear any burden that may be pressed on it 

and yet pays full tribute to its sovereignty. 

I am sure, we, as a nation, are capable of 

rising to the occasion to protect our 

sovereignty and honour. "Thank you. 
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THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: With this 
very nice Shair of Dr. Mohammad Iqbal, we 
end this debate on 'India and the World' and 
adjourn the House till 11 O'clock tomorrow.
