(a) whether the domestic oil
production which had reached the level
of 35.19 million tonnes in 199596
dropped to 32.8 million tonnes in 1996-97
and this drop in oil production has been
attributed to frequent power break-
downs, increasc in water cuts and other
factors, as per the Economic Survey; and

(b) if so, the steps taken to remedy
these causes in crder to boost indigenous
oil production?

THE MINISTER OF PETROLEUM
AND NATURAL GAS (SHRI
JANESHWAR MISHRA): (a) The
domestic crude oil production during
1996-97 was approximately 32.88 MMT
comparcd to the level of 35.147 MMT
achieved during the year 1995-96. The
reasons for shortfall in production are:—

—Reduction in anticipated production
from the major fields of Mumbai
Regional Business Centre especially
Bombay High and Neelam, due to
unexpected reservoir behaviour not in
conformity with earlier predictions.

—Reduced production from joint
