Som Pal has cited in order to draw the
attention of the Government that
Parliament is being degraded,
degencrated into this debate. What is this
government doing? 1 fully associate
myself with the sentiments expressed by
my colleague, Mr. Som Pal and joined by
Mr. Salve, that Parliament should not be
taken so lightlyin such matters and the
entire House will appretiate this. After
all, we are ourselves responsible for
degrading, degenerating our institution
through such methods (Interruptions)

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI
TRILOKI NATH CHATURVDI): We
have discussed this matter thoroughly and
I think all of us share the feelings
expressed by Mr. Som Pal and so ably
supported by Mr. Salve and Shri Satish
Agaywal that the rights and privileges of
this House should be fully protected and
nothing should be done that might delay
things or withdraw them in a way that
shows that this House is treated in a
casual manner. I think these feelings are
shared by all.
