However, a detailed
exercise has been undertaken in the
Planning Commission with regard to
transfer of Centrally Sponsored schemes to
States. A note prepared on this subject has
been discussed by the Internal Planning
Commission. A revised paper is being
prepared which will be circulated to all
State Governments/UTs and concerned
Central Ministries for their comments.
Thereafter a final report will be prepared for
the approval of the Full Planning
Commission before it is submitted to the
NDC for a final decision.
