There is no problem in recruitment of 

Junior Commissioned Officers/Other Ranks 

in the Indian Army. Adequate number of 

recruits are presently under training. 

The Militry Jawans are statutorily required 

to protect the boundaries of the country as 

well as to assist the civil authorities during 

internal security disturbances with the 

approval of the Government.
