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girls going to Singapore for employment
and the subsidy being given by the
Government to such girls, is concerned, it
is not true. The Government is not
supporting such travel of young girls. Sir,
that much I can say. I do concede that
even some countries are attracting girls
from this country, it may be Gulf, it may
be Singapaore, and here we have to take
preventive mecasures. That is why, T said,
laws are to be amended in this respect.
The Government is also considering as to
how to prevent this problem.
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SHRI S.R. BOMMALI: Sir, so far as
my knowledge goes, there is no
prohibition on the mother to take back
the child. This is the position, as far as
my knowledge goes. But I would get the
information. (Interruptions) I am saying
that T have no complete information
about it. I said it. ‘But if that is the law, I
think it necds to be amended.
