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Eradication of Poverty in Rural Areas

2825. SHRI LACHMAN SINGH: Will the
Minister of RURAL AREAS AND
EMPLOYMENT be pleased to state:

(a) the assessment of government
regarding eradication of poverty in rural areas
of the country during 1993-94 and 1996-97,
State-wise;

(b) the basis of arriving at such
conclusions; and

(c) the steps being taken in this regard?

THE MINISTER OF RURAL
AREAS AND EMPLOYMENT (SHRI
K. YERRANNAIDU): (a) to (c¢) The
problem of rural poverty has been on the
top of the development agenda of the
Government and accordingly
Government has been taking several
steps for eradication of poverty.

The Planning Commission estimates the
incidence of poverty in rural and urban areas
of different States in the country utilising the
quinquennial National Sample Survey (NSS)
data on consumer expenditure. The latest
estimates of poverty is available for the year
1993-94 based on the NSS consumer
expenditure data of 50th Round. The State-
wise assessment of poverty in the rural areas
for 1993-94 following the recently adopted
official methodology which is based on the
Report of the Expert Group is given in the
Statement. (Sec below).

The existing poverty eradication
programmes for self employment and wage
employment would continue in the Ninth Five
year Plan. These programmes would be
redesigned to make them more effective as
instruments of poverty eradication.
