problem of rural poverty has been on the
top of the devclopment agenda of the
Government and accordingly
Government has been 1aking scveral
steps for cradication of poverty.

The Planning Commission cstimates
the incidence of poverty in rural and
urban areas of different States in the
country  utilising the  quinqucnnial
National Sample Survey (NSS) data on
consumer  expenditure. Thc  latest
estimates of poverty is available for the
year 1993-94 based on the NSS consumer
expenditure data of S0th Round. The
State-wise assessment of poverty in the
rural arcas for 1993-94 following the
recently  adopted  official methodology
which is based on the Report of the
Expert Group is given in the Statement.

The cxisting poverty eradication
programmes for self employment and
wage employment would continue in the
Ninth Five year Plan. These programmes
would be redesigned to make them more
cffective as instruments of poverty
eradication.
