Madam Vice-Chairman, when we were busy 

in Parliament, the International Conference for 

Energy was held in Goa last week. The 

delegates to the Conference from Oman 

declared unequivocally that the Bharat-Oman 

Scheme for Pipeline for providing natural gas 

was abandoned. 

The hon. Minister for Petroleum, Shri Balu, 

however, told the press that the Indian 

Government had no knowledge of these 

developments. Similarly, supply of natural gas 

through pipelines from Iran to India, crossing 

the Pakistan border, is also facing difficulties 

due to the hostile attitude of Pakistan about the 

whole idea. 
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I demand that the Minister for Petroleum 

should make a categorical statement about the 

supply of natural gas through pipelines either 

from Oman or Iran, instead of raising fond 

hopes in the matter.
