After that, there
will be holidays. Today is the last working day...

Madam, it is not holidays.
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The Supreme Court will close after 30th

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: If everybody
speaks at the same time, I cannot get to know
the exact position.
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SHRI GURUDAS DAS GUPTA: What has
the Government done?

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, I will
find out what the Government has done. The
Parliamentary Affairs Minister is here. Mr.
Minister, there are two things involved in the
issue. I called you name to announce the
Government Business.

Ramoowalia gave an assurance to the House
yesterday that he would approach the Supreme
Court.

Ramoowalia, said that they were to go to the
Supreme Court for a stay order.

SHRI S.R. BOMMAI: It is not the
Government ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI GURUDAS DAS GUPTA: We want
the Government to go to the Supreme Court

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: One minute,
Mr. Gupta .. (Interruptions)... Mr. Gupta, don't
do like this. The thing is that the Minister who
assured the House is not here. Mr. Bommai
does not know the whole thing. Mr. Bommai,
it appears that somebody went to the Supreme
Court. Now the hon. Members are saying that
the Government should approach the Court
because some workers would lost jobs if the
Government do not approach the Supreme
Court before 30th November.
