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catalogue records of monographs. Union lists 

of current subscriptions of serials have been 

developed in Ahmedabad, Calcutta, Delhi, 

Mysore, and Pune; beside these, a union 

catalogue of the conference proceedings has 

been developed in Calcutta. BONET, 

DELNET and PUNENET have developed   

bibliographic  software,  while 

CALIBNET has generated a commercial library     

automation     and     networking 

package.

Technical Assistance Agreement was signed 

between Government of India, Indian 

Renewable Energy Development Agency 

(IREDA) and Asian Development Bank 

(ADB) for conducting a technical, financial 

and economic evaluation of three renewable 

energy sectors, namely co-generation, 

Methane Gas Generation and Solar Thermal 

Systems in the country. Subsequently, Wind 

Electric Generation was also included in the 

study. On the basis of the study, a Project 

Report was prepared in which a loan of US $ 

130 million form ADB to IREDA, for market 

development in the above four sectors, was 

recommended. An Appraisal Mission fielded 

by ADB to appraise the Project, recommended 

a loan of US $ 150 million. However, based on 

the proposal from Government of India, the 

ADB Board approved in September, 1996, a 

loan of US $ 100 million to IREDA for the 4 

sectors under the project. The project 

envisages retro-active financing under the 

ADB loan for projects approved by IREDA 

after 1st of September, 1995, as per the 

procedure agreed to between ADB, 

Government of India and IREDA.
