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Hence, taking action against defaulting officers and employees does
not arisc as the reasons are of technical in nature. The tclephones
reccommendcd by Hon'ble MPs are constantly being monitored by the
DoT Headquarters periodically and reports are being obtained. The
telephones lying pending can be installed after the arcas become

techmically feasible.

Training on rain water harvesting

THE MINISTER OF WATER RESOURCES (SHRI ARJUN
CHARAN SETH.I): (a) to (d) The Central Ground Water Board is
implementing a {Jentral Sector Scheme on Studies on  Artificial
Recharge to Ground Water. Rain water harvesting including rooftop
rain water harvesting for ground water recharge is an integral part of
this scheme, With a view to promoting the concept among public, the
Central Ground Water Authority has been organising training
programmes on rain watcr harvesting. Out of six towns identificd for
organising training programmies on rain water harvesting, the Central
Ground Water Authority has alrcady conducted training at four
places  viz. Bhopal, Bhubaneshwar, lJodhpur and Kolkata. A
programme 18 also being organised at Eluru in West Godavari district
of Andhra Pradesh in the last week of February, 2001. The training
programmes are also proposcd to be organised at Bangalore, Chennai
and Trivandrum during February—March, 2001. Such training
programmes can also be arranged at small towns and villages, which
will, however, depend upon a number of factors like the public
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interest and suitable proposals from the State Governments, NGQOs
and other agencies.
