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{(b) if so, in what manner they are
being propagated among women to edu-
cate them about their rights; and

(c) who are entrusted with the respon-
sibility of teaching women?

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RE-
SOURCE DEVELOPMENT (SHRI S.R.
BOMMALI): (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) and (c) The Legal Literacy Manuals
have been sent to State Governments,
Union Territory Administrations and vol-
untary organisations for use in educating
women on their rights. The Manuals have
also been translated into regional lan-
guages for more effective dissemination.
The Manuals are disseminated through
the Legal Awareness Generation Camps
funded through the Centra! Social Wel-
fare Board and the programme of Educa-
tion work for Prevention of Atrocities
against Women. In addition, these Manu-
als are also being disseminated through
other Government programmes such as
the Total Literacy Campaigns.

Reservation Quota in Guwahati-New Delhi
Rajdhani Express

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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI1
SATPAL MAHARAI): (a) and (b) A
reservation quota of 96 berths in AC 3-
tier has been provided at stations in the
State of Assam. In order to meet the
traffic demand of other North-Eastern
States including Sikkim, a total reserva-
tion quota of 48 berths in AC 3-tier has
also been provided to Out Agencies serv-
ing these States.

(c) and (d) Computerised reservation
facilities are already operational at Shil-
long in Meghalaya. In the Annual Plan
for the current financial year, provision
of these facilities has been approved for
Agartala, Aizawl, Itanagar, Imphal,
Kohima and Gangtok and are expected
to become operational shortly.

increasing crop production, greater access
to farm credit, higher minimum support
prices of agricultural commodities etc.
These reforms have helped in improve-
ment of agricultural productivity and pro-
duction.
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
