BOMMALI: (a) Lalit Kala and Sangeet Natak
Akademi are autonomous bodies set up by the
Government of India in accordance with their
Memoranda of Assocation. The Government
of India has its representatives in the General
Council and Executive Board of these
Academies.

(b) Akademies have been set up as national
centre of excellence in the field of various arts
and to promote and foster cultural contracts in
the country as also with other countries, to
promote research and to encourage exchange
of ideas and enrichment of techniques between
various regions and they have been working
towards realisation of these objectives. To
improve their functioning, Government
appointed a high powered committee headed
by Shri PN. Hakser, which has submitted its
report and recommendation for making their
functioning better and result-oriented. One
recommendation of the committee relate to
restructuring of the General Council of Lalit
Kala Akademi to make it non-partisan and free
from self interest. The Government is in
constant dialogue with Akademies on this
issue.

(c) With implementation of Hakser
committee recommendations, their functioning
is expected to improve.
