THE MINISTER OF FINANCE (SHRI 
P. CHIDAMBARAM): (a) and (b) Yes Sir, 
A number of schemes for augmentation of 
infrastructure of the Income Tax 
Department have been implemented which 
have also benefitted the offices situated in 
Gujarat. An amount of Rs. 23.93 lakhs has 
been sanctioned exclusively for Gujarat 
region during the current financial year on 
account of amenities in Nadiad and 
Ahmadabad. 110 operational vehicles have 
been provided during the current financial 
year, out of which 11 have been allotted to 
Gujarat legion. In addition, 77 new posts at 
CIT level have been created recently, out of 
which 5 have been allotted to Gujarat 
region. 

(c) and (d) The training needs of officers 
and staff of the Income Tax Department are 
fulfilled mainly by the National Academy 
of Direct Taxes, Nagpur, 4 Regional 
Training Institutes and 22 Ministerial Staff 
Traning Units. The officers/staff of Gujarat 
region are trained by the Regional Training 
Institute, Mumbai and the Ministerial Staff 
Training Units located at Baroda and 
Ahmedabad. During the current year, 909 
employees of the Gujarat region have been 
imparted training in various disciplines.
