Now this has
increcased the apprehensions of the Mani-
puris all the more because, while the
question relates to the maintenance of
the territorial integrity of Manipur, the
hon. Minister of the Central Government
replicd that there was no relevance to the
territorial integrity of India. Now this has
added fuel to the fire. At a time when
the people of Manipur are apprchensive
about the maintenance of the territorial
integrity of Manipur, the hon. Minister
from Dclhi says it has no relevance to the
territorial integrity of India. Is it indirect-
ly admitting that the territorial integrity
of Manipur is at stake? What is the
answer of the hon. Minister of Decfence
to this?

Therefore, 1 submit that the Govern-
ment of India or, for that matter, the
Government of Manipur, should not be
complacent about the territorial intcgrity
of Manipur and the deteriorating law and
order situation in Manipur.

“In regard to the gencral debate that
has taken place in which it has been
suggested that these Articles are likely
to be abused, 1 may say that I do not
altogether deny that there is a possibil-
ity of these Articles being- abused or
employed for political purposes. But
that objection applies to cvery part of
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the Constitution which gives power to
the Centre to override the Provinces.
In fact, I share the sentiments expre-
ssed by my honourable friend, Mr.
Gupte, yesterday that the proper thing
we ought to expect is that such Artic-
les will never be called into operation
and that they would remain a dead
letter.

SHRI NILOTPAL BASU: Mr. Vice-
Chairman Sir, at the very outset, I would
like to point out that our party and we
have bcen, on principle, for elected
legislatures and for governance of States
by elected Governments. Thercfore, we
are principally not in a position to
support this Resolution. But, at the same
time, we have to make certain points. |
have hecard my friend, Shri Gautam, with
rapt attention. The problem is he was
lamenting over the situation during the
President’s rule. He was also lamcnting
over the situation during the tenure of
Shri Mulayam Singh Yadav as Chief
Minister. He was also referring to certain
unfortunate developments for which the
Kalyan Singh Government had to go. He
was also quoting profusely from the
Constitution and from case studics. My
first question is this. I would like to know
whether the BIP or, for that matter, any
lcader of the BIP—he claims himsclf to
be one—has any moral right, moral
authority, to vouch for the Constitution.
He did not claborate what that
unfortunate development was. Sir, that
unfortunate development relates to the
blackest day in the history of the Indian
Constitution, i.e. the 6th December, 1992
when an elected Government, elected by
the people and vouching for the Indian
Constitution, trampled the constitutional
provisions under foot. Shri Gautam did
not quote the verdict of the Supreme
Court which upheld the invoking of
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article 356 for the removal of Kalyan
Singh Government vis-a-vis the need for
maintaining the sccular fabric of the
country and condcmned the acts of the
Government which, being elected
through the constitutional process, was to
sabotage the very spirit  of the
Constitution itsclf.

If today there is President’s Rule in the
State of UP, it is the BIP’s own doing.
What did he say? He said that the
Governor did a very bad thing, He did
not invite the leader of the single largest
party in the Legislature. But what has
been the BIP’s record? Wkhky did the
Mulayam Singh Yadav’s Government go?
Who indulged in all kinds of unprincipled
opportunism? The BSP had won elections
and had got themselves elected to the
Legislature. As part of an alliance, it was
the BJP which engineered defections and
brought down the Government thercby
sabotaging the Constitutional spirit. We
have not illusions about the Governor's
Rule. A lot of things that are happcning
nced to be condemned with all the
strength and force that we can command.
But the point is that it is the BJP’s doing.
The ushering in of the President’s Rule is
the BJP’s own making in the State. Our
point is that, wc want carly clections.
Elections should have been held before
the 17th of April so that the Government
would not have the need to come before
this august House seeking an extension of
the President’s Rule. Mr. Vice-Chairman,
Sir, you are aware that today, in the
country, because of the revelations, the
Hawala scandal, corruption charges and
the scams, people are talking about the
reforms in the political system and also
about electoral reforms. Whatever initial
interaction has been there among the
various parties, one basic agreement is
there that electoral reforms have to _be
made. The main point in the electoral
reforms is the reduction in the expenses.
We are not a very rich country and in a
State like UP, we cannot afford to hold
within short intervals two elections one to
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~-+- the State legislature and one to the

Parliament. Therefore, in principle, our
party is for holding simultaneous
elections in UP. But that would have
been possible had the Congress party,
had the Government agreed to the
propsoal of holding elections in February
or in March. But they did not do so. It
was the Congress which said that they
would hold elections some time in April.
Even in April simultaneous elections
could have been held. But Mr. Vice-
Chairman, Sir, you have been a witness
as much as I have been to the
proceedings of the House in the morning.
The Prime Minister is not prepared to go
by the commitment that the Congress
party had made officially before the Chief
Election Commisioner and the Election
Cominission. So, in that kind of a
situation there will be a couplc of weeks
delay after April seventecenth. We are not
for holding of separate elections to the
UP Assembly. So the point is that if the
Lok Sabha elections are to be held before
April 17th—the Govenrment can enable
itself—it should not exercise this right of
extending the President’s Rule. Indeed, if

clection were to take place a little later,
maybe, in the last week of April, then for
15 days the extension may have to be
made. So, we are not in a position to
support_the resolution. So, we are not in
a position to support the Resolution be-
cause, on principle, this is a situation
which is the making of the Government.
They could have avoided it by announc-
ing the Lok Sabha clection carlier so that
simultancous elections could have taken
place. At the same time, it is also the
making of the BJP which is now grumbi-
ing over the state of President’s rule. This
had to happen given the kind of
unprecedented politics in which it in-
dulged by breaking away the BSP from
the BSP-SP combine and by violating the
very spirit of the electoral verdict, the
pecople’s mandate, and later on dumping
the BSP. Now, we see in Uttar Pradesh,
oarticularly there is a very serious situa-
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tion in terms of anarchy in the administ-
ration, attacks on the Scheduled Castes
and other weaker sections of the society.
At the same time, the Government is
also not effectively handling the commun-
al pressure which is being sought to be
raised in certain districts. It is good that
in simplicity, Gautamyji has reffered to the
BJP and the VHP being thc political
forces of a similar idcological oricntation.
And you know, perhaps more than me,
that the VHP is again raising that slogan
because it knows that it will be very
difficult to sustain itself politically after
what is heppening. They are saying that
is the left and the National Front which
have gone to the Election Commissioner.
In fact, we were doing some effective
work in holding ecarly elections in Uttar
Pradesh. It is very unfortunate but it is a
fact that the BJP leaders could not go
because they were arranging the bail
application for Shri Advani...(Interrup-
tions)

THE MINISTER OF HOME

AFFAIRS (SHRI S.B. CHAVAN): Mr.
Vice-Chairman, Sir, 1 have to express my
gratitude to all the hon. Members for
participating in the dcbatc and also
cxpressing their views according to their
own personal feclings that they must have
about the administration in that arca. Sir,
therc is no doubt that President’s Rule
can ncver be a substitute for an clected
government. In fact, we are for having an
elected Government as soon as possible.
We do not propose to unnecessarily
cxtend the period but, at the same time,
there are certain realitics and 1 appeal to
every hon. Member to understand the
situation created. Who has been
responsible is another mattcr. If the hon.
Members are interested, certainly I can
give all the details but I do not think this
is the proper time when I can possible
attcmpt to blamc one party or the other.
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Situations had - been really created
which, in fact, are mainly responsible for
the kind of situation that we are facing
today in U.P. This is not just in U.P. but
everywhere. T would request the hon.
Members to consider dispassionately
whether with issues before the Parliament
and issues before the Assemblies you are

interested in confusing those issues or

you are interested in getting a clear
mandate on the fundamental issues which
the country is facing today.

According to me, the issue that we are
facing today is about the basic structure
of our Constitution—whether secularism
of the country is going to remain or you
would like to confuse issues by having
some local issues mixed with those and
mislead the pcople by confusing them. I
do not think any of the hon. Members
arc interested in confusing both thesc
issucs. Let us be very clear and let the

"people give their clear verdict, specially

on an issu¢c on which the future of the’
country depends. Therefore, I earnestly
fecl that we should not give any scope for
which some pecople might
resort to by bringing in some local issues
and trying to influence thc opinion of
local administration. If something elsc
has gonc wrong, some officer has not
bechaved properly with people, it is
understandable. I will not justify any of
thc wrong actions taken by any people. 1f
they have committed a mistake, certainly
they should be held responsible and 1
would not plead on their behalf for any
kind of protection to those officers. But
protection of one officer, transfer of one
officer, cannot be an issue which you can
confuse with the elections which are
going to be held.

The issue before Parliament, especially
before the electorate in the forthcoming

Parliamentary elections is going to be the
basic issue and on that issue .all hon.
Members should consider seriously
whether they would like to have
confusion created or to have a clear
mandate, that this country has to have a
secular fabric and would not like to

create any kind of confuicion hetween the
two. That is the only point which I have.

Of course, there are other practical
difficultics which I would like to bring to
the notice of the House.

One is that there are certain States
which now have acquired a kind of
rcputation for rigging in a big way. [
would not like to give a very specific
ecxample of one area or the other but the
fact remains that rigging in a big scale has
become the kind of specialised activity on
the part of some people. This is onc of
the areas where, 1 am sure, with the kind
of mafia gangs to which the hon.
Members made a  reference, cvery
candidate will also require some kind of
protection against all the anti-social
clements, who, in fact, are very much
interested in creating a situation in which
people who, in fact, have an authority
and entitlemcnt for voting are prevented
from exercising their franchise.

So, my difficulty is going to be that we
have very limited manpower with us.

I am sure when the elections are
declared not only for Parliament but also
for Assemblies, every candidate will
dcfinitely ask for protection to be given
to him. In that situation whether it is
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going to be possible for the Central
Government to provide so many
companies of para-military forces which,
according to me, are very essential for
holding the elections. They have to be
fair and just also. Nobody is dissuaded,
forced and coerced not to go for the
elections. If that kind of a situation has
to be faced, I am sure, there is no
escape. We will have to provide security
not only to the candidates but also to the
officers who, in fact, are going to man all
these polling stations. My request to the
hon. Members is to consider the kind of
accommodation that is going to be
required, the number of teachers and
professors who arc going to be required
to do the polling duties. If eléctions arc
held sometime, say, in April, the hon.
Members will realise that these are the
days when examinations are held. I have
got full information that educational
institutions where normally the polling
stations are located, will not be available.
Tcachers, who, in fact, are going to man
the elections, their availability is also not
possible. Almost 40 lakh or 50 lakh
students have to appear for the
examinations. Besides this, I have- my
difficulty in thc matter of providing
sccurity forces. If thcy do not ask, of
course, there would not be any problem.
But, so far as my information goces. there
arc arcas where people may not like to
scc that the forces to this extent should
be deployed. But, onc thing is absolutcly
clear in my mind, if that is the position,
then the mafia gangs opecrating in that
arca will see to it that the poorer sections
of the society are not able to exercise
their right to vote.

the more necessary that we do not
-confuse these two things. I was only on
that point, I never wanted to say that it is
only Uttar Pradesh which is havirig this
kind of a situation. Madam, therc was
one more point about Muzaffarnagar and
the kind of incidents that have taken
place in that area. The High Court of
Allahabad gave the judgement and in the
judgement those who had come to
Muzaffarnagar and thereafter who were
to come to Delhi to represent their point
of view about a demand for a separate
State of Uttarakhand. Unfortunately,
some very shameful incidents did take
place in that area and the judgement,
clearly shows that in the agitation in
Muzaffarnagar and roundabout arcas 24
people were killed, 17 women wcre raped
and the number of women molested were
seven, the number of persons who were
detained and lodged in far-off jails was
398. For each category the High Court
has given a specific amount which has to
be provided as a kind of compensation.
That is why it becomes all the more
necessary to be careful and to sce that
thesc people are properly compcnsated
for the agonics which they had to go
through. The High Court has given an
order that Rs. 10 lakhs have to be
provided to the kith and kin of those who
were killed, Rs. 10 lakhs have to be given
to women who have been raped and
Rs. 5 lakhs for those who were molested.

SHRI S.B. CHAVAN: Madam, onc
point was raised by an hon. Member,
Shri Malaviyaji, about the number of
oificcrs who are being prosecuted and
against whom chargesheets have bcen
filed. According to my information,
chargesheets have not yet been filed. 1
will have to verify the samc. I cannot say
offhand. 1 am trying t& give whatever

information I have. If I had an indication
about this—that you are going to raise
this matter—I would have got 1the
information ready with m=. But 1 can say
that if the chargeshcets have been filed
against the officers, of course, thecy may
have to be suspended. I do not think
there is any other option lcft with the
State  Administration.

The High Court has also asked for
d.ffcrent amounts to be given for specific
purposes.
