(a) whether Government have wrongly
assessed the annual turnover of drugs;

(b) the rate of per Kg. of each drug
based on which the annual turnover was
worked out;

(c) whether the prices of medicines
based on olybenelamide, diazepam,
diphenoxylate, hydarocholoride and
increased around 2 to 300 per cent and
the value has been taken based on the
price of the bulk drugs under 1987
DPCO;

(d) the prices of medicines based on
these drugs under DPCO 1987 and their
present prices; and

(e) whether the bulk drug turnover has
not been worked out based on the price
increase of the medicines and steps taken
to rework the prices on actual basis?
