(¢) Government is alive to the situation and
keeping a close watch on the activities of Pak
ISI. All necessary steps including gearing of
intelligence and sharing of information about
the movements of ISI activists are being taken.
To ensure better coordination and speedy
action among intelligence agency and Central/
State Security Forces; a Core Group has been
constituted in the Ministry of Home Affairs
which has been holding periodic meeting.
Fencing and flood lighting work in Punjab
sector Ganganagar and Bikaner Districts of
Rajasthan has been completed. It is in progress
in Jaisalmer and Barmer Districts. Water Wing
of BSF in Gujarat has been strenthened.
