Red Cross Society, 143.S.B.
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Road, Bombay was cancelled with effect
from 11th July, 1995.

(b) The said blood bank did not
comply with the provisions of Schedule
“F” Part-XII(b) to the Drugs and
Cosmetics Rules, in as much as—

1. Records and Registers were not

maintained as per law;

2. The change of technical staff was.
not informed to the licensing
authority as per terms and
conditions of the licence;

3. The blood bank has not been
provided . certain essential
equipments;

4. Proper testing was not carried out.
