provisions made under the Child Labour
(Prohibition & Regulation) Act, 1986,
there are protective provisions in various
labour laws as well, such as the Factories
Act, 1948 the Mines Act, 1952, the
Motor Transport (Workers) Act, 1961
etc. The approach of the Government is
to implement all fhe child-related
provisions of the laws in a harmonious
fashion. Enforcement machinery at the
Central and State level exist to enforce
the provisions of these Acts. Employers
are liable to be prosecuted for violations
of the provisions of the Acts.
Enforcement personnel are being given
special training for better enforcement of
these laws. The number of cases detected
for violation of the Child Labour
(Prohibition & Regulation) Act, 1986
during the last three vyears are as
under:—
