We share
substantially the common problems
of widespread and absolute poverty,
inadequate  infrastructure, severe
resource constraints, technological
deficits and are all seeking to
equitably integrate into the world
economy under difficult
circumstances. We are united in our
efforts to remove the obstacles in
terms of restrictions on market
access for our commodity,
manufactured and services exports,
on critical technologies that we need
for our development and on
enhanced financial resources that are
required not only towards strategies
to meet the basic needs of our
people but also the exigencies of
environmental  sustainability. We

should emphasise to our
development partners that now is the
time for the Agenda for

Development to cvolve a holistic,
global approach to the problems and
challenges of development and a
total vision, not for its fragmentation
and denial of multilateralism.”
