(b) what is the number of Kendriya Vidyalayas out of them, 
where Urdu is being taught as a subject? 

THE MINISTER OF HUMAN RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT (DR. 
MURLI MANOHAR JOSHI): (a) There are 852 Kendriya 
Vidyalayas in the Country. 

(b) 'Urdu' as a subject is taught in Kendriya Vidyalayas to students in 
classes IV to VIII wherever 20 or more students express an interest to study 
the subject. Information of such schools is not centrally maintained.
