import coal for Visakhapatnam Steel
Plant,

(b) if so, the reasons for the import;

(¢) whether coal from Andhra Pradesh
is not suitable; and

(d) if so, details thereof?

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE
MINISTRY OF COAL (SHRI
JAGDISH TYTLER): (a) and (b) Yes,
Sir. The Visakhapatnam Steel Plant is
importing low ash content coking coal to
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bridge the gap between the requirement
and the indigenous availability and to
improve the quality of overall blend for
technical reasons.

(¢) and (d) Coal being produced in
Andhra Pradesh by the Singareni
collieries Company Ltd. (SCCL) cannot
be used for metallurgical purposes. Such
coal can only be used for steam raising
purposes owing to its non-coking coal
nature.
