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all stages of education, they are still high due 

to socio-economic and pedagogic reasons. 

(c) and (d) There have been several 

initiatives, details of which arc available in 

the Annual Reports of the Ministry. Efforts 

have been continuously made to improve the 

content and process of education and make 

learning joyful and child centred. Recently, a 

major initiative has been launched by Central 

Government in the form of National 

Programme of Nutritional Support to Primary 

Education with a view to improve attendance 

in primary schools.

BHOI): (a) Under the National Programme of 

Nutritional Support to Primary Education, 

foodgrains have been released through FCI to 

all States/Union Territories for distribution of 

serving cooked meals to all children studying 

in primary classes in Government, 

Government aided and local body schools 

located in identified blocks. Reports have 

been received from all States and Union 

Territories that implementation has begun. 

(b) the average cost varies from State to 

State. The approximate cost of the cereals 

given by the Central Government is Rs. 0.70 

per child per day. 

(c) The calorific values vary widely 

because of the variations in the modes of 

delivery. However, the calorific value of 100 

grams of cereals being supplied by 
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Government of India is about 340 calorics. 
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
