progress could be made in the
implementation of KRIBHCO's proposed
project to set up a gas-based 900 tpd
ammonia and 1550 tpd urea plant at
Ramchandranagar near Agartala in
Tripura as the quantity of gas required by
KRIBHCO could not be allocated.
Infrastructural constraints have also
impeded the progress on the project.

As per the Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU)  signed on
30.7.1994 between the Government of
India, KRIBHCO and RCF on the one
hand and the Sultanate of Oman and
Oman Oil Company on the other hand,
highway improvements upto the proposed
plant site are to be carried out by the
Sultanate of Oman at no 'cost to the other
parties to the MOU.
