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Export of Computer Software to Japan

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE
MINISTRY OF COMMERCE (SHRI P.
"CHIDAMBARAM): (a) and (b) Japan is
the second highest market for computer

software after USA. However, Indian
companies have been only moderately
successful in  entering the Japanese
market because of certain constraints.
The Electronics & Computer Software
Export Promotion Council (ESCO)
initiated steps to explore the Japanese
market in  cooperation  with  Japan
External Trade Organisation (JETPO).

As a result of this focussed activity, an
interest has been created  amongst
Japanese organisations. As a follow-up,
there has been exchange of business
delegations between the two countries.
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Slashing Down of Foodgrain Stocks

THE MINISTER OF FOOD (SHRI
AJIT SINGH): (a) Apart from regular
releases for Public Distribution System,
the FCI has been authorised to sell wheat
and rice in the open market also.
Besides, wheat is being allotted to
Modern Food Industries (P) Ltd. and its
franchised units at a rate lower than the
Central Issue Price for the Public
Distribution System for manufacture and
sale of bread at reduced rate. Wheat and
rice are also being allotted at rates lower
than the Central Issue Prices (i) to those
hostels in the country where more than
two-thirds of the resident students belong
to SC/ST/OBC category and (ii) for
