Madam we have about 14 to 18 Offices
throughout the world. I happened to visit
some of these Offices. They are so
located that the people have no access to
them. So, there is a tendency on the part
of foreign nationals to go to the Indian
Embassy or to the Consulate wherever
they may be. So, I want to know from
the hon. Minister whether, to avoid this
duplication, they will see that these
counters of the Tourism Department are
transferred to the Indian Embassies or
Indian Missions where the people can
have proper access to information.

SHRIMATI SUKHBANS KAUR:
Madam, the location of the Office is, of
course, where the place is available.

As far as shifting the counters is
concerned, there is no proposal as such.
Where we do not have Tourist Offices,
the Air India Offices do function as
Tourist Offices. They give information to
the tourists.

SHRIMATI SUKHBANS KAUR:
Madam, Germany stands third in terms
of the number of tourists coming to
India. About 85,000 tourists are coming
from Germany.

SHRI RAGHAVIJI: What is the
number of tourists from France?

SHRIMATI SUKHBANS KAUR: It is
about 74,000. France is at No. 4 and
Germany is No. 3.

SHRI RAGHAVII: And what is the
number of tourists coming from
countries
at No. 1 and No. 2?

SHRIMATI SUKHBANS KAUR: No.
1 is Britain. The number of tourists
coming from Britain is 2.44 lakhs. USA
is
number 2. The number of tourists
coming
from USA is 1.52 lakhs.

DR. BIPLAB DASGUPTA: Madam,
while I am happy that a certain amount
of expenditure is being incurred to
maintain various offices of the tourist
department, my feeling is that the
Eastern Indian places of tourist attraction
are not really highlighted in the
literature. For example, Bodh Gaya,
Darjeeling, the  Sundarbans, the
Andamans etc. should be given a very
high prominence. But I am surprised to
find' that only a few thousand tourists
come to the Andamans. Similar is the
case even of the Konarak in Eastern
India. Sanctuaries in Assam are also
given the same treatment. My feeling is
that while expenditure is being increased,
it is very much biased against the Eastern
Indian places of tourist attraction.

The other aspect is that there is a
possibility of drawing in tourists from
countries in East Asia, like Japan,
Thailand, Indonesia and Malaysia. My
feeling is that enough is not being done
in those countries to encourage tourist
trade which could also benefit the
Eastern Indian places of tourism,
including the places like Bodh Gaya. I
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would like to have specific answers on
those points.

SHRIMATI SUKHBANS KAUR:
Madam, there are actually two aspects.
One is that the publicity amount that is
spent in any country depends on the
infrastructure that is available in that
particular place. In fact, we have realised
that we are going slow on publicity,
because if we publicise some places and
if
we do not have the infrastructure, it will
have a negative impact on the publicity
and on the country as a whole. So, as far
as Konarak, Bodh Gaya, Assam and the
Andamans are concerned, we have
publicity and we have brochures. For the
Andamans especially, the UNDP study is
being done. Once that is completed, then
the infrastructure will come up and only
then we will publicise it more. We are
doing it to a certain extent and we will
increase this too. As far as Konarak and
Bodh Gaya are concerned, the Buddhist
tourists are coming there. We are
publicising it in a big way. So, I do not
think we arc leaving the East out.

DR. BIPLAB DASGUPTA: What
about Darjeeling and the Sunderbans?
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The question is of offices in foreign
countries and the infrastructure that we
have. Accordingly, we have a market
survey on where the people are coming
from. Based on that Survey we spend
money in those countries. But I can
assure the hon. Member that no area is
being deliberately publicised or included
in any way.

DR. BIPLAB DASGUPTA: But there
is no publicity of Darjeeling and the
Sundarbans.

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Bipalab
Babu, she has said that it is not for the
Ministry here or the Minister here to
decide what should be where alone. It is
the offices there looking at the
requirements and the tourists demand,
they send the material. What is the point
in sending some material which is just
stacked over there, if there is no demand
to go to certain places? So, they do a
market survey and then accordingly, they
send it. I am quite satisfied with the

reply.

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN:
Publicity was not done. Therefore, they
do not know about it.

DR. BIPLAB DASGUPTA: Nothing
was done with regard to Darjeeling and
Sunderbans.
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SHRI VAYALAR RAVI: Madam, the
flow of tourists into the country has
improved very remarkably. In this
connection, an office had been opened
with skeleton staff with limited resources.
Every State in India has its own
peculiarity and its own things to be
exhibited. In this connection, I would like
to know from the hon. Minister what
kind of coordination is taking place
between the Central Government and
State Governments as to what kind of
things are to be exhibited outside India to
attract tourists to different parts of the
States in the country. For example, the
boat houses in Jammu and Kashmir arc
very popular. Unfortunately due to the
terrorist activities in that State nobody
could go. But still they are popular. The
State of Kerala also have developed boat-
houses in a big way; and very cheap
motors have been introduced. Tourists
have been very much attracted towards
boatrace and a lot of things. So, I would
like to know from the hon. Minister
whether  audio-cassettes and  other
publicity material of these boat houses
have been exhibited outside India. If so,
what are the results?

SHRIMATI SUKHBANS KAUR:
Madam Deputy Chairman, so far
attraction of foreign tourists to India is
concerned, I am happy to say that Kerala
is one of the States which is getting a lot
of publicity. I must also state that the
State Government is taking a lot of
interest. The method we adopt is, we
have meetings with State Governments.
In fact, only last Saturday and Sunday we
had a meeting of the Tourism Ministers
of all the States here in Delhi for two
days. We have deliberated upon all the
aspects of various States and also on
which aspects need to be publicised. As
far as the State of Kerala is concerned
they have participated in the World
Tourism Meet held in London. They
were also at the 1TB which is the biggest
travel mart in Berlin. As far as the

SHRI T.A. MOHAMMED SAQHY:
Madam, we have toured the north-
eastern Inda, Bihar and other places. We
will tour Tamil Nadu also. It is a place
which is a treasure of tourist importance.
When we go to Tamil Nadu, we go to
Mahabalipuram, Madurai, Kancheepuram
and other important places. They are
there in the map. But still, there are
more important places also on the sea-
shore like Poompuhar in Thanjavur
District. Poompuhar is a place which was
under the Chola Kingdom. It was the
sea-capital at that time. The city was
immersed in the sea later. Recently, the
Archaeological Department has
excavated the remains of the old city
also. A lot many people who hear of
Poompuhar visit the place. But, to our
surprise, the Tourism Department of the
Central Government has not given much
importance to that important place. I
would like to know whether the Tourism
Department will have an office to look
into the matter. They have published
literature regarding Poompuhar where we
have the statue of Kannagi, the Queen of
Chastity, whom every Tamil adores.
