Whilc Navodaya Vidyalayas are
residential, co-educational and meant for
talented children of rural areas, Kendriya
Vidyalayas cater mainly to the children of

employees. Both Kendriya Vidyalaya
Sangathan and Navodaya .

Samiti have their Headquarters at Delhi
and Regional Offices in various parts of
the country through  which the
functioning of the Vidayalayas is
supervised.
