A proposal was received 
from the Govt, of Himachal Pradesh for 
permission to kill such leopards, howev 
er, the State Govt, have been advised to 
deal with the problem under Section 
11(1) (a) of the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 

1972, to protect the villagers from 
leopard menance till a district wise sys-
tematic status survey of leopard is conducted 
in the State and further action 
recommended.
