Services in rural areas are provided ihrough a

network of Sub-Centres, Primary Health _

Centres (PHC) and Community Health Centres
(CHC). There are 9725 Sub-centres, 1695
PHCs and 295 CHCs in Maharashtra.

(c) Eligible couples are motivated through
IEC messages in the media and inter personal

contact by the health workers. For undergoing

sterilization, acceptors are also given Rs. 100/
- as compensation for wages lost.
