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Increase in the Subsidy on Sericulture 

*473. SHRIMATIRENUKACHOWDHURY: 
Will the Minister of TEXTILES be pleased to 
state: 

(a) whether Government of Andhra 
Pradesh has represented for increasing the 
subsidy on sericulture; 

 

(b) if so, the details thereof; 

(c) the action taken thereon; and 

(d) the measures taken to increase the 
subsidy to boost export of silk? 

THE MINISTER OF TEXTILES (SHRI 
R. L. JALAPPA): (a) Yes, Sir. 

(b) and (c) The Central Silk Board has 
received requests/suggestions from sericulture 
States (including Andhra Pradesh) for grant of 
subsidy for drip irrigation in sericulture sector. 
After examining/considering the various 
proposals/requests/suggestions, the Central 
Silk Board has recently drafted a scheme for 
providing subsidy for installation of drip 
irrigation system. 

(d) Under the existing Export-Import 
Policy there are no restrictions on export of 
silk. However, in order to maximise foreign 
exchange earnings, the Government 
encourages export of value added silk 
products instead of raw silk. 

Peripheral Express Highway around 

Delhi

VENKATRAMAN): (a) to (c) Peripheral 
Express Highway around Delhi does not form 
part of the National Highway system and 
comes within the purview of the Government 
of National Capital Territory of Delhi. The 
proposal is at the planning stage with the 
Government of National Capital Territory of
