THE MINISTER OF WATER RE-
SOURCES (SHRI JANESHWAR MISHRA): 
Sedimentation of reservoirs is a natural 
phenomenon and provisions are made in the 
capacity of all reservoirs including Hirakud 
for accommodating the sediment. Soil 
conservation measures, afforestation, and 
water management practices in the catchment 
of River Valley Projects adopted by the State 
Government are expected to reduce the rate of 
sedimentation in the reservoirs to some extent.
