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(b) The National Highway No. 5 passes 

through West and East Godavari districts. 
Improvement works like Eluru bypass, 
strengthening of Km 44 to 75 and other works 
all totalling to Rs. 143.55 crores have been 
sanctioned. Further, under Annual Plan 1996-
97, there is a provision for strengthening of 15 
Km of N.H. 5 at an estimated cost of Rs. 3.00 
crores.
