Setting up of wheel Axle Plant and Coach
Building Factory at Rourkela

3324. SHRI RAHASBIHARI BARIK:
Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased
to state:

(a) whether Government have a proposal
to set-up a wheel-axle plant and a coach
building factory at Rourkela in Orissa; and

(b) if so, the steps taken in that direction?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI
SATPAL MAHARAJ): (a) and (b) No, Sir.
Apart from Railways' own facility at Wheel
and Axle Plant, Bangalore, railway wheels A
axles are also produced at Durgapur Steel
Plant. At present, the capacity of WAP,
Bangalore is being augmented. With the
capacity available in these two plants, there is
no justification at present to set up an
additional Wheel Axle Plant at Rourkela.

The coach manufacturing capacity in the
country is considered adequate to meet the
present requirement of the Railways and as
such, there is no need, for the present, for
setting up another coach building factory at
Rourkela.
