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(iii) Link with MAUDE Road.

(iv) Link with NH-8 (Express Way).

(c) and (d) Yes, Sir. There is a proposal to
construct overhead bridge over railway lines
near Palam Station to link Dwarka with
MAUDE Roads. There is no railway track
along Pankha Road and hence no bridge is
planned.

(e) Does not arise.

Central assistance to voluntary agencies
for providing non-formal education

107.SHRI IQBAL SINGH: Will the
Minister of HUMAN RESOURCE
DEVELOPMENT be pleased to state:

(a) the details of the Centrally sponsored
scheme of non-formal education in the country,
particularly, in the State of Punjab, District-
wise;

(b) whether voluntary agencies are engaged
in educating illiterate women and children in
the country; and

(c) if so, the details thereof, district-wise
along with the assistance being provided to
them by Government during the last 3 vears in
the country?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION IN THE
MINISTRY OF HUMAN RESOURCE
DEVELOPMENT (SHRI MUHI RAM
SAIKIA): (a) The Centrally sponsored scheme
of Non-formal Education is an alternative
channel for providing elementary education to
children in the age-group 6—14 years who have
never enrolled in primary schools or dropped
out due to various socio-economic constraints.
Under the scheme, State Governments and
Voluntary Agencies are given Central grants
for running NFE centres The State
Governments are given 60% Central assistance
for co-educational centres and 90% for girls
centres. Voluntary Agencies are given 100
assistance for NFE centres sanctioned by this
Department. The scheme as originally
envisaged, was meant for 9 educationally
backward States namely Andhra Pradesh,
Assam, Bihar, Jammu & Kashmir, Madhya
Pradesh, Orissa, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh and
West Bengal. It was later extended to Arunachai
Pradesh and hilly areas, predominantly tribai
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areas and urban slums in other States also. The
NFE programme is not implemented in Punjab
at present as no proposal has been received from
the State Government.

(b) Under the NFE Scheme, Voluntary -
Agencies are engaged in educating children in
the age group of 6—14 years only.

(c) During the last three years 410, 440 and
542 Voluntary Agencies in 18 States/UTs have
been granted financial assistance amounting to
Rs. 20.43 crores, Rs. 25.00 crores and Rs. 24.98
crores respectively for running NFE centres.
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
