(c) if not, whether Government have any 
other scheme for these areas?

latest instructions issued both individual and 
community tubewells/' borewells have been 
permitted under Million Wells Schemes 
(MWS). The subsidy will be limited to the 
actual cost of the project of Rs. 35,000/- per 
capita, whichever is loss. There will be no 
objec tion to meeting the rest of the cost of the 
project through other programmes such as 
those under Tribal Sub-plan Special 
Component Plan for Scheduled Castes, 
Integrated Rural Development Programme or
