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The motor after repair, was re-installcd on 

22.6.96. However the M.C.D. was instructed 

on 30.6.96 to improve the pressure in the 

lines. 

(c) No Sir, necessary repairs have been 

carried out and the water supply is 

normal at present. 

(d) No such case came to notice of 

the Government earlier.

Functioning of the All India Services 

563. SHRI JANARDAN YADAV: Will the 

PRIME MINISTER be pleased to state: 

(a) whether the functioning of the All India 

Services—IAS and IPS has of late deteriorated 

sharply in some of the States; 

(b) whether the morale of these services is 

very low and there are factions and group 

rivalries amongst them; 

(c) whether senior officers of these 

services at the Centre have urged the Central 

Government to take immediate corrective 

measures; and 

(d) if so, what is Government's reaction 

thereto?

Phenomena such as deterioration in the 

functioning of the I.A.S. and I.P.S. and the 

morale of services are essentially qualitative in 

nature and the existence of group and factional 

rivalries are a matter of individual perceptions, 

involving value judgements. The Cabinet 

Secretary has held some meetings in the recent 

past to discuss issues such as reforms in the 

Civil Services. Reforms in Civil Services is, 

however, an ongoing process, the endeavour 

of the Government being to introduce such 

changes as are required to meet the new 

challenges, that the administrators face in the 

performance of their assigned duties.

(b) Foreign and local tourists visiting Jammu 

and Kashmir are advised to avoid going far 

flung and isolated areas which could be 

vulnerable to terrorist activities.
