Manufacture of Penicillin by Hindustan 

Antibiotics Ltd.

Hindustan Antibiotics Ltd. has registered a sharp

THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE 

MINISTRY OF CHEMICALS AND 

FERTILIZERS (SHRI SIS RAM OLA): (a) and (b) 

Hindustan Antibiotics Ltd. (HAL), had, during 

the period from 1.4.95 to 8.10.95, produced 

339.85 MMU (megal million unit) of Penicillin-G. 

There had been severe failures of power supply in 

April, May and July, 1995 resulting in loss of 

production of about 31 MMU. But for the 

power failures, the production would have been 

more. 

The Penicillin-G operations are now with a joint 

venture company promoted by HAL and MAX-GB 

Ltd. with the objective of technological 

upgradation. For the period from 9.10.95 to 31.3.96, 

the production of Pen. G was 259.90 MMU as 

against 444.98 MMU of the corresponding period of 

1994-95. The shortfall in the production of Pen. 

Gduring the period October, 1995 to March, 1996 is 

because of the modifications being made and 

training of personnel for absorption of the new 

technology. 

Beautification of Nagpur Railway Station

(c) the amount of money that has been 

allocated for this work, and the amount that has 

been spent and how much is likely to be spent this

MAHARAJ): (a) Yes, Sir. 

(b) to (d) The work of improvement to 

amenities at Nagpur railway station comprising 

widening of platform, provision of additional 

retiring rooms, relocating of clock room and 

refreshment facilities, provision of escalators, 

extension of platform shelters, augmentation of 

toilet facilities enlargement & improvement of 

circulating area etc. has been sanctioned in January, 

1996 at an estimated cost of Rs. 335.50 Lakh. A 

combined allocation of Rs. 214.61 lakh has been 

proposed for augmentation of passenger 

amenities at Nagpur and Dadar Stations during 

1996-97. Execution of this work will start shortly after 

completion of requisite formalities and will take 

about two years to complete depending upon the 

availability of funds.
