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plus non-SLR funds in the credit
protfolio of their sponsor banks
through non-risk sharing participa-
tion certificates to be issued by the
latter.

(vii) Prudential accounting norms
of income recognition and asset
classification have been applied to
RRBs in 1995-96. Provisioning
norms would be applied in a
phased manner from 1996-97 on-
wards.
