(c) the number of times, the prices were 

hiked by the Mother Dairy as compared to 

DMS during the last one year indicating the 

extent of hike made by both of them in the 

prices each time; and 

(d) whether Government propose to 

provide more subsidy to Delhi Government 

and other State Governments particularly 

Rajasthan, so that some check on rising prices 

of milk could be maintained?

(b) The Mother Dairy, Delhi has revised the 

price of toned milk w.e.f. 8-5-1996 as 

under:— 

From To 

through bulk      Rs. 9/- ltr. Rs.  11/- ltr. 

vending in polypack      Rs. 10/- ltr. Rs. 12/- 

ltr. 

The price was revised in order to cope up 

with enhanced procurement prices paid to 

farmers for raw milk and thereby maintain 

viability of operations. The price of toned 

milk in polypacks sold by DMS is Rs. 7/- ltr. 

(c) There was no increase in the price 

of milk sold by DMS after September, 

1992. The immediate previous price 

revision by Mother Dairy was effected in 

May 1995.
