THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION IN THE 
MINISTRY OF HUMAN RESOURCE 
DEVELOPMENT (SHRI MUHI RAM 
SAIKIA): (a) According to the information 
furnished by UGC, there are at present, 171 
Universities which have been recognised by 
UGC in terms  framed under Section (f)  UGC 
Act. In addition, 38 institutions have been 
declared as deemed to be Universities under 
Section 3 of the UGC Act. 11 Institutes have 
been declared as Institutes of National 
importance. Besides, there are 5 Institutes, 
equivalent to Universities, which have been 
established by Acts of the respective State 
Legislatures. 

(b) Out of the above, 14 Universities have 

been set up by Central Govt, through Acts of 

the Parliament. 

(c) There is no Central University or 

deemed to be University in Kerala. However, 

Sree Chitra Tirunal Institute for Medical 

Sciences and Technology, which is an 

Institute of National Importance, is located at
