of various coins and currency to remove 
confusion;

(d) by when the new coins would be 
brought out? ' 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE

replacement of existing currency/bank notes 
by an altogether new design of notes. Based 
on some complaints received from public as 
well as suggestion made by RBI, proposal 
for changing shape and size of some coins is 
also under examination.
