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Fencing of borders in Jammu region 

478. SHRI G. Y. KRISHNAN: Will the 
Minister of HOME AFFAIRS be pleased to 
state: 

(a) whether the Centre is consi 
dering the proposal for fencing the 
international border along the Jammu 
frontier in view of the recent "spurt 
in infiltration" by the militants from 
Pakistan into the area; 

(b) whether Government would accord 
priority to this proposal is view of the ISI 
threat to step UP violence in the Jammu 
region; 

(c) the estimated cost of the project and 
the phases in which it shall be taken up; and 

(d) what other effective measures 
are being taken to thwart Pakistan's 
ISI fanning trouble in the Jammu 
region and breaking its age old 
secular fabric? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRl 
RAJESH PILOT): (a) to (c) Yes, Sir. The 
total cost estimated for fencing (180 Km.) 
flood lighting (195.8 Kms) comes to about 
Rs. 71.76 crores. The work i$ expected to be 
completed by March, 1996. 

(d) Government have initiated all 
necessary and appropriate steps to check 
smuggling of arms/ammunition including 
strengthening and deployment of para-
military forces, their intensified patrolling, 
issue of sophisticated border surveillance 
equipments, gearing up State intelligence 
network and close coordination between 
various agencies, opening of new cbecok-
posts and conducting of surprise checks, 
monitoring the activities of anti-social and 
anti-national elements etc.
