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Sir, I am a worker. I have come just
from the factory here to the Rajya
Sabha. An impression is being - gather-
ed amongst the working. class that Shri
Rama has been facade, but behind
the scene, both the ruling party and the
Opposition have shackled themselves to-
gether tg pilot the present Economic Po-
licy, to push through the present Fcono-
mic Policy. That feeling has tp be clari-
fied, BIP parties should make-(heir position
clear before the: masses and tell them
what they mean by the Economic Policy
which, has been pursued during the last
three and a half years. The new policy
pursued  for the last three and a half-
vears and the economic matters pursued
by the Government of India depict a
miserahle picture, a catastrophic picture.

If we tak: the figures of 1994-32" and
1992-93 together, it will be found that
the agricullural production has been im-
pioved only marginally. Both the years
put  together, the improvement wiill be
terely. 2.7 per ceat. The annual average
will be slightly more than just. one per
cent. The industrial production has been
worse in these twg years, It showed a
negative growth during 199192, The
erovith had been just 1.8 per cent during
two years period. If the figures for both
bz years are takep together, the annual
erowth-rate will be-ardund just 0,8 per
cent or perhaps less. IF you take: the
manufacturing indusiry, the manufactar-
ing industry has smaintained all alobg a
negative growth-rate: In the current
years also from April to August the
indusiry has maintained a paltry growth
rat> of 1.8 per cent. That is also because
of the good performance of the con-
demrned sector, that is, the public sector
which' has been condemmed by the Gov-
erimznt of Tndia, Tf this is the situ-
at’on, so far as the: growtp of industry
and agricolture is concerned, then, how
does that GDP grdwth come?  The
Government has recorded 2 GDP growth
of 1.2 per cen; in 1991.92 and 4.2 per cen!
in 1992-93 Obviously; the GDP is being
created from the import and export
trade; The tendency of the East India
Company period has come back. 1f it is
not reversed, the country will have fo
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depend only on the threat of the so-
called colonial character of the economy.

Alarming signajs have come from
the infrastructure areas. Alarming signals
have come from the machine building
industry, In the infrastructure areas the
year 1992-93 has shown a lower growth
rate than that in the year 1991-92. 1In
1991-92 the infrastructure areas produc-
ed a growth rate of 6.5 per cent. It
came down to 2.2 per cent in 1992-93.
The fall in the infrastructure areas msans
totaj half of the development work. Tt
means suppression and depression of the
consumption levels of the masses. You
will find the genera]l trend of  lower
growth in petroleum, cement, ceal and
most of the infrastructure areas. The
Government should take note of it. If the
development work is pot unchained from
the shackles of releasing no money, the
entir. thing will come to grinding halt.

So far as thr machine building industry
is concerned, the position is more dan-
gerous, In the arca of electrical ma-
chine building industry, the average index
has pone down by 16 per cent between
1991-92 and 1992-33. That rate has been
maintained for this year. This year that
alarming index of the clectrical machine
building industry for 1992-93 has gone
down by 12 per cent more. So far as
the machine building industry is concern-
ed, the growth rate has declined in 1991-
92 and 1992-93 by more than 5 per cent.
The current year also has shown no sign
of improvement. What does that declined
in the machine building industry mean in
economic terms? It means that our ma-
chines in the down-stream. industry are not
being replenished by machines built in our
country and that they are being replenish-
ed by machines imported from outside,
number one. Number two is that in the
machine building industry the production
in the down-stream of the production
systemn has come to a stand-still and that
there is import from outside. This is tha
phenomenon. The Government should
take note of the situation and should
take remedial measures. If no remedial
measure is taken. then, the country will
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be colonised in 10, 12 years’ time. You
will not pet mere time. Sir, during the

last 50 years the working class people

with their countribution have buill  the
number of Heavy  Industries like the
BHEL. It can complete all cver the
world.

The growth rate of the BHEL,
the pioneer Industry in India is reducing.
The BHEL management is saving that thiz

year they could utilise hardly 50 per cent
of their capacity. Neat year the capa-
city utilisation will be reduced by 30%
more. In the third year the capacity
utilisation will be B% and in the 4th year
the capacity utilisation will be 5% . T am
associated with the industry and I know
about it. It means that by the erd of
1996 BHEL will be wound up. Why will
the BHEL be wound up? Because the
Government is going in for globalisation
and comppetitive economy. BHEL can
compete. They have got domestic mar-
ket, Theyv are competing outside, It is
a deliberate attempt on the part of the
Government at the dictates of - the IMF
and the World Baok to finish our infras-
tructural industries, BHEL industries, ma-
chine-building industries. In two ways
our prestigious public sector premier in-
dustriecs—so many private sector industries
also—are being doomed to finish. The
first is that in power sector the Gowvern-
ment has come to an agreement with tha
World Bank and the IMF to link import
with loan. Because of the tying up of
loap with import—some of the officials of
ths Industry Ministry have expressed ik
in the Standing Committee on Industry—
our machine-building industry in the elee-
trical sector is suffering by this tie up
import arrangement, The second is that
the Government of India is coming to am
agreement with the multinationals to bring
power generating capacity to India. They
are asking our BHEL at Bhopal our
BHEL at Hardwar and other BHEL fac-
tories to stop production and they are
bringing in generating capacity from out-
side with a puaranteed profit of 16%.
Sixteen per cent guarateed profit! Evem
the income-tax which they will be paying
will be compensated from Government
funds. The depreciation charges will be
compensated from Govermment funds.

Nearly 25% has to be subsidised by the
‘State Electricity Boards, taking together
16% income-tax on profit, depreciation
«<harges and other charges and the entire
thing will be imposed over the State Elec-
1ricity Boards. Now the Government has
conceded to a national grid, a national
grid for electricity distribution, and it has
constituted the National Thermal Power
Transmission Corporation. The: Govern-
ment want this corporation to be con-
trolled and monitored by the multina-
tionals who are coming and they are
imposing conditiong that since these mul-
tinational companies will be establishing
factories they must bs allowed to main-
tain joint acoounts with the State Electri-
city Boards. That mecans the entire
power sector will be controlled by

Washington and our industry is finished,

condemned to d=ath. Is it called globali-
zation? Is it for this that the Govern-
ment is asking the working class to sacri-
fice? It is happening in other machine-
building industries  also. Import has
become a breeding ground for money
minting. When the mew policy has been
announced and placed before the House
it was assured that the multinationals will
not be allowed to  exploit the domestic
market, ~ the multinationals will not ba
brought in areas other than hi-tech.
Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, may 1 ask,
through you, the Government of India
how many hitechs have come? How are
foreign goods flooding our country. It is
coming in irrespectible of areas. Our
MAMC factories do not get orders. Our
-HEC factories do not get orders. Our
Braithwaife companies do not get orders.
All machines are coming from outside.
If a joint visit is made to the coal-mines
it will be seen that old machines which
can work are condemned. The new
policy has become a good instrument for
minting money. No high-tech is coming.
-Why is it not coming? The Government
must tell us ahout it. They are simply
destroying our nation building industry.
They are destroying our industrial infras-
tructure bit by bit. They are importing
Maggi, potato-chips, coca-cola. All are
high techs? They are bringing in soma
material for export orientation, Tt is a
fact, But inflow of foreign exchange Is

hS
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less thanm the outflow. All the multina-
tionals and big monopoly houses together
and all the processing centres export not
more than 10 per cemt of the tota] ex-
ports. So on these exports, outgo
of foreign exchange is much more than
the foreign exchange which comes into
th- country. The entire economy 1S
thrown to the doldrums.

Here I would like to read a report pre-
pared by two eminent economists. The
Finance Ministry of the Government of
India constituted a Committee consisting
of Mr. Tagdish Bhagwati and Mr. T.' N.
Srinivasan. They are excellent econo-
mists, But they have no idea about the
country, about the nation. Nowadays, the
Finance Ministry constitutes many com-
mittees consisting of excellent patriotic
people (i) and non-resident  patriotic
people? Who do not know anything about
India. They have never stayed in India.
They give sermong to the Governmen; and
it goes by that., There was one Goswami
Committee. Mr. Goswami has never
seen any factory. He has given some re-
port on the functioning of industries.
Then there was another Committee. Being
a man of America he has never lived in
our country. No doubt, he has glorified
the imports. The report says:

“Imports have been largely libera-
lised, compared to pre-1991. But tariffs
are still high,...”

Tariffs are to be reduced further. Our
Governmant has reduced tariffs from 100
per cent to 85 per cent. In capital goods
industry, it has been reduced to 25 per
cent. Stll it has to be reduced further.
Nowadays the Finance Ministry con-
stitutes many committees. All these com
mittees know what the idea of the Go-
vernment is. So they write reports like
that.

JTapan is selling steel in
India at a price which is lower by 30 per
cent of their home pricz. Steel is being
dumped. Electronic products are being
dumped Copper is being dumped. Every.
thing is being dumped. Today T was
listening to the spzech made by our Com-
merce Minister regarding export of elec-
tronics goods. I would like to place
before you the facts. The fact is that
the quantity of electronic poods that we
export is equal to what we import, when
valued in terms of momey. Our exports
in terms of money are much lower than
our imports. This is easy to calculate in
foreign exchange terms.

Coming to Dunkel  proposals,
as | understand, the impression is that
the Government is going to accept the
Dunkel proposals. If that is so, I want
to go on record that acceptance of Dun-
kel Text will conyert our country into
an agricultural country mainly  depen-
dant on the pesticides and seeds  of
foreign countries, After 12 or 15 years
the guota system will be withdrawn.
Bu: we need not export out textile to
America because they will have Mexico
in between. Mexico will get our cot-
ton gud Mexico will send textile to
America. 'We should be prepared for
the scenmario, that . time ig coming and
finally in 15 to 20 years India will be
converted ir(o amother Somalia. In-
dustry will be finished. Over-utilisation
of land will be there. Thayr ig why I
say that a silenf genocide is going on.
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Now comes the guestjon of alterna-
tive. What is the alterpative? I feel
the Industrial Policy of 1956 and the
economic policy adopted by Jawaharlal
Nehru could be taken as the basis. We
could undertake the review of that po-
licy, where it failed. The policy was
good but the rulers of the country de-
leted the question of equity from  the
main question. Delinkag. of equity
from the economic development  and
non-implementation of the land reforms
have brought the country to the brink of
djsaster.

At the end, Sir, tg conclude, I would
like to read out two lines from  Eliot.
These two lines have been dedicated by
one columnist Sudhanshu Ranade  of
Hindu to our dear Finance Minister, 1
am reading them:

“Al our knowledge bringg us mearer
to our ignorance. All our igono-
rance bringg us nearer to death; but
nearer tg death, not nearer ro God.”

SHR] V. NARAYANASAMY (Pondj-
chefry): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, thank
you for giving me this opportunjty. I
was hearing with rapt actention to the
speech of the hon. Member who moved
the Resolution for discussing the econo-
mic situation prevailing in rthis country.
He said that the policy of the Govern.
ment {s a tota] failure and that to have
self-relianc. and outdebting the masses,
the policy has to be changed by the Go-
vernment of Imndja.

Sir, 1T would have appreciated and sup-
ported the hon. Member if this Reso-
lution was moved during the  period
When the Governmment was headed by
Shri V. P. Singh or when Shri Chandm
Shekbar was the Prime Minister.  Bup,
unfortunaiely for my colleague who has
moved this Resolution before this House
to discuss the economic situation disap-
proving the new economic policy of the
Government. 1 do not agree with  his
Resolution.  The reasons is thap history
also tells us that in 1989 when Shri
Rajily Gandhi went out of office as
Prime Minister and Shri V. P.  Singh
took over the teins of administration of
this country as Prime  Minister—Who
was supported by the Communist Party
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of India oo the one side apd the Bhara-
tiya Janata Party on the other—there
was total neglect of development in this
country. Whether it was in the agri-
cultural sector or the industrial sector
or on the question of fiscal managemenL
there wag total failure. Bup I do no
want to biame them because there was
total in-fighting within the Janata Dal.
For the purpose of maintaining the
equation with the alljance partners and
to keep himself in position, Shri V. P.
Singh compromised witp those political
parties which were supporting him and
changed the policy, and because of that
he was not in a position to run the Go-
vernment in an efficient manner,

SHRI SATYA PRAKASH MALAVI-
YA (Uttar Pradesh): After all he was
an old Congressman!

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: And
you adopted him! When he become a
member of your party, he was  totally
changed.

The economic Ssituation of this coun-
try was in a shambles by that time and
there was nepative growth. Not  only
that, A situation was created whereby
there was a big law and order problemrin
the country and the country’s develop-
ment wag totally sidelined.

Now the hon. Member who  repre-
sents the Communist Party of India has
been accusing this Government of fol-
lowing , policy of colonial rule and that
the new economic poficy would Iead to
sileng penocide, I definitely pity him
hecause, when it comes to the ques-
tion of Russia, when it comes to  the
question of China, when iy comes O
the question of even ‘the West  Bengal
Government, foreign investment is ac-
ceptably 1o them. Today in China the
amount of foreign invesgment which has
been received by them directly from the
US. Japan and other counfries s 0
much, for which the hon, Member has
no answer now.

We
have seen the fate of the USSR also, its
economy, how it was in shambleg  and
the fate of the policy whick the hon,
Member referred to.

T agree with him on the point. When
the new economic pelicy was brought
by the Government of Tndia. jn the ini-

" tial stages in the infrastructure industry,
whether it was coal, cement or steel, de-
. finitely, there wag a decline. T  agree
with him on that. But, after some
time after the initial decline|the growth
rats impraved, and today, in spite of
the rceession in the world market,  if
spite l{f +he fact that in the world mar-
ket there is ng buyer for various com-
modities, Indi, has been able to achieve
the target of more than 27 per

As far as petroleum products arz con-
cerned, the apprehension of the hon.

Every year, the
consumpiioin of the petroleum  products
in the country has been growing at the
rate of 10 per ceat. For that we have to
shell out our precious foreign exchange
b-cause our peiroleum reserves are less.
In that area you have to copcentrale
much. [ support the Governments policy
on public sector units. When an industry

ick and is not viable, you cannot go
ui pumping money thereby not only not
being able to revive the industry, you are
also wasting the public money. Now,
BIFR has been functioning for the pur-
pose  of deciding the viablity or other-
wise of the public sector unils. It is tak-
ing ‘enormcus hme, more than two
years, (o decide. So far as the sick in-
dustries are concerned and which have
been referred tp them, th- time-limit has
to be reduced. By the time you take a
decision some of the textil: industries
would be closed. Some textile industries
are losing more than Rs. 1 crore a day.
As far as public seclor undertakings are
conc rned, the investment by public in
the form of bonds is a welcome move.

Non-implementation of recommmendafony
of inter-ministerial commiftze appointed
by textiles ministry :

‘SHRI PRAGADA KOTAIAH (An-
dhra  Pradesh): Mr.  Vice-Chairman,
thank you for giving me this opportunity
of making a mention on the serious pro-
blems of the handicom industry affecting
millions of handloom weavers all over
the country.

At th: outet 1 thank our hon. Prime
Minister for convening, for the first time
in Independent India, a meeting of Chief
Ministers of all the States and Union
Termritories in September last exc’usively
for discussing the problems of the hand-
loom iudiastry. I am particulatly  be-

{
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holden 1o him for highlighting the  pro-
lems of ths handloom industry and
exhorting the Chief Ministers to take
p reonal interest to ensure that the bene-
fits being givern by the Government of
India reach handoom weavery such as
thy schemes under DRDA, IRDP,
TRYSEM, IAY, JRY and the handloom
development c-ntres together with quality
dyeing unts aimed at providing full and
remunerative employment o 7.5 lakh
handlooms, capable of giving emplay-
ment to 30 lakhs  self-employed hand-
Ioom w2avers over a period of four
years commencing from the year 1993-
94. It is highly desirable that Central
and State level Committezs with com-
mitted officers and knowledgeable hand-
loom weavers are set up to pversee the
actual imizlementation of these d:=velop-
mental programs fo ensure that the bene-
fits reach the  identified handloom
weavers. i

T submit, Sir, that Textile Ministry
headed by a dynamic and dedicated
leader is anxious to resolve the basic
problems of supply of yarn and other
inputs at regulated ; and reiasonable
prices, of free flow of adequate credit at
low rates of interest and of effective en-
forcement of the handloom reservations
to improve the living conditions of hand-
loom weavers, who are still living below
the poverty line. But the Financg
Ministry is not helpful to the Ministry
of Textiles in making adequate provi-
sions in the budget, as is done for the
benefit of organised and salaried sectors,
who are having uriong to shout slogans
and make noise.

After repeated oral, written and tele-
graphic requests the Union Finance
Minister held a m-eting in his chamber
on 19th Aupgust, 1992 to hear the repre-
sentatives of the handloom industry. The
meeting wag attended by the Minister of
State for Textiles and the top officers of
both the Ministries.

I was given an opportonity of present-
ing the pending problems of handloom
industry. The mill and powerloom
cloths sold in the name of cut-pieces free
of fiscal lzives were shown. The Finance
