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Kashmir Valley, Kashmiri militants have 
been found visiting the State of Uttar 
Pradesh. Involvement of a Kashmiri militant 
outfit in the recent kidnappings of foreigners 
is strongly  suspected. 

(c) to (e) Government is alive to the 
situation and are taking all necessary steps in 
this regard which include gearing up of 
intelligence machinery, coordinated action by 
Central and State agencies including 
intelligence sharing, deployment of para-
milita-y forces as well as intensified 
patrolling in areas aifected by Kashmir 
terrorists. As a result of these measures, some 
of the militants have already been arrested.
