(b) Curricula are framed by the universities
themselves keeping in view the need for a
particular course.

(c¢) Universities are autonomous organisa-
tions and decisions regarding introduction of
various courses in different disciplines are
taken by the universities themselves on the
recommendations of their Academic Councils-
The Government or the UGC do not intervene
in such matters.
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
