SHRI IQBAL SINGH : Will the 
Minister of HUMAN RESOURCE DE-
VELOPMENT be pleased to state : 

(a) whether it is a fact that in Kerala and 
Tamil Nadu, most of the schools are situated 
within less than 2 kilometres while in other 
States, the Schools are at a distance of over 2 
kilometres; 

(b) if so, what are the details thereof and the 
reasons therefor; 

(c) whether Government have formulated 
any microplanning in these districts in view of 
the need for more schools and non-formal 
educational centres ; and 

(d) if so, the details thereof; and what 
effective measures Government propose to 
achieve the target fixed under the universalisat-
ion of primary education programme in the 
country ? 

THE DEPUTY MINISTER THE MIN-

DEPTTOF CULTURE) (KUMARI SELJA) : 
(a) and (b) According to Fifth All India 
Educational Survey conducted by NCERT 
with reference date as September 30, 1986, 
primary schooling facility is available in rural 
areas within 2 km. distance for more than 
95% of the population in the country. Position 
of schooling facilities varies from state to 
state. The survey reports are available in the 
Parliament House Library. 

School Education facilities are to be pro-
vided by state governments from their own 
resources. Central Government has extended 
financial support for improvement of edu-
cational facilities through the centrally spon-
sored schemes of Operation Blackboard. Non-
Formal Education and Teacher Education. 
Achievements of these schemes upio 1993-94 
are given in the Annual Administrative Reports 
of the Department of Education. 

(c) and (d) in pursuance of the recommen-
dations in the National Policy on Education 
(NPE)—1986, regarding adoption of an array 
of meticulously formulated strategies based 
on microplanning, many state governments 
have prepared district-specific plans for 
primary education.
