Then you make it clear. You write to
the Committee that they can go into this
also. 1 would be very happy.

SHRI INDER KUMAR GUJARAL :
Sir, the hon. Minister has tried {o under-
play the situation. It is not a question of
propaeanda, It is not a question of the
number of cases, whether it is more or
less The issue, basically, is this. T think
my hon. friend knows it. Not once, not
twice, not thrice, but in the last forty or
fifty years, there are any number of re-
ports available and vou do not nzed one
more experi committee to tell you that
excepting the NND.M.C. no other muni-
cipality in the country is financially vinble.

Now, the point is, if a plan has to be
made obviously—I assume—the Govern-
ment, like a corporate body, works toge-
ther—may 1 ask the hon. Minister whether
he had approached the Planning Commis-
sion on this issue that the financial struc-
ture of the municipalities had to be
improved? This is one thing.

Szcondly, has the hon. Minister thought
in terms of improving the sanitation
methodolegy and  technology? It does
not need a World Henlth Orpanisation re-
port to tell us that our cities are dirty.
It does not nead any herlth orrarisation
to te'l vs that there is filth all around,
that we first collect the garbagz on the
roadside and then removz it and diseases
spread all around. S'r, this incident of
plague—Y am not discussing its dimen-
sion—has brousht us disrepute abroad and
despair at hom=. May I ask him whether
he is willlng to undertake the task of
evolvitg » <cheme? This is apart from
the work of the Committez; the Commit-
tee is 10 supgest ways to avoid this kind
of  a situation. I wrote to the Prime
Minister. The Prime Minister wrote back
to me saying that he had referred the issue
to you and to the Ministry of Urban
Development. May I know from the hon.
Minister whether the Ministry of Health
and the_M'nistry of Trban Deavelonment
would 4it topether and evolve a compre-

hensive scheme to see that our health and
sanitation improve?
