Ths BICP had conducted
ost-cum-technical study in November, 1990
in respect of bulk drugs Metronidazole
and Metronidazole Benzoate and had re-
commended a price of Rs. 436/kg and Rs.
457/kg respectively. The prices of bulk drugs
Metronidazole and Metronidazole Banzoate
were fised as Rs. 428/kg and Rs. 380/kg
respectively. The validity period of the cost
cum-technical study conducted by BICP
expired on 31st March, 1993 and the BICP
has already initiated fresh cost-cum-technical
study of these bulk drugs.
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
