It was
immediately controlled by undertaking
ground operations.

(b) The steps taken are as under :—

(1) Deployment of special locust sur-
vey and control teams.

(i) Mobilisation of pesticides and plant
protection equipment for controll-
ing locust.

(iii) Coordination with the State
Government in controlling locust.

(c) The expenditure incurred by the
Government of India is approximately
Rs. 3.51 crores in Dhar, Jhabua and other
areas of the country.
